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SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
AT THE ROTARY CLUB DINNER IN IPOH 

ON 1ST JULY 1967 

Mr. President, 
Ladies and Gentlemen: 

I xn greatly honoured to be your guest here to-night and must thank you for this 
excellent dinner in the company of so many nice and charming people. 

This is the second gathering of Rotary International this week at which I 
have been given the task on inflicting my fellow-guests with yet another speech! 

However, Gentlemen, I will not inflict on you a very long speech. 
I have been told that a certain tribe in Africa had a very fine method of 

dealing with public speakers; the meth od which you might like to adopt as a 
Rotary principle. 

This African tribe considers long speeches injurious both to the speaker and 
the audience, and in order to protect both, there is an un-written law that every 
public speaker must stand on one foot while addressing his audience; as soon as 
the other foot touches the ground, his speech must stop! 

Also, I understand other people say that an after-dinner speech is like a baby 
because it is easy to conceive, but difficult to deliver, and even more difficult, 
standing on one foot! 

Would you like me, Mr. President, to stand on one foot? I can, if you want 
me to! 

However, Ladies and Gentlemen, taking of "feet", I think our country, 
Malaysia, which is becoming more stable and firmly established in the world, 
owes its stability to the fact that we stand not on one foot or on two feet; with the 
unity of our three main races, the Malays, Chinese and Indians, we have three 
strong feet, firmly on the ground, provided that we can nurture and strengthen, 
from day to day, the unity of our three peoples of different origin! 

Anyone who does anything to break this unity is in fact, like the un-written 
law of the African tribe I mentioned, asking us to try and progress as a nation by 
sta~ding on one foot alone. 

I have no wish to bore you with a political speech, but, as you know, on 31st 
August, this year, we will not only celebrate our annual Merdeka Day, but also 
celebrate ten years of progress as an independent nation; and we can look back 
with pride and pleasure, that in the ten years since 1957, we have achieved a 
tremendous lot, particularly, in the field of Development, and we have many plans 
for the future, so that in the next decade ahead of us, Malaysia will achieve more 
and more and achieve our goal of becoming a really prosperous and thriving 
nation. 

But, development plans, development projects and an increased standard of 
living are not enough in themselves, neither can they be achieved in Malaysia 



without the application of the basic philosophy of the Alliance Govemmenr of 
which our main aim, first and foremst, is to achieve national unity, and m&e 
each one of us, whether we be of Chinese, Indian or Malay origin, feel in fact that 
they are real citizens of our country, and are dl one hundred per-cent Malaysian. 

As I have said so many times before, our policy is not ever to ziccentuaie the 
diEerences of the racial origin of our people, but are to accentuate and focus on 
our similarities so that we can work, live and strive together as one mified 
people - the people of Maiaysia, 

You Rotarians. not only, here in Ipoh, but thmghour every city and town in 
which there is a Rotary grolilp, are dseady helping tremendously in fosteri~~g this 
spirit of national unity, and I would like 60 th& you who are here tonight and a31 
your ather fellow-Rotarians throughout Malaysia, for the good work md the 
contribution that you are giving to our country. Keep up this spirit, not only in 
words, but also in deeds, and you wi l  help push Malaysia forwasd on the path of 
progress. 

In fact, E was thinking the other day, it would be a good thing if  the Genera; 
Assembly of the United Nations could adopt the principles of "Rotary 
International" and apply them, because if they did, perhaps there wouM be more 
peace in this stpife-stricken world of today. 

?To go back to this word Unity, there seems to be, in this area of Perak, a, 
what I might call, misunderstanding by a small section of the people here whether 
intentima1 or otherwise of om constitutional conditiols of applying md of 
adopting the National Language. 

The introduction of the National Language should worry no one because it 
does not in fact discredit or discourage my other language in Malaysia, which 
may be used by various groups day-to-day, but when the day comes that all of us 
can communicate with each other, lnespective of our original native tongue; then, 
I believe, that the good-will which is already evident and aburrdmt in our 
relationship with each other; that good-will will increase ten-fold because 
language is the main means of human commtmication md I would like you to 
regard the national language as a cornmorn denominat~r of discourse and good- 
will mongst us. 

It is not difficult to acquire a working howledge of it, but H am sure that 
anyone who takes the trouble to acquire this working knowledge will find that his 
horizon of h~rrnan friendship will be very much broadened and brightened, while 
at the same time, he can still use. to his heat's content, English, Tanail, Cantonese 
or my other dialect in which he is accustomed to speak. 

We have been independent for ten years, and this liberty of independence 
must be protected if we are to survive, in h e  future, as an independent nation for 
ever, tind not allow OLE sovereignty be subjugated b other evil inflt~ences such 
as the main threat to-day, the infailence of Communism. 

In a Democracy, everyone talks about freedom of speech md freedom sf  
expression. This we already have firmly established in Malaysia, 

I am not so much concerned with the right of everyone ts say anything he 
pleases, as I am about our need, as a seE-governing people, to hear and to 
understand alnd to absorb everything, the right thin@ which are ~etevant to 



our progress in unity as a nation. 
And this is the type of democracy that we must build; it is a democracy in 

which the listeners must have the ability and choice of determination and 
discrimination whereby they can weigh the words of speakers and then decide 
for themselves the direction in which they want their own nation to progress; and, 
therefore, not be misled by mischief-makers! 

Let me give you an example from the world of ship-building. 
I understand that every ship which sails the high seas is fitted with an 

instrument, which keeps it steady on its course, no matter how rough the-seas may 
be, or how strong a storm may be, and that instrument is called a Gyroscope 
(pronounced Jiroskope). 

The dictionary definition of this Gyroscope is "a heave fly-wheel rotated at 
very high speed and supported at right angles to the direction of the steering 
wheel. It keeps the ship on a steady course". 

There is a definite connection between the rotating movement of a 
Gyroscope and the movement of Rotary International in Malaysia. 

They both have the same effect except that one stabilises a ship and the other 
helps to stabilise the community. 

Because, as I foresee the development of Malaysia in the future within the 
frame-work of our democratic way of life, the more stabilising institutions we 
have, and the more stabilised are our electorate who can judge for themselves 
sound commensense approaches to progress, then the less will be the chances of 
our country falling into the cold-blooded hands of Communist leadership on the 
one hand, or on the other, of falling into the hot-headed hands of irresponsible 
leadership! 

Now, Mr. President, I promised you that I will not make a political speech. 
You, Sir, are an Accountant by profession, and I, am a lawyer. 
I do not agree with the definition I heard the other day regarding both our 

professions because it must have been said by a dis-satisfied client! 
He said, "A lawyer is a man who is willing to go out and spend your last cent 

to prove that he is right; A lawyer is a learned man who rescues your property 
from your creditors, pays ten per-cent of it to an Accountant and keeps the rest for 
himself!" 

However, talking as a lawyer, although I am not in private practice myself, 
I paid particular attention when I was studying law, to the laws of copy-right, and 
before coming to Ipoh, I read in an Encyclopedia, the definition of the objects of 
Rotary. 

And, I have a very serious accusation to make on the law copy-right to all 
Rotarians, but let me, first re-read to you the aims of Rotary:- 

to encourage and foster the ideal of service as a basis of worthy enterprise 
and in particular, to encourage and foster - 
(1) the development of acquaintance as an opportunity for service; 
(2) high ethical standards in business and professions; the recognition of 

the worthiness of all useful occupations and the dignifying by each 
Rotarian of his occupation as an opportunity to serve society; 

(3) the application of the ideal of service by every Rotarian to his personal, 



business and communlry life; and 
(4) the advancement of international understanding, gmd-will md peace 

through a world fellowship of business and professional mean united 
in the ideal of service. 

This is a definite breach sf  copy-right, and I remind you that I am not 
mdking a political speech, but, everytime I read your a im,  I feel ceaak that they 
have keen copied word for word, from the political manifesto of the Allimance 
Government, because, these also are our aims. 

NOW, speaking as a lawyer, B am put into a dilemma, it would not be nice if 
we took all Rotarians in Malaysia to Court and claim a large sum in damages for 
breach of copy-right, because as a lawyer, 18 h o w  that many civil cases like this 
can be easily settled amicably sue of court, and we will give you the option as 
Rotafians, either of going to Court and se;n-ling our claim on copy-right, or, on the 
other band, I think we will get our claims settled by your ensuring that every 
Rotarian gives full support and gays regularly his subscription to the Allimce 
Party, in which case, no future claim will be brought to Court.

SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER, 
ON THE OFFICIAL OPENING 

OF THE MANAGEMENT TEACHER 
DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME 

FROM 3RD JULY TO 12TH AUGUST 1967 

H is Excellency, The High Commissioner for the United Kingdom, Chairman 
of MARA, Tan Sri Taib bin Haji Andak, The Director of Training, Inche' 

Mansor bin Othman, The Principal, Maktab MARA, Encik Arshad Ayob, 
Distinguished Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen: 

First of all please let me, on behalf of the Malaysian Government and my 
Ministry, extend our very warm welcome to Mr. Philip Limb and his team of 
lecturers who have come all the way from the United Kingdom to be with us this 
afternoon in running this programme of studies for our teaching staff in the 
MARA College of Business and Professional Studies. Their presence with us here 
today is timely and sincerely appreciated. It is yet another clear evidence of the 
close and friendly relationships Malaysia has had and will continue to have, with 
the United Kingdom in the political, economic, and social fields particularly in the 
new field of management education and training. I trust that their stay with us here 
will be pleasant and rewarding and may it pave the way for more fruitful 
endeavours in the field of education and training between our two peoples in the 
future. 

A fortnight ago when I addressed the Second Seminar on Development in 
Kuala Lumpur, I said, among other things, that "leaders of any properly governed 
nation in the world particularly what we called the developing nations are, quite 
rightly, as I am, impatient, for progress. We have got to get things done and get 
them done quickly". Somehow I have a sneaking suspicion that between Mansor 
and Arshad they are gleefully trying to fix me and to hold me to ransom for what 
I have said so many times on the sense of urgency and self-involvement in the 
task of our Malaysian development. This is my fourth visit to this College since 
September last year and on every visit there is always something exciting, 
something important and useful developing in this College. There is always 
somehow an alertness to new approaches and ideas and a willing spirit for 
innovation. They and their staff seem to know the art of living with my sense of 
impatience for progress and it is my hope that the dynamism and the spirit of 
enthusiasm they all have generated thus far in the context of MARA's overall 
development will be sustained and further enhanced in the future. 

Since the formation of MARA in July, 1965, the MARA College of Business 
and Professional Studies has expanded rapidly in its number of students, fourfold, 
its teaching staff 5 - 6 times more, its library staff 4 times and its administrative 



staff about 4 times. Bearing in mind that the majority of the teaching staff arc 
fresh from ~niversitiesjcolleges~ Locally and abroad. and the fact that the majosiiy 
of the students they are teaching, come from the rural areas and :herefore new to 
ideas and disciplines in economics and commerce, we consider it necessw~~ &at 
thesb teachers be given the requisite additional training in management 
development and techniques, themselves, if they are to make a success of the 
training and education of the stdents under their charge. It is with this firm 
objective in view iis trainkg cvilh MARA have orgmised this course in fhe hope 
of giving our lec&rers/teachers a better understanding of new ideas and concepts 
on the techniques of teaching and education so that with fresh imagination, 
initiative and integrity they w21E be able to help US cultivate :a maximum 
advantage whatever qualities our students here in this College haye lor best 
p e h m a n c e  and fruition. 

It is our hope also that the ensuing discussions and exchange cf ideas and 
thoughts will be the fore-runner in providing the yeast. the catalysts among our 
lecturers/teacbers and, subsequently through them, our students, to strive towards 
the highest possible standards of discipline and ethics in business management in 
commerce and mdusuy. In short wc want to train our own ~ainess  themselves na 
management development. 

What we are aiming at, in this and the many more mmagement reacher 
development programmes which are being actively planned for further improvhg 
the teaching qualities of our staff, is to help the teachersflecturers crytaiise their 
own motivation and hence the dedication of their own energies, time and efforts 
towards fulfilling MAM's objective of stimulating. assisting and facilitating 
Bumiputera participation in commerce and industry in concert with the Malaysian 
Goliemment's overall policy of raising the standards of living of the Malaysian 
people, particularly those in the rural sector. 

But I know this is no easy task. While it may be comparatively easy to make 
students learn. for example. cost accoilntancy, commercia: law, secretaryship and 
stenography It is much more difficult lo make the sonsldaughters of subsistence 
fanners, fishermen and rubbet tappers to shed old-hhioned and outdated 
attitudes and other forms of social integuments which have been instmme~tal fop. 
their economic back~~ardness to-date, 

Their uaditional values run counter to the demands and discipline of 
commerce and idustry for example, their nan-acceptance of interest and relative 
indifference to the value sf money, swings and investment, eating and dirinking 
habits to mention a few which have and are still continuing to cloud Bumiputera 
thinking and vision in the particular context of their active artd meaninghi 
participation in commerce and itjdusuy. Ht is ill rhe light of these difficulties that 
1 hope rhe injection of new ideas and disciplines will bring fresh dynafism in the 
fertile minds of our iecturersiteachers to help them find some of the ansaxers 
solutions to the problems of ~hange and of providing acceptable new social and 
economic values for the Bumiputera students sufficienfy dynamic and exciting to 



make them to want to excel, innovate and improve themselves. In other words the 
measure of the success of this particular course of training to our lecturerslstaff is 
how and to what extent will these new ideas and thoughts could nurture their 
greater sense of involvement in the development and training of our students for 
leadership and excellence in the complex and highly competitive world of 
commerce and industry in this country. 

Success in doing so would more than justify the trust and confidence of the 
British tax payers who have given us help so generously. In thanking the British 
Government and people for this set of generousity I would like also to take this 
opportunity to thank Dr. O.G. Pickard, the Principal of Ealing Technical College 
in recommending and preparing the groundwork for this type of training which 
we have pleasure in implementing. 

I trust that this financial assistance is the beginning of closer co-operation in 
commercial education between us in Malaysia and the United Kingdom 
Government. I understand the Principal of the College has prepared a paper for 
technical assistance particularly in the form of additional staff to teach 
accountancy, hotel and catering, English and management and science subjects 
and I would be most happy to hear of Your Excellency's response on this pressing 
matter. As your Excellency are aware we are short of trained and qualified 
teachers, 

(a) to undertake staff development programmes; 
(b) to plan and introduce new courses of study; 
(c) to develop an effective system of exposing students to new techniques 

and methods of teaching. 
We believe that the Institution of Management Studies in the United 

Kingdom particularly The Polytechnic Management Teacher Development 
Programme through its long existence and accumulated experience can help us 
considerably to cope with the magnitude and the urgency of our training 
requirements. To train all our present lecturers of 60 which will increase to an 
estimated 300 by 1970171 in the United Kingdom is not administratively 
practicable in view of our grave shortage of lecturers, the time available at our 
disposal and the shortage of funds. Rather than send "Mohamad to the mountain" 
we have been able through the generous offer of the British Government, the 
willingness of the governing Council of London Polytechnic and the Slough 
College to release their lecturers for service with us, the cooperation of the 
Ministry of Overseas Development of the United Kingdom and the Department of 
Technical Education and Training for Overseas Countries and finally the 
Commonwealth Education Cooperation Vocation Course Scheme to attend their 
course for our teachers. 

Now that the stage for the meeting of minds, experience and knowhow has 
been set and that the goals clearly outlined, I hoped that, through effective 
communication of ideas and free and fruitful discussions, during the course, our 
lecturerslteachers will be sufficiently stimulated and encouraged towards more 



dynamic thoughts and greater effons in the. task we all have in common - of 
trailling and educating the Bumiputeras in commerce and the prcafessions, so 
motivate them along the path of progress in the wider context of ow overall 
efforts towards nation-building and prosperity. 



SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER, 
AT THE SEMINAR OF SENIOR OFFICERS, MALAYSIA 

IN PETALING JAYA ON 3RD JULY 1967 

Gentlemen, 

I am very happy to be here with you to-day, both officers from the Federal 
Government and also, senior officers from Sabah and Sarawak. 

Perhaps, I might explain first of all, the idea behind the Seminar which, in 
fact, was my own idea based on what I said over Radio Malaysia one day on my 
departure from a visit to Eastern Malaysia. 

With your permission, I would like to re-quote my own words:- 
"With the setting up of Malaysia and the working out of the practical 

mechanics of the relationships between the Central Government and the 
Government of Sabah and Sarawak, there have been what I might call 
administrative teething troubles. From time to time, there have been delays 
in communication and this has resulted in occasional frustration, both in 
State headquarters and at Federal headquarters in Kuala Lumpur. 

There has, however, been a steady improvement in the administrative 
machinery, but, so that there will be even greater improvement, greater co- 
ordination and greater co-operation, I propose sometime later this year to 
hold, either in Jesselton or Kuching, or perhaps in Kuala Lumpur, a 
Malaysian Government Seminar lasting several days. At this Seminar, each 
one of us who has the responsibility of administering the Government will 
be able to meet and discuss with our counterparts any problems we may 
have connected with our work and to discuss, suggest and devise ways and 
means whereby we can speed up and streamline the whole machinery of 
Government. We shall place particular emphasis on the development 
programme machinery, so that the people of Sabah and Sarawak - no matter 
where they live, in urban areas or in remote rural areas - will get the best 
service and the quickest service that we, as true Malaysians, can give to our 
fellow Malaysians". 
So, therefore, Gentlemen, you know why you are here for this Seminar, and 

I hope that in your talks and discussions, there will be an honest effort on your 
part, both Federal and State officers, to try and close the gap of the machinery of 
government both State and Federal, to ensure that all our Malaysian citizens in 
Eastern Malaysia, get from us the best service both in development and in 
administration that we can give them. 

It is perhaps, unfortunate that the timing of this Seminar co-incides with 
political developments in Sabah, where members of U.P. - K.O. are making an 
unnecessary fuss about the conditions as laid down in the Inter-Governmental 
Committee Report, when Sabah first joined Malaysia. 

I do not want to talk at length on the political situation. I do not think, in any 



case. that it will affect you as civil servants because, although politicians may 
come md go, like myself, the back-bone of ahinistration is vested irr the I-lands 
of you civil servants who are the permanent back-bane of our country, 

This Seminar is a stepping stone to try and streamline the machinery sf 
governments between the Central Government and State Governments, 
pa~icularly, of those In Eastern Malaysia, so that we can go about our job wick 
new vigour and with new understanding and tackle our problems, vis-a-vis, state 
and Central Government as expeditiously as possible with the maximum amoutit 
of sped  and minimum alnount of paper work! 

The first condition to achieve efficiency between the Central and State 
Government, is a condition of understanding, and I feel that the more contact 
there is between State of5cers mind Federal officers in every Deparrmenr 
rhroughout the whole structure of Government, then we will be nearer to the goal 
which we all wish to achieve; a smootb and efficient admiflistration giving the 
people of Sabah and Sarawak, the best that we can give them, not only in the field 
of development, but also in the field of day-to-day administration. 

4 do not wish this Seminar to be an academic exercise. It is more a "getting 
together" with frank, free md upl-inhibited discussion, with the object to achieve 
a greater and deeper understmding, not only of the development aims of 
Malaysia, but also, to answer the qlrestion; HOW we can, by closer State ckgs 

operation and Federal Go-operation set Malaysia a faster pace on the path of 
progress? 

Looking at your progrmme, I see that you have a talk on development by- 
the Head of the Economic Planning Unit on our Development Plans! 

All of you concerned with development, should by now ktnow our 
developn~ent plan by heart; arid it should be a wsrking part d your menhf 
system, and, therefore, no further explanation is necessary, and this itern should 
be more of a discussion to c iea  up any doubts that you may have on the 
implementation of our Development Plan. 

Similarly, 1 see that you have a talk on Developmeni Administration, and B 
hope this will arouse your minds as to how you can, in your day-to-day work put 
more push and punch into the administration of our counuy! 

Then, I see that my Cabinet colleague, the Minister of Labour', is to t~llk to 
you on 'Xabou_~ Policy", with emphasis on East-West Malaysia, and this is 
interestkg because, 1 remerrder, very well d u ~ n g  the initial Mdaysia talks, the 
representatives of Sabah and Swawak wanted Immigration to remain as a State 
subject, because there was fear on Sabah and Saraw& joining hrfalaysia, that there 
would be a tlpemendous influx of immigrants from Singapore and from Western 
Malaysia. 

This fear was unfounded, but our problem now is how can we entice people 
to migrate to Sabah and Saawak, prefer&ly skilled labour, in order to go ahead 
with the task of development. 

Therefore, I hope you will pay particular attention to my Cabinet colleague 
when he talks, and give the vaIue of your experience and knowledge, towards 
solving the shortage of skilled labour which exists in Eastern Malaysia, and which 
is, in factn not only putting up prices, but also delaying development, 



Net on your programme, I see that you are to be given a talk on 'decision- 
making'. 

I make decisions every-day; the making of decisions is the most simple 
part of the process; what I am concerned with, as Minister of Development, is the 
implementation of these decisions. 

Our development plans have been thought out, our decisions, on the 
direction on which Malaysia is going to progress, have been made. 

My chief concern, at the moment, is to so galvanise each and every officer 
concerned with these decisions to implement them in the shortest possible space 
of time! 

Looking further down your programme, I see also that you are going to be 
given a talk on the role of the Civil Service in a developing country. This is a 
subject very near my heart. 

I talked at length on this subject at our recent Afro-Asian Seminar on 
Development held in this very same building, and rather than repeat to you what 
I said, I hope that you will do me the courtesy of reading the message which I tried 
to convey in that speech. 

Also, in your programme, I see that my learned friend from Attorney- 
General's Department, Tuan Syed Othman bin Ali, is going to talk to you on 
"Federalism". 

As a preface to his talk, may I repeat to you my own views on the working 
of a Federal Government, which I explained the other day to both the elected and 
established Government of Johore. Again, I re-quote my own words:- 

"I never, if I can help it, travel in a plane with only one engine; I don't feel 
secure. The more engines the aeroplane has, the safer and more secure I feel, 
because the more the engines, the more the thrust, the drive and the power! 

This principle should also apply to a country like ours which is a 
Federation, and if you compare it to an aeroplane, we have not just one 
engine to propel the policies of the government, policies of development and 
policies for progress; we have 14 engines, if you regard Federal 
Government as one engine and every State Government as a separate 
boosting charge with 14 engines helping us on the way to progress. 

Even though an aeroplane may have several engines, that in itself does 
not guarantee that it can rise to great heights. 

The important thing to achieve speed and power is that each and every 
engine must be perfectly tuned in unison, because if one engine is out of step 
with another, the chances are that the aeroplane may crash. 

So it is, with this Federal form of government which we have adopted 
and practice in Malaysia. 

As Malaysia flies on its way to progress and prosperity, we have got to 
make sure that all our engines, in other words, all our State governments are 
perfectly in tune with each other and the central engine, the Federal 
Government, and the purpose at this present time of my visits to each State 
is to first and foremost adjust the timing and tuning so that with speed and 
efficiency and with dynamic power, we can get Malaysia into orbit, and 
reach the altitude of success higher even than our hopes. 



If, therefore, Malaysia is really going to progress, we muse not only 
stsemline the Central Government, but also, ensure that each component 
part of our Federation, each State Government is also stremlined md up- 
dated to shoulder the task of tackling the problems which face us on the path 
of progress, and be able to give our people the best service within our 
ability." 
This, really, defines the reason behind this Seminar, and E hope that you put 

all your energies into capturing this spirit behind the making of Malaysia. 
Perhaps, the high-light of your programme is on Wednesday, the 5th of July, 

when E see the subject of diswssion is ""fentifying Administrative Problems 
between Federal and State Gsvernments", 

This is the main crux of your coming together. I hope that yolr will really 
go to town and speak your mind during this discussion, so that we will be able, as 
a result of your group-findings, to pin-point any defects in our present 
administration of Malaysia. There we also on your programme, two other talks 
by my ministerial colleagues. 

One by the Minister of Lands and Mines on "Politics and Administration", 
As civil seraranes, I hope you will appreciate that you are free political 

influence because in a true Democracy, the civil servant has a duty is pedom; 
and I speak from experience, having been a civil servant myselg to place fairly 
and squarely. facts before the politician, based on balanced, unbiased judgment, 
which the politicim "can take it or leave it" as he so wishes. After all. civI2 
servants are pensionable; you have nothing to lose; politicians are nna. 
pensionable; they come and go! 

because, I see the future of our country's democratic "way of life iis 
dependei~t on you to a certain extent, you must become lively, active, balmced 
and unbiased civil servants, able to serve our government with a spirit of 
dedication on the one hand, and on the other, have a lively mind! 

We have inherited by virtue of our colonid heritage, a Civii Service which 
is too much tied to paper and desk, and this attitude of mind rnlist be adjusted in 
keeping up with modern times, if Malaysia is to survive and succeed in its present 
battle for Development. 

Later on your programme, is a talk by my colleague, rhe Minister of 
Educationz, on 66Education and its role in Nation-building", 

This perhaps, is one of the most impo~ant aspects in the process af national 
development. 

1 say this, because, although we are a country abundant m natural resources 
such as tin, timber, rubber and iron ore, our grearest resource lies really in the 
resources of our own people, 

We, in the last five years of our development, have mvested a tremendous 
lot in our economic infrastaucture. Now we need to stseng*en our nation by 
investing in our youth. 

The future of any country, which is dependent upon the will and wisdom of 
its citizens is damaged when any of its children are not educated to the full extent 
of their talents from Primary school to Seconday a d  higher eriucarion. 

The trend of our &velopment, at the moment, having laid the rrafrastmcture 



is, therefore, focussed on an investment in human skills about which my 
ministerial colleague is ably competent to discuss with you. 

Now, Gentlemen. to sum up, I feel that, perhaps, "Seminar" ia a wrong word 
for this gathering, because it gives the impression that you are coming back to 
school. 

Please believe and understand me when I say this. 
I want you, throughout all your discussions and deliberations in this 

building, to talk freely and frankly with one aim in my mind. With one question 
to be answered: How can we, both the elected government and you, as 
government servants, improve, streamline and speed up the efficiency of the 
administration and development of our country - Malaysia.

Patik yakin darn percaya dengan 
keberangkatan Kebawah Duii Tuanku ke rnajfis ini, majlis ini bukan sahaja 
bertambah serinya bahkan &an dapat diberkati oleh Allah s.w.t. d m  segaIa asha 
yang &an dijalankan oleh Dewm in- untuk faedah ahli-ahlinya dan &li-dnli 
pemiagaan bumiputra yang kendak rnenjaiarnkan perusaham dan pemiagaan, 
&an mendapat kejayaan dengan sepenuh-penuhnya. 

Patik mohon izin untuk bemcap kepada sidang hadinin sekelim. Yang 
Berhomat Turn Ymg DiPefiua, Yang Punat Berhomat Dato Menteri Besaii 
Kedah, ANi-&li Yang Berhomat, man-tuan dan pum-puan ymg hadir sekelian: 

Saya matlah sukacita kerma dapat hadir d i  sini bersma-sama dengan rum- 
tuan d m  puan-puan pada hari ini. Saya sangat hargai peluang yang diberi kepada 
saya untuk be j u m p  dan bercakap kepada tvtan-turn dan puan-pum yang 
rnewakili segala bahagian d m  pemiagam bumiputra di selumh negara. Saya 
rnasih ingat lagi, dalam ucapan saya kepada Gabungrn ini di Kuala Lumpur pacia 
tahun lalu, saya telai? mengesyorkan supaya turn-turn berusaha mengadakm salu 
"'62zl.e print of action" atau "manangm kerja" supaya Gabungan ini dapat 
menjalankan tugasnya dengm sempurna darn dapat mengambii bahagian dengan 
lebih cergas dan berkesan lagi &lam lapangan iktisad yang sedang kembrng dm 
maju di negara kita ini. 

Tiap-tiap kali saya berucq membuka rnesyuarat perrubuhan-pertubuhm 
seperli Dewan ini, saya sentiasa menggesa pertubuhan-pertubuh itu ssupaya 
bekerja keceras menunjukkan bukti dan kehasilan mereka itu. Saya harap turn-turn 
dan puan-puan tidak berfikir y m g  saya kid& bersetuju dengan Dewan Pemiagam 
atau pertublahm-pertubuhan yang semacam itcl - saya ridak anti-chambers of 
commerce. Akan ';etapi saya adalah anti atau menentang rnana-mrna peaubuhm, 
baik pembuhm 61 bawah jagaan lierajaan atau pun peptubuhan suitarela, yang 
tidak menjaliankan tugas mereka itu; seperti kata pentmpmam Meiayu: ""Hidup 
Segan Mati Pun Ta' Mahur'; yang tidak mempunyai semmgat alau jiwa untuk 
bekerja dan untuk melaksan&an segaia rlrjuannya. 



Ada pertubuhan-pertubuhan yang mempunyai banyak tugas tetapi setengah- 
setengahnya menjalankan perkara-perkara yang kecil; semata-mata mengadakan 
perjumpaan-perjumpaan sosial untuk makan, minum dan membuat ucapan- 
ucapan. Kadang-kadang pertubuhan-pertubuhan itu mengambil tindakan 
menentang dasar-dasar Kerajaan, cukai-cukai yang terpaksa dikenakan untuk 
mendapatkan hasil negara; atau mengecam kerja-kerja Kerajaan, semuanya tak 
betul tetapi tugas-tugas sendiri tidak dijalankannya. Satu perkara yang mudah 
sekali ialah mencari salah dan yang payah ialah mencari ikhtiar hendak 
memperbaiki kesalahan-kesahalan itu. 

Saya suka Dewan-dewan Perniagaan d m  Pertubuhan-pertubuhan Melayu 
yang lain maju cergas serta menjadi tempat bagi ahli-ahlinya berkumpul, meminta 
nasihat dan mengambil tindakan-tindakan yang berfaedah bagi ahli-ahlinya, 
bangsa dan negara. Bukanlah menjadikan pertubuhan-pertubuhan itu semata- 
mata untuk menolong diri mereka atau hanya untuk faedah segelintir orang-orang 
sahaja. Pertubuhan-pertubuhan itu hendaklah menjalankan tugas yang tegas, yang 
positif dan cergas supaya pertubuhan atau Dewan itu dapat memberi pertolongan 
untuk memajukan perniagaan ahli-ahlinya dan memberi sumbangan kepada 
kemajuan iktisad negara Malaysia. 

Dengan tujuan inilah saya telah mencadangkan kepada tuan-tuan dan puan- 
puan pada tahun lalu supaya menyediakan satu "blue print of action" atau 
"rancangan kerja" Gabungan Dewan ini. Saya sukacita kerana telah dapat peluang 
membaca rangka "Rancangan Kerja" tuan-tuan. 

Rancangan kerja tuan-tuan dan puan-puan itu boleh dikatakan baik dan 
berharap dapat dijalankan oleh Dewan ini sendiri - dari initiatifnya sendiri, tidak 
dengan bantuan Kerajaan. Saya sukalah berterus terang, kalau saya bersetuju 
dengan permintaan tuan-tuan itu, saya percaya ia tidak akan memberi faedah 
kepada Dewan ini dan saya pula tidak menjalankan tugas saya dengan hati yang 
bersih dan ikhlas. Jikalaulah Dewan ini hendak menjadi satu pertubuhan yang 
dainamik maka mustahaklah Dewan ini berdiri dengan tegap, di atas kakinya 
sendiri dan tidak setiap masa meminta pertolongan dan bantuan Kerajaan. Saya 
dengan ikhlasnya cadangkan supaya Dewan itu mengambil sikap yang Merdeka 
dan mempelopori satu concept "Do it yourself', atau buat sendiri. 

Konsep "Do it yourself' ini kurang mendapat perhatian orang-orang kita. 
Konsep ini hendaklah digalakkan. Dewan ini hendaklah menunjukkan kepada 
Kerajaan yang ia sanggup menjalan banyak "Do it yourself' projek dan di mana 
yang boleh dan menasabah Kerajaan tentu akan menolongnya, tetapi ikhtiar 
hendaklah dijalankan dahulu oleh Dewan ini sendiri. 

Tuan-tuan dan puan-puan, pada keseluruhannya Kerajaan Perikatan telah 
melaksanakan sebahagian besar daripada ketetapan-ketetapan yang diluluskan 
oleh Kongres Ekonomi Bumiputra yang pertama untuk menolong rakyat 
bumiputra dalam lapangan perniagaan dan perusahaan. Majlis Amanah Rakyat 
(MARA), satu hasil dari ketetapan Kongres itu, pada masa ini telah menunjukkan 
hasil yang agak memuaskan hati. Bahagian Khidmat dan Nasihat MARA telah 
dan sedang memberi pertolongan dan Nasihat kepada ahli-ahli perniagaan 
bumiputra yang baru masuk dalam lapangan perniagaan dan perusahaan. Saya 
berharap banyak lagi ahli-ahli perniagaan bumiputra akan menggunakan 



perWlidmatan yang diberi oieh MARA melalui Bahagian ini. Bahagim Piqaman 
Wing atau "Credil Finance Section" telah meluluskan, semenjak Kongres 
Ekonomi Bumipuira Yang Pertarna diadaEim, iaitu pada bulan Jun, 1965 hingga 
31 Jun, 1967 sebanyak 1,866 pinjaman yang berjumlah wang sebanyak 
$18,100,000. Dari pinjman ini $4 juta telah pun dibayar balik oleh peminjam- 
peminjam temasuklaP1 dengan faedah-faedahnya. 

Semenjak RIDA dan MAKA ditubuhkan pada t h u n  1951, RIDA dan 
MARA hingga Jun, 1967 telala meminja1~Ik-an wang kepada &li-akii pemiagaan 
bumiputra sebanyak $36 juts dan mereka teiah membayar balilc daripada 
pinjaman ini sebanyak $33 juga. 

Pukul rata tiap-tiap bulan I M ~ ~ R A  sekarmg memberi pidaman vvang kepada 
ahli-ahfi pemiagaan bumiputra sebmyak $200,808. 

Saya sukacita melihat yang cara rnemberl pilajaman wang ymg Sara ymg 
sedmg dijalankan oleh MARA ada berjalm dengan baik. 

Dasar Pinjaman MARA ialah MARA hanya memben pinjaman wang 
kepada perusahaan-perusahaan yang MARA fikir bo!eh maju clan boPeks 
dikembmgkan ulagi. Oleb itu tiap-tiap pemintaan pinjman wang, sarnada 
daripada orang-orang yang b m  hendak memulakan pemiasaan atau pun ymg  
bend& memperbaiki d m  meluaskan pemiagaanfiya yang sedia ada itu maka 
MARA &an mengkajikan dan mengukurkm pemsalnaan itu dari jika MARA puas 
hati yang pemsalnaan itu ada harapm yang baik arn~uk meningkat maju, b m f &  
MARA akm memberi ppijamarr wang dan setelah itlm &an memberi nasihat d m  
pertolongm untuk kemajuan pemsaham dan pemiagaan itu. Bahagiata ini 
mempunyai pakas-pakar ekonomi. pakar-p&ar kewmgan, jumtera-jurutera dan 
jumkira-jumkira dan pakas-p&x yang lain y m g  mempunyai pengetahj~m dm 
pengalman yang luas d a i m  lapangan perniagaan dan perusahaa~, Mereka inil& 
yang inenyiasat dengan halusnya tiap-tiap pemintaan pinjaman wang dari 
MARA. Dasar dm cara barn ini telah mendapat kejayam d m  wang yang 
dipinjamkan oleh MARA itu leHah dapat dibayar balik dengan memuaskan. 

Saya sangat sukacita atas kejayaan ini, sebab, dengan kejayaan ini 
bermaknatah Kerajaan kita - Kerajaan Perikatan - tel* dapat rnengad&an c r a  
yang baik bagi memberi pertolongan kkepada &Ii-&li pemiagam bbumiptltra, 
samada pertolongan wang atau pedolongan nasihat teknik, adalah berjalm 
dengan baik. Saya suka terangkm di sini bal~awa jikaiau masia-mana ahli 
perniagaan bumiputra, samada yang d a  di sini atau pun tldak, yang tidak berjaya 
mendapatkan pinjaman wang dari M M A ,  janganlah berasa susah hari atzu berasa 
keciwa. Biasanya kalau MARA tidak dapat mmetuskan pinjaman wang, MARA 
akan riemberi keterangm yang jelas sebab-sebab mengapa MARA tidak dapaa 
meiuluskan pinjaman wang itu, Dan selalunya sebabnya ialah pada pendapat 
p&a-pakar MARA yang beflaufiah yang pemiagaan dan pemsdam itu tid& 
boleh maju, melainkan jika pemsahaa-perusahaan itu dibaiki dengan cara-cam 
ymg tertentu. Dan MARA akm memberi naslhai bagaimma cxanya pemiagan 
itu pzitut diperbdi.  Saya percaya turn-bum dan puan-pum tentu bersekiju dei3ga~ 
dasar d m  ccara bantuan yang dibsri oleh MARA sekarang ini. R2ARA sebenar- 
knannya berkehendakkm tiap-tiap pemiagaaa bumiputra itti berjaya dm rraju. 
Tujuan memberi pinjaman wang iini ialah hendak menofong sesuarv pemsabaan 



itu dan jikalau difikirkan perusahaan itu tidak dapat ditolong atau pun pertolongan 
itu tidak akan memberi faedah, dan hanya semata-mata akan menambahkan beban 
orang-orang yang meminjam wang itu sehingga menjadikan mereka bengkrap, 
maka MARA tidak akan meminjarnkan wangnya. 

Dasar Kerajaan kita dan dasar MARA ialah hendak memajukan perusahaan 
dan pemiagaan bumiputra bukan hendak menolong mereka menjadi gaga1 dan 
bengkrap dalam pemiagaannya. Dengan sebab itulah, mustahak diadakan dasar 
mengkaji, menyemak tiap-tiap satu perniagaan ini dengan halus dan teliti sebelum 
sebarang pinjaman diluluskan. 

Tuan-tuan dan puan-puan, dasar Kerajaan ialah hendak memberi 
pertolongan kepada rakyat bumiputra dalarn lapangan perniagaan, perusahaan 
dan iktisad, hendak membolehkan bumiputra mengambil bahagian yang sepenuh- 
penuhnya dalam bidang-bidang ini. Dasar ini bukanlah bermakna mendapatkan 
lesen-lesen permit-permit dan kemudahan-kemudahan lain dan kemudian 
"menggadaikan" lesen-lesen dan permit-permit itu kepada orang-orang lain; 
orang lain yang menjalankan pemiagaan dan perusahaan itu dengan mendapat 
keuntungan yang banyak kepada mereka sendiri dan bumiputra yang 
menggadaikan lesen itu hanya mendapat bayaran yang kecil saja dan tidak dapat 
berkongsi keuntungan pemiagaan atau perusahaan itu. Inilah apa yang digelar dan 
disebut orang "Cara Ali Baba" atau "Cara Ali John". 

Ada satu cara yang baru pula, "Cara Ali Salleh" - Melayu yang segan 
hendak bekerja, "menggadaikan" permitnya kepada Melayu yang rajin - ini 
digelarkan "Cara Ali Salleh". Cara ini juga ada berlaku. 

Bahagian dan peranan yang Kerajaan kehendaki diambil oleh bumiputra 
dalam lapangan ini ialah "100% participation" atau "100% mengambil 
bahagian" - modal, pekerja, tenaga yang menjalankan perusahaan itu adalah 
dibuat sendiri oleh rakyat bumiputra. Saya harap perbuatan memberi lesen-lesen 
dan permit-permit yang telah diberi pada masa yang lalu, baik kebenaran 
melombong, ban kayu, lesen-lesen teksi dan lain-lain lagi yang dibagi kepada 
orang lain dan orang yang mendapat lesen itu pula hanya menjadi "sleeping 
partner" atau "pemegang saham yang tidur", dapat diberhentikan. Perbuatan- 
perbuatan serupa ini merugikan orang-orang Melayu sendiri dan merosakkan 
dasar Kerajaan. Hanya orang Melayu sendiri yang boleh memperbaiki keadaan 
yang buruk ini. 

Seperti Tuan Yang diPertua telah menerangkan tadi, saya suka bercakap 
lebih lanjut sedikit berkenaan dengan cara kita kehendaki bumiputra mengambil 
bahagian 100% dalam tiap-tiap perusahaan dan perniagaan di negara kita ini. Satu 
daripada caranya ialah melalui "Joint Venture" bukan saja dalam pemiagaan yang 
telah pun ada di negara kita ini, akan tetapi dalam perniagaan-perniagaan yang 
baru, perusahaan-pemsahaan yang baru yang hendak dibuka di Malaysia yang 
harapannya untuk maju sangat baik. Kerajaan berazam hendak membuka seluas- 
luasnya peluang bemiaga bagi rakyat Malaysia dan keinginan Kerajaan ini tidak 
bermakna yang kita hendak merarnpas pemiagaan-pemiagaan yang dipunyai oleh 
ahli-ahli perniagaan yang ada sekarang. Ini bukanlah dasar kita dan kita tidak 
bercadang dan tidak bertujuan hendak mengambil hak-hak yang telah dipunyai 
oleh orang-orang lain untuk diberikan kepada orang-orang bumiputra. Dasar kita 



ialaln peluang-peluang b m  yang terbuka dj. Iapmgan pemiagam dar, &tisad 
negara hendaklah diberi kepada semua pihak dan cara yang adi! ialah meiaiui 
'"faint knrure". Peluang-pelumg unkuk bemiaga dan bemsaha relah terbuka 
dengan seiuas-luasnya di negara kita inl semen/& Merdeka dar., dari sam masa ke 
satu masa. Daham mengisikm peluang-peluang ymg barn ini, saya berharap 
mendapat kerjasama daxipada semua pihak. Saya berharap dapat d i j d d m  
us&a-usaha berkongsi di antara rakyar negeri hi dasiipada semua orang: Cina. 
India, Melayu d m  Eropah dan juga kerjasama dan usaha berkongsi dnegan 
pemodal-pemodal dari luar, 

Saya sifatkan lapangan pemiagaan ini adalah lapangan yang pen& dengan 
dugaan, cabaran dan perlawman dan mereka yang hendak mmengmbil bahagim 
dalam lapangan ini hendaklah mernpunyai sifat-sifat yang Serani bekeqa h a t .  
berani berlawan dengan h a t ,  amanandn, percaya kepada kebolehan sendiri dm 
mempuny ai "contact" yang bail dan jjuga pengetahan. Pianpalah dengan 
mempunyai semangar yang knat, berani Serlawan d m  berani bekerja kmd& klaa 
dapal menerima nikmat dan kejayam dalarn lapangan pemiagaan, Saya percaya 
tuan-xuan sekelim tentulah iebih Warn &in lebih mengetahui tenrang ha1 inn, 
kerana tuan-tux1 telah mmempunyai pengalaman dalam lapangm perniagaan. 

Dalam kita berlawm dan krlumba-iumba dalam lapangan pemiagaan dan 
iktisad. anustah&lah pula kira memikirk= juga rentang kepentingm nnegara kita. 
Tiap-tiap orang ahli perniagaan mustahakiak bekerja krrat dan beslumba-lumba 
untuk mendapat tempat yang sempuma dalam lapangan pemiagaan. Begitu juga 
halnya, kalau negara kita ini hendak mempunyk tempat yang bail dan bahagian 
yang sempuma dalam Bapangan pelxiagaan antaabangsa, maka mustah&bkl& 
s e g a a  kita, Malaysia, bekerja keras dan ahli-ahll perniagaan negara kits 
menurnpukm usaha yang penuh untuk merebut tempat yang sempuma di bidmg 
perniagaan mtarabangsa.

Di dalam tempoh lebih kurang 10 tahun semenjak kita Merdeka, maka dari 
sehari ke sehari makin ramailah saudagar-saudagar dan ahli-ahli perniagaan 
bumiputra yang telah berjaya dan maju dalam lapangan ekonomi. Pada kali 
pertamanya dalam sejarah bangsa Melayu, kita telah dapat mengadakan dan 
mengelolakan bank, iaitu, Bank Bumiputra; kita ada syarikat-syarikat perusahaan 
dan perniagaan yang besar seperti syarikat-syarikat membalak, melombong, 
menjual minyak petrol, kontrek-kontrek, pengangkutan dan lain-lain lagi dengan 
modal yang berpuluh dan beratus-ratus ribu ringgit hatta ada syarikat-syarikat 
bumiputra sekarang yang benar-benar bermodal berjuta-juta ringgit. Sudah 
menjadi adat hidup ada di antara syarikat-syarikat ini yang maju jaya dan ada pula 
yang rugi dan bengkrap. 

Kebanyakan syarikat-syarikat yang maju ini ialah kerana adanya 
pengelolaan yang bersemangat perintis, kuat kemahuannya, tinggi cita-citanya, 
ringan tulang uratnya, tepat dan bersih tujuan hidupnya serta tekun dan sabar 
menemui dugaan-dugaan mencari kemahiran dan pengalaman dalam satu-satu 
perniagaan atau perusahaan yang dijalankannya. Jika kita mempunyai sifat-sifat 
yang sebut tadi kita akan berjaya dan maju. Sebaliknya pula walau macam mana 
banyak pertolongan wang diberi oleh Kerajaan atau bank-bank, nasihat-nasihat, 
ilmu dan anjuran diberi semuanya itu akan menjadi sia-sia dan hilang lenyap 
begitu sahaja kalau bantuan-bantuan dan nasihat-nasihat tidak disambut dengan 
perasaan, fikiran dan perbuatan yang ikhlas dan bertanggungjawab. 

Di dalam beratus-ratus perniagaan Bumiputra yang MARA, misalnya, telah 
bantu baik dengan wang pinjaman, khidmat, nasihat dan latihan selama ini lebih 
daripada 70% yang rugi dan bengkrap itu ialah kerana perbuatan buruk pengurus 
atau tuan punya perniagaanlperusahaan itu sendiri iaitu kerana niat baiknya yang 
asal pada mula-mula ia berniaga dan berusaha dahulu telah terpesong. Mereka 
menjadi lalai; lupa dan cuai menyalakan api hasrat hati mereka yang mula-mula 
dahulu itu. Bila ada untung sedikit sudah mahu hidup seperti "orang kaya baru" 
dan dengan kehidupan itu mereka adalah umpama menipu diri sendiri. Inilah yang 
memusykilkan saya dan kerajaan kerana semacam manalah kuat dan banyak 
pertolongan wang dan tenaga yang kerajaan curahkan kelak, kalau perasaan 
hendak merosakkan perniagaan dan perusahaan dan diri sendiri tidak dapat 
diubati, nescaya rakyat bumiputra kita terus menerus susah dan melarat hidupnya 
dalam negara mereka sendiri. Berusaha dalam perniagaan sama saja seperti anak- 
anak kita belajar dan mencari ilmu di sekolah, kalau hati anak-anak itu sudah 
terpesong, oleh kerana lebih main, lebih joli dan banyak berasmara daripada apa 
yang dihajatkan dahulu iaitu mencari ilmu nescaya rosaklah pelajarannya. 

Dalam satu kajian yang dibuat oleh MARA sebab-sebab yang besar 
perusahaan bumiputra itu gagal dalam beberapa tahun yang telah sudah, ialah 
kerana kesilapan, kekhilapan, kekurangan sifat rajin anak-anak bumiputra yang 
berniaga dan menjalankan perusahaan-perusahaan yang tertentu. Mereka mestilah 
menukarkan corak pemikiran mereka dan lebih berusaha lagi, kalau tidak mereka 
akan gagal dalam dunia yang kuat pertentangan ini. 

Pendek kata apabila kita halusi sebab-sebab yang mendatangkan kerugian 
dalam sesuatu perniagaanlperusahaan anak Bumiputra selama ini kita dapati 
kebanyakan perkara-perkara itu berlaku oleh kelemahan dan kelalaian anak 
Bumiputra itu sendiri. Jika inilah perkara-perkara yang merosakkan, meruntuhkan 



dan mernbun~lh pemiagadpemsahaan itii tentulh rum-turn dan pum-pum 
berseruju dengan saya iaitu jdan yang baik d m  tepat unmk menolong memajukm 
pemiagaanfpemsaham kita semua d m  seterusnya menolong diri kita sendiri idah 
dengan jaian mengelakkm daripada berlakunya ~rkara-lperkara yang saya sebut 
tadi. 

Satu rahsia yang menjamin kejayaan dalarn pemiagaanlpentsakaan idah 
jikalau tuan-tuan dan puan-pum sekelian mendapat keuntungan d m  kemajum 
dalam pemiagaan/pentsahaan itu maka hendaklah kewtungm itu ditmam baIik 
ke dalam yerniagaanlpemsahaan tuan-tuanfpuan-puan, bukanlah seperti 
kebanyakm orang kita menggunakan wang iru untuk prkara-yserkara yang lain 
seperti 'Vuxurious dan vmsteful living". Dan jika keuntungan itu diguna lantuk 
maksud perniagaan, maka tidak payahlah pula tiap-tiap kali meminta bantuan 
modal daripada Kerajaan setiap kali tua~-tuanipuan-puan hend& 
mengembangkm atau membuar satu-satu pemiagamlperusahaan yang bans. 
Iniiah caranya kifa menolong &ri sendiri. Selain daripada menolong diri sendir4. 
adal& satu pahala yang besar gad2 sisi ugama dan masyarakat apabila kita kerana 
peribadi, iman dan kelakuan dm tenaga yang baik dapat kemajum dan setelah 
maju. seiain drrripada utung, memk2-ji pula pekerjam dar? mata pencanan yang 
lebiln banyak bagi sanak saudara dan kaum keluarga dan bangsa Eta. 

Apabila kita semua telah mzhir dan pandai menjaga wang dm tenaga krta 
dengan jimat cermat, persuh derzgan fikiran yang bewgguniawab ,  bukan sahaja 
kita akan kurang meminjam dan minta tolong daripada Kerajaan dan bila ti& 
dapat kelak merungut dan merepet, salahkan Kerajaan dan tan-lain lagi. Tetapi 
iari juga akan memberikan kita kernuliaan dan kepercayaan pada d i ~  sendiri atau 
'"self--respectH.

di kalangan sebahagian ahli-ahli bumiputra. Demi bagi kepentingm harapan kita 
hendak maju, mewah darn mengurangkan perbedaan ekonomi di antara kaum- 
kaum di negara kita, rn;lrilah kita bersama menukar fikiran mak bangsa k3ta dan 
t a n d m  sifat-sifat yang rnulia, sifat-sifat yang menjaminkm kemajum dan 
kesejhteraan hidup di dunia dank akhirat. 
Tuan-turn d m  puan-puan sekeliaa: 

Saya diberitahu satu daripada essul-usul yang &an dibincangkan dalan~ 
persidangan ini ialah mendesak Kerajaan supaya nlengadakan Kongres Ekonomi 
Bumiputra Yang Kedua seberapa segesa yang boleh.

SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
ON THE OPENING OF THE ANNUAL CONFERENCE 

OF' THE ASS0CIA"FON MALAY CHAMBERS OF 
COMMERCE OF MAEMSIB, 

IN ALOR SETAR, ON 14TH JULY 1967 

(Nota: Firstly, opening remarks addressed to His Highness the Sultan of 
Kedah). 

I am very happy to be here with ail of you to-day, and welcome this oppomnity 
of talking to you a13 who are a very representative cross-section of Bunniputira 

businessmen throughout the Nation. 
1 remember in my speech to your Association in Kuala Lumpur fast year* 1 

suggested that you get togetber and produce a blue-print of action so that as an 
association you will. be able tea play an increasingly effectike role in the expaanding 
economy of our cs-untry. 

I do not wish to give the impression that I am in any way anti - Chambers 
04 Commerce aas much, but 1 am anti any organisation, whether it be government 
or voluntary which is moribund and has neither unity nor drive. 

There are many Chambers of Commerce whose only function seems to be 
to get together either on social occasions merely to eat and make speeches: or on 
other negative occasions to fight tax increases, tariffs and other government 
policies, and then having fought their battle with government, they revert back 
to a negative role, doing nothing, dnd remain dormant until somerhing comes 
along to fight for again in their own narrow interest without a tliought for the 
progress of the nation as a whole. 

My concept of a thriving and lively Chamber of Commerce is an association 
of businessmen who get together not nlerejly with the selfish intention of what 
they c m  get for themselves, but also with the more positive and progressive 
intention of what each and everyone of them can give contribute not only 
towards the benefit of their own businesses, but also to the benefit of our 
national trade, commerce and industry for [he economic progress of Malaysiz! 

Therefore, as f! said last yea, f would like to see the various Ghanhers of 
Com~nerce in this country to row up ?with some depth, depth of purpose, and with 
some depthin their day-to-day action! 

tt was withthis in mind that E suggested to you to prepare a blue-print for 
action, and I have since read a draft of your plan. 

However, if li say if is first class; which it is! 
If I praise it, I know what your immediate reaction will be" 
You are bound to respond with a request from me to give you f ~ n d s  in order 

to implement it. 
And if 1 give in to your request, I think I will be failing no: only .i/ou, but 

also, myself? because if you are to be a really dynamic association, you must be 



yourself standing firmly on your own feet and not propped up by government. 
So, therefore, I suggest that in order to prove your motives in your 

membership of this Chamber of Commerce are unselfish, why not give concrete 
evidence of this unselfish service in the form of a contribution towards your own 
funds first? 

The perhaps, after you have proved to the government that you have done 
your best to your honest ability, I am sure, government would be much more 
inclined to help you if help is in fact required. 

I think also that in an association such as yours, there must be more give and 
take. 

By this I mean that the more successful of you who are Bumiputra 
businessmen and who have built up viable and financially sound businesses must 
be prepared to sacrifice a little of your time and even a little of your money to 
plough back into this association, experience and guidance to help your 
colleagues who are at the lower rung of the ladder of business success. 

In other words, the leaders of this association must not only attend to their 
own needs in the field of business, but give guidance and leadership to those 
Bumiputra, your members, who are launching out for the first time in the field of 
Commerce. 

In this respect, the Alliance Government has done a lot to fulfil the 
resolutions of the Congress Bumiputra, in helping Bumiputra businessmen. 

I am glad to report to you that MARA is now really producing results. 
The Technical Advisory Service Division of MARA has already helped 

many new Bumiputra businessmen by giving advice and guidance in many fields 
of business, and I hope that many more will take advantage of this service given 
by MARA which is open to all of you to use to the full. 

With regard to the Credit Finance Division of MARA which is giving out 
many hundreds of loans to Bumiputra businessmen, I am happy to say that the 
new systems and the new ideas which are being implemented by MARA in this 
respect are beginning to show success. 

The great secret of MARA or any other government agency giving out a loan 
to help a businessmen either start a new venture or improve an existing business 
venture, is, first and foremost, to ensure that a sound economic appraisal and 
feasibility study is first made of his venture before one cent of loan money is 
approved. 

Therefore, the Loan Division of MARA has been strengthened with 
Economists, Financial Analysts, Civil Engineers, and other specialists who, with 
their professional knowledge take a very hard look at the project for which the 
loan is to be given, and unless and until the business project is brought up to a 
standard which will guarantee success, funds are not given out. 

This means that in cases where loans are approved success is almost 
guaranteed from the very beginning, and as the project develops, there is now 
strict credit control with continual reviews of progress, combined with constant 
supervision, and this policy is now paying dividends, an indication of which is 
that recently more money has been coming back to MARA as interest on 
successful loans, more than has been paid out for other loans. 



I am very happy about this, because it means that now we the Aliimce 
Government have really improved our system of helping Bumiputra both 
financially and technically, and that system is working well. 

I would Iike to say, however, to any of you or any other B~lmiputra 
businessmen who may not be present here to-day, chat if you apply to MARA for 
a loan, and, if per chance, your request is not immediately approved, do not be 
despondent because with the refusal of approval, you will also be given d e t ~ l e d  
reasons as to why it is thought that your scheme of action is not economically 
feasible, and I hope you wit1 be given advice as to how to put up a case For 
economically feasible project. 

This policy you will a11 agree with me, is logical. 
The idea of a loan from MARA is not to give charity, not to give a ioari 

which cannot, and never w311 be repaid: and so get a loanee deeper into debts, 
ending up as a bankmpt. 

Our policy is to build up viable, financially souild businesses run by 
Bumiputra who will eventually become prosperous and not become b 

The only way of applying this policy is to enforce this system of som~~d 
appraisal into every business before the loan agreement is signed. 

Let me be frank with you, 
Bumiputra participation does not mean, as some people think, merely 

obtaining a licence, lending it a name, and then let someone else rxn the 
enterprise, earning a large profit himself for a regular fee paid to the Ilicencee! 

Participation in business must mean one-hundred-percent participatisra, 
both with a contribution of capital md contribution of energy together with an 
active part in the day-to-day mnnhg of the business! 

In the past, there have been too many licences such as mining licences, 
timber licences, taxi licences md, perhaps, licences even for private industries. 
given out in someone's name ;end then the licencee becomes a sleeping partner! 

Then wha"ihappens: 6'Si-tidur dimakan sijaga". 
As your President has already mentioned, I would like to develop his theme 

in the way that I foresee real one-hundred percent Bumiputra paflicipation in 
the commerce and industry of our country. 

The answer lies in joint ventures, not only with the established businesses 
of OUT. country, but also with the many many new types of industy and trade in 
which opportunities are opening up from day-to-day as we progress economically. 

Bumiputra participation does not mean the taking away from existing 
entrepreneurs, their business rights and giving them to new Etrmiputra 
businessmen. No! 

In our present expanding economy, there are ample opportunities far alil, 
and this is the spirit which 1 would like to see permeate the private sector of our 
economy, a spirit of Joint venture, paictrlarly, in ail the new and expanding 
enterprises which are at present being set up in our country. and this expansion 
will increase even more in rhe future. Real co-operation between Chinese, 
Malays, Indians - all of us Malaysians. 

Business is competitive. lit needs hard work and a hard fight to survive, to 
be successful, and to make profit. 



All of you know this; and I am sure, you have discovered it from your own 
experience in business. 

But let us also think for a moment, not entirely of our personal profits; let us 
remember this word "competition"; the words, "hard work" and "hard fight", 
and apply them in the national context. 

As each and every businessmen fights for his place or success within the 
economy of our country, so also, must Malaysia, by a united effort on the part 
of our own businessmen, irrespective of what racial origin we may be, must also 
fight, and work hard, if Malaysia is to take its rightful place within the frame- 
work and mosaic of trade, commerce and industry throughout the world. 

In other words, if Malaysia, our country, is, in fact, to take its proper place 
in the trade of this world, I think, although we must be national in our loyalty, we 
must be international in our thinking! 

National and personal ambitions are essential ingredients and are the motive 
force behind any successful business, but, nevertheless, at the same time, to 
compete with the rest of the world, we must interlace our national loyalty with 
an international liberalism! 

So, therefore, let us not be so nationalistic that we turn away foreign 
investors, foreign capital and foreign skills, all of which can play an integral part 
in our economy and give a tremendous boost to our national programme of 
industrialisation and our programme of obtaining our fair share of international 
trade. 

People talk about joint ventures. I would like to coin a new expression 
"joint-joint-joint venture", of which the three components would be a joint 
venture between the various races of our country in the business field, and if need 
be, the third joint encouragement of outside capital. 

Events in Hongkong, and in other countries where there is strife and 
instability, have made big business investors look for other more stable countries 
in which to invest their capital and modem skills of industrial enterprise. Malaysia 
is attractive to them. 

Let us not, therefore, miss this opportunity when the world has so much faith 
in the stability of Malaysia. 

Let us entice the biggest enterprises of the world to come to our shores and 
set up factories and other trading organisations which in the long run will give 
Malaysia in this international world of trade, an opportunity too provide more 
jobs and pigher standard of living for our people. 

It is my intention, therefore, in collaboration with my Cabinet colleaguies, to 
set up a Commission, the members of which will be drawn both from the private 
sector and one or two from government, to take a hard look at the condjtions 
under which investors both local and foreign have got to comply with, before they 
can set up a new venture in Malaysia. 

Although in the last ten years we have progressed tremendously, we still 
have a lot of old-fashioned rules, regulations and by-laws in Municipalities and in 
States which are a little bit out-dated and are frustrating the would-be business 
investors. 



iI hope that with the co-operation of State governments, which 
constitutionally are largely responsible for the subsidiary legislation regarding the 
issue of licences, the acquisition of sites for factories, for shops and orher 
industries, we will be able, through the work of a fully representative Coanrnissio~~ 
of Enquiry, to shed the frustrating, out-dated, colonial orientated regulations of 
the past, and substitute a strealisled method which will speed up investment both 
Bocd and foreign, in the industry and commerce of our countrgi. 

And, finally, Gentlemen, II riistice on the letter-head of your Dewax, when 
your President wrote to me, &at you have no slogan! 

Allow me to suggest a slogan, which, in fact, is the slogan of the very first 
Chamber of Commerce established in the world in 1912:- 

"A national federation working for good-citizenship, good government 
and good b~siness'~. 

After the opening of ysur Conference by His Highness, II hope that in your 
discussions and deliberations you will think of these three things, good 
citizenship, good government and good business for the benefit not only for 
yourselves, but for Malaysia! 



DRAFT SPEECH TO 
GOVERNMENT OFFICERS IN SABAH 

ON 18TH JULY 1967 

Mr. Chief Minister, Ministers & Gentlemen, 

I am happy to have this opportunity of visiting Sabah once again. Since the first 
national election to the State Assembly, I have wanted to come here but have 

not been able to find the time. I should like to congratulate first, the Chief 
Minister and his colleagues and the Alliance Party of Sabah for having won the 
election and have now formed the first fully elected Government for the State of 
Sabah. Also, I should like to congratulate all of you and the people of Sabah for 
the successful way in which the election was conducted. Considering that it was 
the first election that the people of Sabah have ever had, it was carried out in a 
smooth and orderly manner and I would like to pay particular tribute to the leaders 
of political parties in their exercise, and to you all, including in particular the 
Police, for having supervised the election in such a way as to make it a success 
that it was. 

Now that the election is over, it is the duty of everyone here, not only the 
Government in power, but everyone, members of the public service, including 
Opposition Parties, to work together to administer the State and to give the people 
of Sabah the progress and the happiness that they all deserve. I regret that since 
the election, members of UPKO have been making unnecessary fuss and about 
the conditions as laid down in the Inter-Governmental Committee Report when 
Sabah first joined Malaysia; and are making political issues over these matters 
which have all being agreed to before and which have been embodied in our 
Constitution. I must make it clear that while we practise democracy and we 
cherish the parliamentary democratic system of Government - freedom of speech, 
press and expression - we obviously cannot tolerate any attempt, whether 
intentional or unintentional, to alienate the feelings of the people to the Central 
Government. Afterall, the Central Government is a Central Government for the 
whole of Malaysia and represent the people of Malaysia, whether they come from 
West Malaysia or East Malaysia, whether they are Kadazan, Murut, Iban, Malays, 
Chinese or Indian. This is, of course, not an occasion for me to make a political 
speech because you all are civil servants and the political situation would not 
affect you directly because although politicians may come and go, like myself and 
the Chief Minister, the backbone of the administration is vested in the hmds of 
you all who are the permanent officers of the state. 

However, I must say that Malaysia is a young nation, now entering its 4th 
year and during the three years of its life, we were faced with confrontation by the 
Soekarno Regime of Indonesia and now that confrontation is over, it must be the 
duty of all of us to make Malaysia succeed, to see that our country do forge ahead 
in stability and in progress. It must be the duty of all of us to bring our people of 
various races together and to bring the various parts of our country closer together 



to make the people, wherever they Inay be - whether in the remotest pms of 
North Malaya or East Mdaysia - feel that they belong to one counlry and one 
people and that the security and the sovereignty of our country are safe guarded^ 
The unity, happiness and the progress of our people are matters $which must be 
placed above everything else in the minds of all of us. The people of Sabah have 
joined Malaysia out of their own freewill and it was clear to us, no1 only before 
Malaysia was established, but during the last election, that almost the whole of the 
people of Sabah are khind h?[aIaysia and consider that their future lies with 
Malaysia and that independence t b u g h  Malaysia is the only way in which they 
can meet with their hopes and aspirations, not only for themselves but for their 
children. 1 was clear to them in 1963, as it is now; and It was clear to us and the 
Central Government then, as it is now, that there is no other future for Sabah and 
Sarawak. That is why we in the Cen&al Government have decicted to stand solidly 
behind the people of Sabah. We have done everything possible to defend Sab& 
during the period of confrontation. We have made tremendous sacrifice, We have 
contributed to the development of Sabah during the last 4 years more than we 
pronlised at the establishment of Malaysia. Therefore, it is only fair tkdt we ask 
you people here to be loyal to your own country and not to do mything that wouid 
upset the peace, happiness and unity of our people. 

Although confrontation is over. we are still faced with an Emergency. We 
still have eommmists in our midst who are only waiting for the opportunity to 
caary out acts of violence to overthrow the Government by urtco~stimtionab 
means. Therefore, we cannot allow anyone, whether he be a poli~cian or civil 
servant, or member of public, to do mything that would further the activities of 
the enemies or add to the difficulties that the Gove nt is facing in the defence 
of our country. I feel the time is appropriate for me on behalf of &he Ceniraf 
Government to make this position clear because we have the interests and the 
welfare of the people at heart and we are responsible for the maintenance of law 
and order and peace in our counny. We will not tolerate anyone who acts agains~ 
the true interests of Malaysia and its people. 

As I have said that with the ending of confrontation an$. the completion of 
the first general eI.ection, you dl in Sab& are faced with the task of cawing the 
abiniseation of the State in accordance with our system of Gavement.  The 
elected Government is responsible for fomulating policies but it is the duty of the 
Govern~nent servants to implement those policies faithfully and loyally, "Re 
public service is free from politic& Muence but should be Ioyal to the 
Government of the day. It is your duty as civil semants to express your views to 
your Ministers fairly and frankly and to put facts before them squarely based on 
balanced and unbiased judgment. It is for the politicians to accept or not your 
views. Civil servants are pensionable but politicians are not. They come and go. 
Therefore, under our democratic system of Government we are dependent on the 
civil servants. They must be lively, active, balanced and unbiased and able to 
serve the Government with a spirit of dedication on the one hand and on the other 
have a lively mind. 

We have inherited the virtues of colonial heritage. The civil service is too 
much tied to paper and this attitude of mind must be adjusted in keeping wit11 



modern times if Malaysia is to survive and to succeed in its efforts to effect 
economic progress. As you know, we are a Federal system of Government and it 
is not easy to run this system of Government. In Malaysia today, there is not one 
Government, but there are 14 Governments. It is like an aeroplane with 14 
engines. But if the country is to progress and move forward happily and to 
achieve that measure of peace and stability, then all the 14 engines - all the State 
Governments together with the Federal Government - must work in complete 
harmony and cohesion. Every engine must be perfectly tuned in unison because 
if one engine is out of step with the other, like the aeroplane, the chances are that 
the aeroplane will crash. That is why you can see, I personally and my colleagues 
do make frequent visits to States to adjust the timing and tuning so that the 
machinery of Government runs smoothly. If, therefore, as a nation Malaysia is to 
progress, we must not only streamline the Central Government but to ensure that 
each component part of the federation - each Government - is streamlined to 
tackle the task and problems that face us on the path of progress and be able to 
give our people the best service. 

The ordinary people in the villages do not know which are the 
responsibilities of the Federal Government and that of the State Government. 
They only know one Government and therefore it is necessary that we the Federal 
Government and the State Government must appear to the people as one 
Government working in complete harmony and co-operation for the interests and 
the welfare of the people. We in the Central Government will do everything 
possible to try and improve the efficiency of our public service; to improve the 
co-operation between the State officers and Federal officers. We have held now 
one seminar and I hope to have many more so that the officers in the Central 
Government and those at the receiving end in the States do understand one 
another. It is only through personal contacts and the meeting of minds can they 
work in order to carry out that co-operation and co-ordination which are so 
desirable for the smooth and efficient running of our Government. 

It is also our intention that there should be an exchange of officers. We in the 
Central Government would like to see officers from Sabah working in some of the 
Federal Departments. In the same way, there should be exchange of officers at 
State and district levels so that the officers would gain better experience and in 
this way we will be able to bring our people in the various parts of Malaysia closer 
together. I very much regret to say that there is a feeling in some part of Sabah, 
and this feeling has been engineered by some politicians, against the officers from 
West Malaysia. Officers from West Malaysia come here to serve and to help the 
people of Sabah. They must therefore be regarded as one of your officers. In the 
same way, the people of West Malaysia regard officers and the people of Eastern 
Malaysia as their officers and their own people. It is only by this way can we 
really become a happy nation. That is why we cannot tolerate any attempt to 
alienate the feelings of the people against our officers, wherever he may come, or 
any discriminatory treatment against any officer, whether he be a State or Federal 
officer. 

That is why I ask this opportunity to talk to you frankly on the various 
problems that we have to face and to know your responsibilities as civil servants. 



1 must ask you to give your whole-hemed and undivided loyalty to the 
Government of the day. You may have your own political feelings or learning, but 
you muse not allow your political feelings to influence in your work. as civil 
servants should be free from polities and if any civil servant feels that he has got 
any political leaning, then really his place must be in the political arena and not 
in the public service. 

We are a young Nation, some officers may not be used to the change in their 
status and in their role. It is herefore the duty of the Heads of Departments and 
senior government servants to explain to their subordinates to see that they do 
play their part effectively and will give their loyal and dedicated service to the 
people of Sabah and to Madaysia. 

Vd4: want a loyal and uncomptible civil service and we in the Gen'iraY 
Government have now transfemd the powers of promotion and discipiine &om 
the Public Services Commission to senior civil servmts because %we feel that 
Heads of Departments and senior government officers should have the power of 
supervision over their subordinates, It is only if they have this power can they see 
that their subordinates do their work well and that any improper and corrupt 
practices are reduced to the mjinimum. I do hope it is possible for Sabah to follow 
the same system. We are prepared to trust our senior officers because it is their 
responsibility to get things done and unless they have the power %heir 
subordinates, obviously they c m o t  get their subordinate officers to do their 
work. 

Once again, gentlemen, 1 thank you very much for coming to tnis meeting 
and we trust you will give your whole-hearted co-operation to the State and 
Central Governments and also to give your best and undivided loyal service to the 
people of Sabah and to Malaysia.

Tuan-tuan dan Puan-puan, 

I nilah kali yang pertama saya telah melawat ke Sabah selepas diadakan 
pilihanraya Dewan Undangan Sabah. Saya sangatlah bersukacita dapat peluang 

bercakap kepada tuan-tuan dan puan-puan penduduk negeri Sabah pada petang ini 
dan saya mengambil peluang ini mengucapkan setinggi-tinggi tahniah kepada 
tuan-tuan dan puan-puan di atas kejayaan pilihanraya itu dan tuan-tuan dan puan- 
puan telah menunjukkan bahawa tuan-tuan dan puan-puan rakyat Sabah boleh 
menggunakan kuasa menurut cara demokrasi yang kita amalkan di sini dengan 
baik dan dengan tenteram. Patutlah kita bersama-sama bersyukur dan bermegah- 
megah di atas kejayaan pilihanraya yang pertarna kali diadakan di Sabah ini. 

Sekarang telah dua bulan lamanya semenjak pilihanraya telah tamat dan 
sepatutnya segala percakapan-percakapan dan tuduhan-tuduhan yang berlaku 
pada masa diadakan pilihanraya itu dihentikan dan pihak Kerajaan yang dipilih 
serta rakyat seterusnya termasuklah pihak Pembangkang bersama-sama 
menghadapi tugasnya yang dihadapi oleh tuan-tuan dan puan-puan sekalian iaitu 
mentadbirkan negeri ini dan melaksanakan janji-janji yang dibuat dalam 
pilihanraya itu. Akan tetapi saya berdukacita melihatkan bahawa keadaan siasah 
di Sabah ini tidaklah begitu tenang.

Dalam masa tiga tahun hasil 
yang didapati dari Sabah adalah lebih kurang $208 juta tetapi Kerajaan Pusat telah 
membelanjakan lebih kurang $324 juta. Oleh itu nyatalah bahawa tiap-tiap tahun 
lebih kurang $39 juta Kerajaan Pusat terpaksa mengeluarkan wang untuk 
perbelanjaan di negeri Sabah dan lagi dalam lapangan kemajuan di negeri Sabah 
ini perbelanjaan hitung panjang tiap-tiap seorang di Malaysia Barat ialah $661- 
akan tetapi di Sabah ialah $951-. Sungguhpun Kerajaan Pusat menghadapi 
kesukaran-kesukaran tetapi Kerajaan Pusat dengan suka hati dan sedaya upaya 
telah memberi bantuan kepada Sabah. Kerajaan f i sa t  sedang menghadapi 
kekurangan wang akan tetapi dengan seberapa boleh hendak menunaikan 
tanggungjawabnya untuk menolong rakyat Sabah. Saya percaya tuan-tuan dan 
puan-puan tentu faham bahawa keterangan-keterangan yang saya beri itu telah 
menunjukkan yang Kerajaan Pusat mempunyai keazaman yang penuh untuk 



bersaa-sama menolong rakyat Sabah supaya bersama-sama maju dengan sakyat 
daerah lain di Malaysia ini. 

Dan lagi nyatalah bahawa Ke-rajaan Pusat telah membeianjakan tn.wang tmtuk 
kemajuan Sabah lebih daripada yang telah ddijnjikan pada masa Szbah masuk 
Malaysia. Bagi Rancangan Malaysia Ymg Bertama anggaran perbelanjaan bagj 
kernajuan Sabah ini adalah $335 juta. Daripada pemntukm ini Kerajaan Pusat 
akan rnernberi bantuan sebanjiak $313 juta.

menggalakkan 'opposition' dan pembangkang yang taat setia dan 
bertanggungjawab tetapi Kerajaan tidak akan segan-segan dan tidak akan 
'tolerate' lagi terhadap perbuatan-perbuatan sama ada secara langsung atau tidak 
langsung, tetapi saya tahu nampaknya perbuatan-perbuatan ini adalah secara 
langsung; memang di rancangkan untuk 'memindahkan' atau 'memisahkan' taat 
setia dan sangka baik rakyat kepada Kerajaan Pusat dan menghasut supaya 
mereka benci kepada Kerajaan Pusat. Perbuatan ini adalah salah, dan Kerajaan 
akan mengambil perhatian yang berat dan tindakan terhadap sesiapa dan mana- 
mana golongan pun yang berbuat demikian. 

UPKO telah menuduh yang Kerajaan Pusat kononnya telah tidak 
melaksanakan dengan adil dan sebenar-benamya "20 perkara" dan jaminan- 
jaminan kemasukan Sabah dalarn Malaysia dan yang Kerajaan Pusat telah 
memesongkan Perjanjian Antara Kerajaan atau 'Inter-Governmental Committee 
Report'. Tetapi ini adalah tidak benar, kerana Kerajaan Pusat telah menjalankan 
Perjanjian itu seperti yang dikehendaki oleh semangat perjanjian itu. Perbuatan 
UPKO menuduh Kerajaan Pusat ialah kerana semata-semata hendak mencari 
faedah politik tetapi jika ini tidak diperhatikan, perkara ini boleh menimbulkan 
satu suasana yang mungkin boleh merosakkan negeri Sabah sendiri. Tetapi saya 
percaya perbuatan-perbuatan setengah-setengah pemimpn UPKO ini tidak akan 
berjaya kerana rakyat Sabah yang taat setia adalah praktikal, mereka sedar yang 
nasib mereka adalah bergantung sama dengan kaum-kaum lain dan negeri-negeri 
lain dalam Malaysia yang berrnutu dan kuat. 

Kerajaan Pusat adalah Kerajaan bagi semua rakyat Malaysia tidak kira 
bangsa, agama, dan dari mana mereka datang dan berada. Kerajaan Pusat adalah 
Kerajaan kita semua. Tidak dipunyai oleh orang Malaya, atau orang Sarawak, 
atau orang Penang, tetapi dipunyai oleh semua rakyat yang berbilang bangsa dan 
agama dari Perlis hinggalah ke Sabah. Kecaman-kecaman UPKO ini, saya tidak 
pandang berat sangat, kalau hanya mereka mengecam Kerajaan secara adil dan 
jujur - tetapi mereka ini sedang berusaha untuk seperti saya kata tadi, 
memisahkan taat setia rakyat kepada Kerajaan yang ada pada hari ini dan 
menghasut rakyat supaya bencikan Pegawai-pegawai Kerajaan Pusat, kuasa- 
kuasa Kerajaan Pusat dan Kerajaan Negeri Sabah. Dan ini adalah satu perbuatan 
yang tidak baik apa lagi perbuatan ini timbul bukan kerana UPKO tidak percaya 
apa yang dibuatnya dan dilaungnya, tetapi semata-mata kerana merajuk, marah 
kerana kalah pilihanraya dan kerana sebab-sebab ini mereka sanggup melakukan 
perbuatan-perbuatan yang dulunya mereka sendiri mengagong-agongkan, 
mempertahankan dan sanjung tinggi sebagai perkara yang bijak dan bagus bagi 
Sabah.

Soal hak Sabah diambit atau sedang dihilangkm tidak timbul kerana WPM0 
tldak boleh memberi dalil-dalil yang Kerajaan Pusat telah berbuat demikian dan 
juga Kerajaan sendiri bezlpuas bati dengan pelaksanaan Perlembagaan d m  yang 
hak-hak Sabah dihomati oleh Rerajaan Pusat. Kalau perkara ini bet124 terjadi 
sepert? yang dituduh oleb UPKB dan Dato' Donald Stephens  it^, maka saya t&u, 
orang yang pertarna sekali yang akan menyuar&an d m  membela h&-h& Sabah 
ialah Ketua Menteri Sabah, 'Fun Mustapha dan Dato' Rkoo. dan Basti Perikatan 
Sabah.

UPKCI sekarang sedelang menyalahgunakm kebebasan yang dibenkari 
kepada mereka d m  saya besharap orang-orang yang bijak dalam UPKO. pihak 
yang moderat dapat naengingatlcrn tentang tidak bijaknya perbuatm-perbuztan 



setengah-setengah pemimpin UPKO itu. Saya dapati dalam UPKO ini ada dua 
golongan: satu mereka yang moderat dan praktikal, dan satu golongan lagi yang 
telah dikuasai bukan lagi oleh logik, oleh kenyataan politik tetapi oleh perasaan 
dan hati. Mereka ini 'extremist' dan 'ultras'. Kata orang-orang Melayu 
menurutkan hati mati; menurut perasaan binasa, dan saya menyeru kepada orang- 
orang dan pemimpin-peminpin UPKO yang moderat supaya mengkaji perbuatan- 
perbuatan dan dasar UPKO pada hari ini kerana ini akan merugikan bukan sahaja 
UPKO tetapi juga negara dan perbuatan ini hendaklah diberhentikan atau dibuat 
dengan lebih berperasaan tanggungjawab dan menghormati kepada kenyataan 
dan kebenaran. 

Tetapi kecaman-kecaman UPKO dan perkara-perkara atau isu-isu yang 
ditimbulkan oleh UPKO adalah perkara yang sudah selesai atau 'settled issue' 
dan sengaja dibesar-besarkan. 

Kerajaan Pusat akan bersama-sama dengan rakyat dan Kerajaan Perikatan 
Sabah suka bersama, menangis dan menderita bersama, dan jika tenggelam 
biarlah kita tenggelam sama-sama, juga, tetapi kita pasti tidak tenggelam jika kita 
sama-sama bekerja dengan taat setia dan jujur serta ikhlas dan rakyat Sabah 
menyokong menegakkan Kerajaan Perikatan yang ada sekarang ini - Tuan-tuan 
tidak ada 'alternative' - lagi kerana itu baiklah sokong Kerajaan ini sepenuh- 
penuhnya.

Janganlah bermain apa nanti di 
tangan. 

Dalam negara demokrasi seperti negara kita ini, pembangkang pun ada 
perasaannya dalam pembangunan negara dan usaha-usaha kita hendak 
melahirkan sebuah bangsa yang mempunyai satu taat setia saja, taat kepada 
negara ini. Peranan sebuah parti pembangkang itu ialah mengecam secara adil, 
konstruktif, bukan hanya membangkang kerana sedap membangkang saja. Inilah 
apa yang dibuat dan sedang dibuat oleh UPKO hari ini dan tuan-tuan dan puan- 
puan ahli-ahli Perikatan mesti tentang ini dan menasihat rakyat jangan ambil 
indah sangat apa yang dicakapkan mereka. Dan tuan-tuan dan puan-puan 
penyokong-penyokong Kerajaan Perikatan sentiasalah cuba menolong rakyat dan 
memberi teladan yang baik. Dengan cara ini parti-parti pembangkang tidak akan 
berjaya seperti di Malaysia Barat.

Dalam tahun 1963-65 sahaja, Kerajaan Pusat telah belanjakan $190 million 
untuk kemajuan negeri Sabah dan memperbaiki taraf ekonomi rakyatnya. 
Perbelanjaan untuk pelajaran di Sabah dua kali ganda banyaknya; dan tanaman 3 
kali banyaknya daripada masa British dahulu. Kita akan terus menolong Sabah 
dalam segala bidang kehidupan. 

Kerajaan Pusat bercadang hendak membuka Lembah Labuk untuk dijadikan 
tanah padi, kebun koko dan kelapa sawit. Kerajaan Pusat sedang menanti kajian 
dan fikiran Kerajaan Sabah sahaja lagi. Banyak rakyat yang akan mendapat 
faedah dari rancangan ini, terutama sekali rakyat bumiputera. 

Cita-cita Kerajaan Pusat dan Kerajaan Sabah ialah hendak menolong rakyat 
bumiputera supaya keadaan mereka boleh diperbaiki lagi dalam semua lapangan 
hidup.

Sabah dan kita tidak kira atau masukkan perbelanjaan-perbelanjaan pertahanan. 
Ini jelas menunjukkan usaha-usaha Kerajaan Pusat hendak menolong Sabah maju 
supaya negara kita Malaysia pun turut maju dan makmur. Belanja untuk 
pembangunan di Sabah adalah yang paling tertinggi sekali di Malaysia pada 
pukul rata, atau pada tiap-tiap seorang $6901-, di Malaysia Barat hanya $4501- 
seorang. Ini adalah perbelanjaan pembangunan tiap-tiap seorang dalam masa 
1966-1970 di bawah Rancangan Malaysia Yang Pertama. Ini menunjukkan yang 
Kerajaan Pusat jujur dan sedar yang Sabah memerlukan pembangunan yang 
pesat. Inilah bukti yang Kerajaan Pusat hendak mengisi kemerdekaan bagi fa~edah 
rakyat Sabah. 



SPEECH BY Y.A.B. DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
IN HONOURING THE SPORTSMAN AND SPORTSWOMAN 

OF THE YEAR AT M.A.H,A 
ON 22ND JULY 1967 

'Sportsman of the year and Spnrts~vaman of the yeas', Cabinet Colleagues, 
Ladies & Gentlemen, 

F irstly, I should like all of you to join me in congratulating Mr . . . . . . . . . . . . . . as 
'Sportsman' of the year, md Miss . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . as %portswomm7 of the year. 

W e n  I presented the awards a few moments ago, I did so with both pleastrre 
and envy. 

Pleasure because this is a great occasion to-night, the first time in Malaysia 
that we have recognised both a 3poPtsmman' and a 5portswomanV of the yea. 

Pleasure also because to-night here we have a truly national gathering of all 
sportsman of our country, and I feel deep within my heart that not only is our 
country Malaysia becoming increasingly spssts-consciclus, but also we are taking 
steps towards putting Malaysia on the 'Sporting Map9 sf the world! This gives me 
pleasure! 

Thai  makes me envious is that these two to-night, our "era' and our 
'heroine', in addition to the award f had the honour to present, will also be given 
the opportunity of going overseas to a place, chosen by their respective 
associations, to learn and practise even more, the sport in which they have 
already admirably excelled themseTves! 

I am envious because not only am I too old now to pasticipate in sports iuid 
come up to their standard, and even if I had been able to win this award, being 
married as I am, my wife would never let me go overseas alone to sport myself! 

So, therefore, 1 myself and those of us sitting at this top table have got to be 
resigned to the fact that we can never win this award. 

Our days of youth have gone, our days of active athletics are finished, and 
we are now in the same category as my colleague, the Minister of Youth, Culture 
and Sports, we have to forget out. youth and resign ourselves Like Encik Senu, to 
Golf and "ndoor games! ' 

%%%en we talk about Sports and Spofismmsbip I find it is a very difficult 
subject to define. 

My colleague, the Minister of Finance, when he goes outin the jungle with 
a rifle to murder a tiger, he calls it 'Sport'. but if per chance be does not shoot the 
tiger, and the tiger turns on him, he says it Is not 'sporting', beit 'ferocious! 

How then do you define ' Sports9'? 
And, now for a moment I would like to talk not as Deputy Prime Minister, 

but as Chaiman of the Olympic C o u ~ ~ ~ i l .  
In many countries, there are "porting Customs', and as Chaiman sf  several 

athletic associations in Malaysia, 1 would like to appeal to the hlkister of 



Finance, and say that our 'Customs' in this country are not always sporting! 
You will be suprised where I got this information from! 
When I was talking to the Chairman of the National Sports Foundation, 

Dato' Harun, and the Captain of a visiting Vietnam Football Team, I was informed 
that some of our 'Customs' were not 'sporting', particularly, those at Subang 
Airport! 

My Cabinet Colleague, Che Senu, in his speech, mentioned that the 
'suspense' in waiting for the announcement of the awards, was like a James Bond 
film. 

James Bond films are very popular, and Finance Ministers could be equally 
as popular; in fact, any Finance Minister could be given an award of the greatest 
'Sporting man' of the year, if he is prepared to forget Sports equipment in his 
Budget Speech, and allow all sports equipment to be given free of tax, out of 
'bond'! 

What I would particularly like about to-night is not only have we recognised 
the 'Sportsman' and Sportswoman' of the year, but we have also recognised the 
individual champions of each section of Sport within our country, those who 
before my speech this evening, received a 'Medallion' in recognition as being the 
outstanding representative of each individual sport. , 

I would like to suggest, however, that in future years, there should be a third 
major award in addition to the 'sportsman' and 'sports-woman' of the year, and 
award to the person who has put the most effort into the game. He may not be a 
winner! He may not be a champion! He may not even be a competitor! 

I would like this award be given in the spirit of a poem I remember from my 
school-days:-

I am extremely pleased now-a-days to see that Sports in Malaysia is really 
gaining impetus, and I believe that each and every aspect of sports has a very 
definite place in the mosaic of our Nation. By encouraging Sports, and it is the 
declared policy of the Alliance Government to encourage Sports, we are helping, 
not only to build up our nation's Youth to be good sportsmen, and better 
Malaysians, but we are also, in the field of sport, helping to achieve the main task 
that lies before us, the task of building a harmonious, unified, Nation. 

Looking around to-night I am particularly pleased to see the seating 
arrangement at this Dinner. 

You are all grouped to-night by Sports, irrespective of race or place, 
irrespective of age or sex. In fact, to-night this gathering is truly representative of 
what the Malaysia of the present and the future must be -A Nation of Malaysian 
people living together, working together and playing together, in complete unity 
and harmony! 

Here to-night, we gather together all, Malaysians talking the common

Athletes will all be able to come to a common centre, a common focal point and 
play their individual games and meet md mix wlth each other, get ro h o w  each 
other, be friendly with each other md understand each other.

Some States have already set up Shdiums, md f would fike to see these 
Stadiums full of people practising their various games every day, so that these 
Stadiums do not remain a holocaust, awaitirtg the arrival of some Champion tern 
to play some big game and then remain empty fcr several months until the next 
visiting team arrives. 

m a t  I would like to see that Phese Stadium are put to full use and Wmed 
into active Sports Centres for our Youth, so that our young people will be attracted 
everyday lo come and practise, be taught, and be trained, so that thuoughout the 
width and breadth of our country, every single youth who takes pare in Sport has 
an equal chance to win the awwd of the 'S~portsrnarr or Spoortswoman' of the year 
which I presented to-night. 

And, finally. Ladies and Gentlemen, I smoke my own particulak. brand of 
cigarette, dortunately, I do not smoke Rothmans!, but nevertheless, 1 would like 
to pay a tribute to Rothmans to-nl@t for the effort, and emrgy that they have put 
in to form a Sports Foundation, and 1 think that they have been unselfish becmse 
in fact the true sporting man. under strict training should not smoke, a ~ d  
 eref fore, Rothmans contribuliorn to spoas cannot be viewed as a selfish intention 
of incnasing their sales of tobacco! 

I hope that many other commercial organisations in the private sector will 
join together with Government md give as large contribution as they can. in cash 
or in kind. towards this Sports Fo~mdation so that we can build up a really viable 
National Sports Fund. 

1 should like to thank all of you who have taken the trouble, time and energy 
to organise this excellent evening, and finally, Let me give a message to every 
single spoPtEng youth in our counwy. -My message is this:-

TMr* Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen, 

!though H work from daj-to-day with my Cabinet Colleague Tun Tar, Siew As in, 4 have never really known what his real opinion of me in fact is, bur he 
has to-bay raised my hopes in so much that he has asked me to come and address 
this meeting of Operation "'Good Citizenship7'. He must, therefore, be of Lhe 
opinion that I am in fact a good citizen; otherwise, he would not have invited me 
to address you, but chosen sornesne else. 1 thank you Sir for the compliment! 

I arn greatly honoured to be with you here to-day. and to be asked to launch 
this Owration "'Good Citizen9'. 

As we all know that on 3 1st of August next month, we celebrate nor only aur 
Merdeka Day, but also, ten years of Independence, ten years of progress, 

ten years of prosperity, and tsn yeas  further forward in the task of nation- 
building! 

We car, look back on those ten years with pride, and we can also iook 
forward to the next ten yeas  with hope, bur let us examine for a moment what is 
now necessary In our country if our hopes for the next ten years are to be fulfilled. 

Bt was the declared policy of the Alliance Government, when we attained 
Independence, to set about with vigour and determination on the task of 
developing our corjntry, the task of building a sound economic infra-simctrrre 
with all the essentials for future growth and prosperity by building better schools 
with "otter educational systems; by building better hospitals md clinics with a 
more eficient health service: by building better roads and opening up I I ~ W  lmd 
for greater output md greater prosperity; and also implementing marly tl~ousands 
of other projects, too numerous to mention, but. nevertheless, essenriaI to enable 
Malaysia to prosper. All this we have done!

irresponsible and undemocratic methods, and Communist tactics, can lower our 
standing and our status, can lower our standing and our reputation throughout the 
world, and turn away from Malaysia the fine prospect of prosperity which already 
lies so clearly ahead of us! 

This irresponsible minority who are definitely disloyal to Malaysia also 
provide a fertile area within our shores on which the seeds of subversion can 
thrive and thus threaten our sovereignty and our security which we have been at 
pains for the last ten years to make absolutely safe from both internal and external 
aggression. 

Independence means liberty, and there is an abundance of liberty both in our 
Constitution and in our country, but these minorities of unruly people do not 
understand the meaning of liberty; "Liberty is the right to do what the laws 
allows: and if a citizen can do what the laws forbids, then there will be no longer 
liberty because all others will have the same powers to break the laws; in other 
words, free will is not the liberty to do whatever one likes, but the power of choice 
to do what is right and what ought to be done for the benefit of our nation". 

When we talk about good citizenship and when we mention this word, it 
does not imply in any way that we are in any way disputing the loyalty of our 
people, the loyalty of Chinese, Malay and Indians who are true Malaysians, and 
this has already been proved; proved during the twelve years of Emergency and 
during the toil and turmoil of confrontation and in all other aspects in our day-to- 
day life; this loyalty of our people has been proved in words, deeds and action! 

You know that in addition to my portfolio as Deputy Prime Minister, 
Minister for Defence and Minister of Development, I have also taken the Portfolio 
as Minister of Home Affairs. 

We have a large bill to pay for Internal Security to secure our national 
sovereignty and to secure our development! 

We have made progress over the last ten years, but the greatest investment 
in Internal Security is not so much of having more policemen, more weapons and 
a large Special Branch, the main weapon against subversion and against 
Communist domination is the human weapon of public opinion expressed 
firmly by true and loyal citizens, expressed by a majority of people who know 
what is right, and stick to what is right and are not influenced by irresponsible 
people. 

Now, Ladies and Gentlemen, in launching an "Operation such as this, first 
and foremost, we must be absolutely clear in our own minds as to what we believe 
a really good citizen stands for, and what in fact has he to put into practice in his 
day-to-day life. 

What in fact is the motivation behind each and everyone's individual life 
here in Malaysia? 

Apart from the obvious motives of keeping ourselves alive, providing for 
ourselves and our children and our grand-children, and trying to be successful in 
our own particular walk of life, there must be deeper motives, and higher 
principles if we, as citizens of Malaysia, are going to forge ahead and make 
Malaysia, the Malaysia of the future, into a really prosperous nation! 



As I see it, the basic essential is first on the part of all of us to acquire a spirit 
of dedication, to the principles for which our country stands; dedieatign to the 
democratic way of life which we practice, and dedication to the development sf 
our country, 

The second essential is to have both the determinatio~ and courage to 
stand by everything we know to be right for the benefit of our country; in sther 
words, the courage to choose what we know in our hearts is right and to stand-by 
it through thick and thin, and in no way allow ourselves to be kduenced by 
irresponsible subversive elements. 

The third essential of a good citizen is to be honest not only with himself, 
"out in all his dealings with his fellow-citizens, because the onfy substitute for 
honesty is comption. 

Nations have fallen apart and disintegrated in which honest policies did not 
sxist and cormption took the place of honesty. 

By corruption, ]I do not only mean comption in the practice of govement. 
After all, it is a compt public who are really responsible for the comption sf  
potentially dishonest government servants, and unless we build up sa clean md 
pure public consisting of really honest citizens, then there will always be the 
danger of the nation becoming corrupt as a whole. 

Therefore, it is the duty of every good citizen to practice honesty in his 
daily life, and so acquire the quality of integrity, and then we will have built up a 
nation which can add to its other many good qualities - the quality of nationai 
integrity ! 

The next essential which is of vital importance to us in Malaysia, and this is 
perhaps the most important quality required to be practised by our present-day 
citizens - the quality of folermce, the ability for each and every one sf us, 
irrespective of our racial origin to live in harmony each with one mother - 
because without harmony there will be no rcmity, without unity there will be no 
progress, and without progress there will be no prosperity! 

Let us determine, therefore, to be good and tolerant citizens, and achieve this 
hannany and unity which deep in our hems we all so ardently desire, 

These essentials, in my opinion, are the main guide-lhes by whch we ear, 
build up really goad Malaysian Citizens, irrespective of what racial origin -they 
may be, and I sincerely hope that the National Committee which you are 'so set up 
to run this Operation will be able to spell out and in more detail, ways and rnems 
s f  both propagating and practising these principles. 

I hope also that this Committee will lay emphasis on a subject very near my 
hear%. 

As I have said so many times before, our AlIimce Policy is not ever to 
accentuate differences of racial origins of our people, but to accentuate and focus 
on our similarities so that we can work, live and strive together as one unified 
people, the people of Malaysia. 

H would go further than this and say that it is now om duty not only to 
accentuate our existing sirnilahities, but to develop from day-to-day new 
similarities which wilf. make us more and more Malaysim - mhded in order to 
live together in closer contact with each other with greater h m o n y  and 



understanding, so that in time to come we will all become meaningful Malaysian 
Citizens. 

Lastly, Ladies and Gentlemen, true citizenship must come from within, 
from the motivation of our own hearts! 

Tun Tan Siew Sin mentioned the National Flag and the national Anthem. 
Let us go back in history to the origin of flags. 
Hundred of years ago, the "Flag" or "Standard" was the rallying point in the 

battle-field for soldiers to rally, unite, and fight! 
Our National Flag is our rallying point for unity, not to fight wars, and not 

to be aggressive in battle; but it is the rallying point to fight for unity, for harmony, 
for development, and to win the battle of progress and prosperity, united together 
with one aim and one purpose - the purpose of making a better Malaysia! 

And the National Anthem, like our Flag, is a similar symbol of unity, the 
only difference being it is in words and music, but it is nevertheless symbolic of 
our unity. 

Let us respect both our flag and our anthem and always remember the 
National significance of both! 

Let us hope, therefore, that this Operation "Good Citizen" will set us 
thinking, and when every citizen stands before our Flag or before our National 
Anthem, he will be able to say, "Malaysia first and self second; Malaysia is part 
of me because I am part of Malaysia".

Satu lagi sifat yang maha penting bagi kita di Malaysia, oleh kerana kita 
adalah terdiri daripada berbagai-bagai bangsa, agama dan kebudayaan, yang 
mesti dipunyai oleh rakyatnya ialah perasaan muhibbah, toleran dan saling 
horrnat menghormati dan menjaga keharmonian di antara rakyat yang berbilang 
keturunan itu. Ini adalah mustahak kerana dengan tiada perpaduan antara bangsa, 
kita tidak akan mencapai kemajuan dan tanpa kemajuan kita tidak akan mencapai 
dan menikmati kemakrnuran. Berdasar kepada ini, marilah kita bersama-sama 
berazam menjadi orang-orang yang toleran, juara keharmonian dan perpaduan 
antara bangsa di negara kita ini. 

Pada pandangan saya, syarat-syarat yang saya sebutkan di atas tadi yakni 
ketekunan atau 'dedication', berani dan kuat berazam, amanah dan toleran - 
adalah sifat-sifat yang penting yang mesti dipunyai oleh rakyat Malaysia yang 
berbilang bangsa, jika kita benar-benar hendak melahirkan rakyat yang taat setia 
dan baik. Saya dengan ikhlasnya berharap Jawatankuasa Gerakan Rakyat Setia 
Peringkat Kebangsaan yang akan menganjurkan Gerakan ini, akan 
membincangkan dengan telitinya cara-cara yang baik supaya sifat-sifat yang baik 
itu dapat disemaikan ke dalam jiwa semua rakyat Malaysia. Saya juga berharap 
yang Jawatankuasa ini akan memberi perhatian yang wajar kepada Dasar 
Perikatan, yang saya tidak bosan-bosan mengulanginya dalam percakapan saya, 
yang kita hendaklah sentiasa bercakap apa yang menyatukan atau persamaan- 
persarnaan yang ada pada kaum-kaum di negeri ini, bukannya bercakap dan 
membesar-besarkan perkara-perkara yang memecah belahkan kita. Kalau ini 
ditumpukan, nescaya kita akan dapat bekerja dengan lebih berkesan dalam usaha 
kita hendak melahirkan sebenar-benarnya satu rupa bangsa Malaysia yang kuat 
dan bersatu padu. Saya suka melihat 'contact-contact' atau perhubungan dan 
persahabatan antara kaum-kaum digalakkan, kerana hanya dengan cara ini saja 
kita dapat memperkuatkan lagi perpaduan dan persefahaman yang sudah ada pada 
hari ini dan lama kelamaan sudah tentu kita semua akan menjadi orang Malaysia 
yang sangat berguna.

P arti Perikatan sekarang sedang menghadapi 2 Pilihanraya Kecil Parlimen - 
kedua-duanya di Pantai Timur - Kawasan Pasir Mas Hulu di Kelantan dan 

Raub di Pahang. 
Di Raub, Perikatan yakin akan menang dengan senang sahaja dan Perikatan 

bercadang hendak meletakkan seorang calun yang terpelajar dan mempunyai 
pengalaman yang luas dalam Kerajaan dan ini adalah kerana Parti Perikatan 
hendak menggalakkan pemuda-pemuda yang berkelayakan untuk menjadi 
pemimpin-pemimpin dan juga untuk mewakili kita dalam perjuangan politik yang 
lebih matang lagi supaya Parti Perikatan dapat memainkan peranan dan 
memimpin rakyat dan negara ini sesuai dengan tuntutan masa dan kenyataan 
politik hari ini. 

Di Pasir Mas Hulu harapan kita sangat baik sungguh pun kawasan ini adalah 
kubu kuat bagi Parti PAS dalam tahun 1959 dan 1964. Tetapi pengaruh PAS telah 
turun dan lemah semenjak tahun 1959. Dalarn tahun 1959 PAS menang dengan 
majority lebih kurang 6,000 undi tetapi pada tahun 1964 majority itu telah jatuh 
kepada 4,000 undi sahaja, dan kita berharap dan yakin dengan kerjasama dan 
tabah hati ahli-ahli UMNO dan Perikatan di Pasir Mas Hulu. Kita akan 
memenangi Pilihanraya ini kerana semenjak tahun 1964 hampir 3,000 orang 
pengundi-pengundi baru telah didaftarkan dan kebanyakan mereka ini adalah 
orang-orang baru dan lebih dewasa dalam politik dan kita yakin mereka ini akan 
mengundi Parti Perikatan.

Malaysia together with Thailand and the Philippines had established PaSA 
in order to forge joint economic, social and cultural endeavours for the promotion 
of peace and stability, prosperity and progress in this part of the world. The 
progress of ASA in the past several years had been signibicmt despite the 
intemption by Confrontation for about 3 years. 

Malaysia also participated in other regional bodies such as the Colombo 
Plan and the ECAFE which has contributed to a considerable extent to the 
National Development Programme of the country.

Whatever differences each country may 
have on any specific issue, it would be useful if there is a channel by which these 
differences could be expressed without fear or favour. It would go a long way in 
resolving most of the complexity of problems affecting the world today. 

As regards the new organisation that is proposed to include Indonesia, 
Singapore, Malaysia, Thailand and the Philippines, Malaysia supports it whole- 
heartedly and hopes to participate in it actively consistent with our expressed 
views, always desirous to co-operate and live in harmony and friendship with all 
countries, especially with our closest neighbours - Thailand, Singapore and 
Indonesia. A meeting will be held in Bangkok in early August. I will represent 
Malaysia. In this first meeting, the new organisation will be launched and it is 
envisaged that its programme will be more down to earth and in concrete terms to 
promote social and economic progress of all member countries. This new 
organisation will parallel closely with ASA and it is conceivable that ASA may 
have to be merged or substituted for this wider body.

""A AGRICULTURAL REl~OLUTION9' 
WHEN OPENING THE BATU PAHAT BRIDGE 

IN JOHORE ON 28TH JULY 1967 

T he State of Johore and the nation are somewhat unique in the developing 
world - we have vast areas of Band suitable for agricultural development - 

Land which stlbstantialy exceeds the m a  now under agricultural production. 
This is fortunate, indeed, because about six million acres wilt be nmceded 

and needed well before the end of the century. 
Labour force in West Malaysia will grow from 2.7 million last year to more 

that 4.6 million in 1985. 
Although we will push hard on industrial development, agricultural 

development must also expand to provide for all the new jobs we will require in 
the next twenty years. A minimum of 600,000 new jobs must be created IE 

agriculture by 1985, 500,000 in manufacturing industry and some 9W,000 in the 
sewices sector. 

ab do  is will require the most dramatic ;and development effort in our 
history - a revolution in which the Federal and State Governments and the 
private sector must all participate to the very limit of their capacity. 

This is no little problem - no small challenge of just finding a few hundred 
thousand acres more for this particular goverment programme or t h a ~  It invoives 
a bold effort to abolish Imd scarcity in rwo short decades by a poPky which 
liberates every creative force in our society (private and public) and mould 
them into a more gigantic and dynamic national effort. 

Unfortunately we must randertk this task agzinst a ba~kground of a very 
limited rate of land alienation for agslcult~ral development in the pass. We must 
catch up quickly 

During the 1961-1965 period, the FLDA developed about 337,000 acres 
settled more than 60,000 families. Through the various state progrmmes, about 
220,WO acres were planted, benefi"eting approximately 50,008 families. But 
during this period vimally no land was developed by the estate or private sector. 

Although the achievements were impressive, m w h  remains to be done to 
meet the rising expectations of our people. Our immediate problem zs two-fold; 

i) To speed up the laggirlg i d  development effort in the three remaining 
years of the First Malaysia Plan and 

ii) To hay the ground work for the development of one mililon and a half 
acres in the Second 8falaysia Plan. And a41 this in West Malaysia alone. 

As of today, 1 am giving the fo!fowing insimctions to tackle these rask: 
a) A small Task Force tzf Federal Officials shall go out to the major 

landed States next month to: discuss their immediate plans dkrr land 
development; map ~ u t  a balaraced programme ~ Q F  private secter 



participation in that development; and consult with State Governments 
as to how the Federal Government can most effectively assist them in 
their efforts: I want to know what is required to get off to a good start 
right now and what this means in terms of the 1968 Development 
Programme. 

b) This Task Force will also discuss with State authorities a plan for 
careful study of some one million to one million five hundred thousand 
acres of virgin and potentially rich areas which are to be developed in 
the Second Malaysia Plan. If we start our planning work today, we can 
carry out feasibility studies and prepare master plans for many Jengka- 
type of land development projects by the middle of 1970 and get on 
with actual development thereafter. 

We hope to undertake these specialised studies largely with grant assistance 
from friendly nations. If we cannot obtain grants, we will borrow, and should that 
be insufficient, we will then use our own funds. I can think of no better use of 
money - of a no more dramatic programme for this nation's welfare. 

If this programme can successfully be implemented by the year 1985, every 
worker who wants a job will have one and even the poorest of our families can 
look forward to at least a doubling of their income. This "Agricultural 
Revolution" in land development will trigger off an era of greater economic 
growth and prosperity for Malaysia and all Malaysians.

I t is nrot my intention to go into details of the cost md constmction of this bridge 
because my @abinet Colleague Tun S a m b a a n  has alrea&j mentioned this in 

his speech, However, it always gives me great pleasure as a =ember of the 
Alliance Govemmenr to be called upon to open a new bridge, because the basic 
policy and philosophy of the Alliance Government is tied very closely to bridges.

In fact, it may be said that the back-bone of the development of any country 
really lies on a sound, basic network of roads and bridges; roads which give 
access to be main industrial centres of our country and feeder-roads which give 
access to the agricultural areas of our country, so that we can develop our natural 
resources to the full. 

A lot has been done towards achieving this in the iast ten years since we 
became independent, and many thousands of miles of roads have been built - the 
feeder roads which are essential for the opening up of new land and federal roads 
which are essential to carry the main traffic for trade, commerce and industry of 
our country. 

I cannot quote to you the increase in mileage of federal roads because by the 
improvement to our main federal highways Route 1, Route 2 and Route 3; as 
these main roads have been developed, their length of mileage has not been 
increased, but has been shortened by cutting comers, with new deviations and 
new by-passes! 

Any road system in a developing country like ours is really like the blood- 
stream of the human-body; the more accessible and easy it is to reach the natural 
resources of our country, the potential land development areas, the potential 
timber areas and the potential mining areas - the quicker, cheaper and more easily 
will we be able to develop our country to its fullest potential! 

With this in view, therefore, my Government has set up a Malaysia 
Transport Survey - an overall survey which will include both the Borneo States 
of Sabah and Sarawak, and the results of this survey will eventually become the 
blue-print and guide-line of further communication and road development 
within our country. 

Such a survey will also include recommendations for the correct place and 
the correct positioning of any new ports which are necessary. 

A lot of people are talking about the possibility of a new port on the East 
Coast of Western Malaysia; some say that it must be in Kuantan, some say it must 
be in Kuala Terengganu, and some say, it must be in Kota Bahru, some even say 
it must be in Johore Bahru or Malacca; but one does not make a port by putting 
one's finger on the map and saying that it will be here or it will be there! 

Development, nowadays is a very sophisticated matter, and good 
development is the result of sound thinking and sound planning, so that we can 
get the maximum value in the future from the expenditure of the tax-payer's 
money which we use for development. 

So, therefore, no one can say where this new port will be until the 
completion of the detailed survey, and that survey will include taking into 
consideration the main areas of future production of oil palm, timber and 
minerals, and then any new port will be so situated as to serve the maximum 
necessities for exporting our natural resources, and importing those things which 
are further necessary for our future development. 

The West Coast of Western Malaysia is now well served by good road and 
rail communications. There is as yet, however, no major road link between the 
East Coast and the West Coast. 

It is, therefore, the intention of my Government to press ahead with the 



consmction of a East-West highway which wllI bring life and communication to 
the main East Coast States of Kelmtan, Terengganu and Pahang. 

It was originally visualised that such an East-West highway wouid mn on a 
direct line from Sungei Siput oil the West to Kuala Brmg on the East. 

But, on detailed examination we changed our mind, because good road 
development planning is not, just a matter of making a road on the shortest line 
from Point W to Point 'B ', 

Good road planning is based on foliovfing a route - which wifH not only give 
good transpart facilities, bnt will also open up and develop the best availbie 
areas for Iald development, \+ill stimuIate the timber industry, and make the 
fullest use of om mineral resources, and even make the fullest use of the potential 
areas available for the harnessing of hydro-eiecrrical power" 

As you know, the last two to three y e a s  our country has suffered mostly in 
the North and in the East Coast from drastic flooding. 

This power - the force of fleod water which can bring death and disaster to 
so many people, if harnessed correctly, can be converted from being a source of 
death into becoming a source oi life! 

It Is therefore, the intention of my Government, in addition to cmymg our 
an overall Transport Survey, aiso to carry out, with the best professional skills 
available in the worlds a survey designed to produce plans not only to stop 
flooding, but to turn and harness the same x,uater-power which ruins so many acres 
of land, into a national potential of power, coliverled into hydro-elect~c schemes, 
which in turn will give sufficient clectric power at Iow cost rates and help us to 
advance further with our policies ax plans of industrialisation. 

1 am gizd to announce that my Government bas decided to give 'season 
tickets' to regular users of this bfidge. so that any delay in crossing the bridge by 
lorry, bus or motorcar will be decreased to a minimum. 

If any users of this bridge object to the fact that tiley have to pay a toll, they 
can consoie themselves with the fact that every single cent that is paid by them 
Is being paid back into our Xational Development Fund; they are in fact 
contributing to the greater development of our country. 

I would like to say one thing more about our Nariona-l Development- 
On the physical side of our natiorial developmenr, % am satisfied that 

eveything is going according to pian, 
T l ~ e  very opening of this bridge to-day marks another milestone in the 

physical development of our country. Malaysia. 
But, neverthieless, I am dissatisfied with one aspect of our development as a 

Nation. 
To quote, Jshore, as an example, now has no Le.;s than 21 schenres 

developed by EL.D.A., 15 of then; are rubber, and 6 are oil-palm. 
These schemes are givicg a naew life and a new livelihood to SO many 

thousands of settlers. 
Also in Johore, over the last tea years. many new ssshooails, training colleges, 

and training centres have been set up. 
Now, the question 1 ask is this. 
Axe we, as a Nation, making %he fullest use of the physical facitities of 



development which we have successfully built up over the last ten years? 
It is my view, and I can assure everyone in Malaysia, that they need not 

worry about the prospect of the infrastructure of our national development with 
regard to the physical projects, of which this bridge is one! 

Everything essential to our future development has been taken care of, and 
is included in our National Development Plan, but the time has come to take a 
hard look at the more human side of development. 

If we, as a Nation, are really going to progress, our emphasis on 
development from to-day onwards must be an emphasis to produce a higher 
output of human energy, and this output can only come from our people 
themselves! 

The lorries, the buses and motorcars which will use this bridge will also use 
petroleum power! 

Advertisements say that if you buy Shell petrol you get added power from 
'ICA', or if you use ESSO, you get added power from what advertisers call 
'Boron'; they even say that to get the maximum use for your motor vehicle you 
can have a 'tiger' in you tank! 

Applying this principle, to our national development, what is the use of 
thousands of settlers in new Federal land development schemes if they are not 
doing a full day's work? They too must have a tiger in their tank! 

What is the use of a thousand new schools, if, in fact, our children sitting in 
these schools are not gaining the maximum value from the teaching instructions 
being given to them? 

We have got to become an alert and active Nation with everyone doing a full 
day's job, putting the maximum effort into what they are doing whether they be 
working on land or working in a factory. 

Now particularly, in the rural areas, our output per person is low. Why is it 
low? What is the reason? 

Firstly, in my opinion, we have got to convince the people of our rural areas 
that they must shed and get rid of some of a few traditional and out-dated ideas, 
particularly, with regard to nutrition and sanitation. 

The whole object of the operation of 'Gerakan Maju' which I launched 
sometime ago was designed to create an awareness amongst our people to move 
in the direction and bring up their children with them in the same direction on the 
path towards higher values of nutrition, sanitation and good health. 

A human-being like a motorcar cannot travel at high speed, cannot work 
hard and do a full day's work unless he is fed with the best fuel available. 

Therefore, I think the next phase in the development of our country will be 
an important one and a very strong phase, of not worrying about the physical 
development which is taking place, but must have a greater emphasis on the 
human aspects of development; the ability on our part as Malaysians to serve and 
adjust our life that we can put more and more into our daily task, cultivate our 
land more successfully, work harder and produce more. 

And this cannot be done unless we pay attention to the basic essentials of 
out-put and these essentials are briefly this - 

- to change our attitude towards nutrition; 



- to change our attitude and make more use of existing health senices: 
and 

- to change our attitude towards sanitation and all the other more bumm 
way of life and ideas. 

This in fact, in the spirit behind "Gerakan Maju9. 
The AlIiance Govement  can do a lot, choose a Plan, and it; can produce 

results. 
But one thing the government cannot do is to penetrate the home. 
What is required at the molnent for eht: phased development of Malaysia is 

parental control, a mother and father responsible for bringing a child into this 
world must go beyond merely pmducing children, but must also he responsibiie 
for producing, training, up-bringing and turning their c h i l k n  out as good 
citizens, nourished with Ehe right nutrition, well trained. with the right ideas, well- 
educated, and all this comes fsom the home; if every Mdaysian 3s weak, our 
fitional future will also be weak! 

En this task of Nation-building, it is not so much that we build a new Nation 
in the Cabinet Room with Ministers; we wiII build a new nation in the right place, 
in every Malaysian home, and the quality of the people who come obit of our 
Malaysian home are the quality of the new Malaysia of the future,

ADDRESS OF THE PRESIDENT 
OF THE OUTWARD BOUND TRUST AT ITS 

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING AT BANGUNAN GETAH ASLI 
ON 17TH AUGUST 1967 

W e meet once again in the luxurious surroundings of this Board Room in 
Bangunan Getah Asli and it is traditional at this time that I should address 

you and review and comment on the work of the Trust and the School during the 
year which has passed. 

Although the number of trainees attending courses at our School was only 
431 compared with 481 for 1965 the calibre of the 431 young men was of a high 
standard and it has been a most successful year. To run the School economically 
a minimum of 500 trainees per year is necessary and the Management Committee 
have organised a publicity drive in an endeavour to achieve this number c2uring 
the current year. In fact I understand that up to Course 124 which is due to end in 
a few days time, some 50 more trainees have attended the School this year when 
compared with the corresponding period of last year. 

As you all know the primary purpose of the Outward Bound School is to 
provide young men from all walks of life with opportunities to test and develop 
their capacities of character and physique. 

In a developing nation such as ours, there is a great need to devela~p our 
future leaders and while many young men have a natural instinct for leadership, 
without training, it is impossible to bring out their best qualities. 

During the short duration of a course at the school, we do no attempt to 
produce leaders but our courses are designed to stimulate in our young men, a 
challenging perspective of their individual capabilities, a sense of enterprise, 
initiative and self-reliance and an ability to differentiate between good and bad 
leaders. Our young nation, in addition to needing good leaders requires good 
followers also. 

The work therefore being done by the School is of great importance and I 
take this opportunity of appealing once again to all concerned, both Government 
and Private bodies to make greater use of the excellent training facilities which 
the School provides. 

The Management Committee is responsible for running the School and 
under the Chairmanship of the Vice President, Encik V.M. Hutson, met regularly 
during the year to deal with the many administrative and other problems which 
require attention. I am sure that all members will join me in expressing 
appreciation of their good work. 

With the exception of the Warden, the staff at the School have been 
completely Malayanised and we are indeed fortunate in having a group of 
enthusiastic young men with the dedication and other qualities necessary for this 
important work. I would like to express our thanks to the Warden and the staff for 
the high degree of efficiency with which they have carried on their work 



throughout the year. 
The usud ten courses were run at the School with an average attendance 0%' 

43. This falls far short of the basic 50 per course which the School needs to break 
even.

Last year 1 was very pleased to note the great increase in the number of 
privately sponsored trainees and X, said that 1 hoped that still more parents wstald 
give their sons a chance to test their capabilities before starting out in adult 
It is disappointing to note that this source of sponsorship had dropped off, so once 
again I appeal to parents to give their sons this chance. In my message in the new 
brochure which has been produced by the Management Committee 1 have 
suggested that the period while youngsters are waiting for their SchooI Certificate 
results could not be more gainfully employed than by their attending a comse ar 
the Outward Bound School. 

The audited accounts for the year have been in your possessnon for: some 
time and you will have had an opportunitj~ of studying these. It will be noted that 
there is again an excess of school expendimre over school income. Tne overail 
position for the year has resulted in a deficit of $9,3951- 

In my last report H mentioned that the Management Commitlee had 
reluctantly decided to increase the fees for a course from $2'75/- to $3001-. The 
increase was introduced from the 1st July I966 and was applied lo all course 
bookings after that date. As most booklngs are made early in the year, :he 
Increase did not have any marked effect on last year's figures but f am pleased to 
be able to report that for the first five months of 1964, the financial position has 
shown a healthy improvement and our income is showing a slight edge 03ies 
expenditure. 

At $300/- per student the fee for a course is still the lowest of any OutwaiB 
Bound School in the world and when we consider that this moun"i to only $%2/- 
per day and covers the cost of accommodation, meals, equipment and the 
excellent training which is imparted, it is truly very good value, 

In spite of the poor financial position Iasr year, the Tmst again provided ;a 

scholarship to the students union of the Serdang Agricultural College and 1 am 



pleased to note in addition that further six scholarships from the funds collected 
in connection with the Trust's Tenth Anniversary Celebrations is 1965, were 
awarded to members of the Vigilante Corps making a grand total of 14 such 
scholarships. 

During the year, the Management Committee received a request from Sabah 
to run one course a year over there. Very serious consideration was given to this 
proposal which eventually with great reluctance the Committee had to turn down 
because the cost of moving the staff and equipment would have been very high. 
Instead a successful approach was made to Messrs. Straits Stemship Co. Ltd. who 
generously agreed to provide 6 free passages per year to and from Singapore to 
boys from Sabah who wish to attend the school. 

It is also pleasing to note from the records that there was one privately 
sponsored trainee from the Philippines. Trainees from other countries are always 
welcome and I understand that as a result of the efforts of Encik D.A. Clayton, a 
member of the Management Committee, there is a possibility of two trainees per 
course attending in 1968 from the Brunei Police. 

For some time past there has been a great need for improved medical and 
sick bay facilities at the School. Not that the standard of health has shown any 
deterioration but if a trainee was sick, he had to be bedded down in the dormitory 
or sent to hospital. I am sure therefore that you will all wish to join me in 
expressing thanks to Messrs. Rothmans of Pall Mall, who recently provided the 
funds necessary to build a first class sick bay at the School, where the rare cases 
of sickness which occur can be looked after satisfactorily and from which much 
better service can be given to people from the surrounding karnpongs who I J S ~  the 
facilities provided by the School. 

I think you will agree that the Outward Bound Trust is well managed but its 
continued success can be achieved only through increased public support and I 
appeal once again to all concerned to support the School so that we may achieve 
our target figure of 500 per year. There is an excellent new brochure which has 
been prepared by the Management Committee setting down clearly the objects of 
the Trust and full particulars of the course, their cost and other relevant 
information. These have had wide circulation already and there are plenty more 
copies available with the Secretaries if any of you require them. The Warden is 
presently touring the country between courses giving talks to service clubs and 
schools and meeting prospective sponsors to publicise the School. 

Recently I outlined what I consider to be the four essential principles which 
must be cultivated by Malaysians if our country is to forge ahead and become a 
really prosperous nation. 

The principles are:- 
Dedication. 
Determination and courage. 
Honesty. 
The quality of tolerance. 

One of the most valuable assets of any nation is its youth and it is the 
responsibility of the older members of the community to direct and encourage the 
great potentials of our nation's youth into the correct channels so that they in due 



time may consolidate our gains and protect them from destruction. 
The Alliance Government has done and continues to do everytihing possible 

to develop the nation along the right lines and our country already enjoys a 
reputation through-out the free world as a progressive and stable nation. 

But there are those, mercifully only a selfish minority, who resort to 
imesponsible and undemocratic methods to threaten the sovereignty and secuPity 
which for the past 10 years we have been at pains to make absoljrrteiy safe from 
both internal and external aggression. 

It we, the elders give our youth every opportunity to cultivate the four 
essential principles which I have outlined, there will be a bright future, a future 
full of hope and promise, of a good, happy and wholesome life for ourselves, our 
children and our children's children. 

The Outward Bound Tmst is playing an important part in moulding our 
youth into the first class citizens we need so much and its moMo T o  Strive, and 
Nor to Yield' is closely related to the essential principles of dedication, 
determination and courage, honesty and the quality of tolerance.

They should see to it that as many of our young men as possible are given an 
opportunity to attend one of its courses, so that they may be made awwe of the 
great responsibilities which face them. Responsibilities towards their families, 
their fellow citizens, the Covemment and towards their cormtry.

Apakah pula kewajipan 
wartawan-wartawan dan surat-surat khabar terhadap rakyat dan negara yang 
bukan sahaja menjamin tetapi mempertahankan kebebasan menulis dan 
bercakap? Atau dalam lain-lain perkataan, mahalkah bayarannya terhadap 
'privileges-privileges' atau hak-hak istimewa 'Press' ini? 

Nampaknya, dalam sebuah negara yang sedang bangun dan maju terdapat 
dua konsep berkenaan dengan 'Press' yang bertanggungjawab. Konsep yang 
pertama ialah 'Controlled or Subsidized Press' - surat-surat khabar yang terkawal 
atau menerima bantuan dari Kerajaan. Keburukan konsep ini ialah surat-surat 
khabar di bawah sistem ini tidak bebas, mereka bias dan berat sebelah kepada 
pihak Kerajaan sahaja atau mana-mana golongan sahaja yang mengawal dan 
membantunya. Konsep yang kedua ialah, sebuah akhbar yang mahu hidup bebas 
dan menjadi sebuah akhbar yang terbaik, mestilah merdeka dari tekanan-tekanan 
Kerajaan dan mempunyai wang yang banyak dan tidak memerlukan bantuan 
wang dari pihak-pihak lain. 

Kita di Malaysia telah memilih konsep yang kedua dan kita tidak menyesal 
di atas pemilihan ini. Sebenarnya kita mahu menyegarkan lagi konsep ini. 'Press' 
Malaysia adalah, pada keseluruhannya, bertanggungjawab dan mempunyai 
standard yang agak tinggi dalam semua segi di dunia sebelah sini, tetapi 
sungguhpun begitu, standard surat khabar dan penyiaran berita-berita di Malaysia 
mestilah diperbaiki lagi sehingga mutunya dapat menandingi akhbar-akhbar yang 
masyor di negara-negara yang maju dan bertarnadun di dunia ini. 

Kewajipan dan tugas surat-surat khabar, wartawan-wartawan dan pengarang 
dalam sebuah negara yang sedang membangun, pada pendapat saya, ialah untuk 
memberi khidmat dan mencerminkan secara objektif dan terus terang pendapat 
dan fikiran rakyat dan negara di mana surat khabar itu diterbitkan dan memberi 
khidmat. Surat-surat khabar wajib melawan penindasan, tekanan-tekanan dan 
membela serta mempertahankan kebebasan dan keadilan. Surat-surat khabar patut 
menjadi satu jPorce', satu kekuatan atau sekurang-kurangnya satu pendorong 
yang besar untuk menjaminkan yang sebuah Kerajaan atau pemerintah itu bersih, 



j4ur  dan adil dari memberi khidmat yang baik kepada kemajuan dan 
kesejalnteraan hidup rakyatnya. Dalam lain-lain gerkataan, akhbar-akhbar 
mestilah menjadi 'guardian' atau pengawal hak-hak dari kebebasan rakyat 
daripada dipemain-maink&? dan dinodai oleh mma-mana pihak pun. Pinruk 
menjalankan tugas-tugas ini, pengarang-pengarang dan warlawan-warlawan 
mestil& ada 'conscience' dm mempunyai hati yang tabah, ymg mereka tid& 
takut unltlk memperjuangkaq 'principie'nya dengm rid& kfra s m a  ada ia &an 
berjaya arau tidak. Jika pengarang-pengarang rnempunyai 'conscience' dm hati 
yang tabah maka bahamlah starat-surat khabar itu ada 'conscience' dm hati d a ~  
dengan adanya ini maka barulah dapat mereka memperjuangkan cita-c:ta 
gembaca &bar-akinbar itu dan rdcyat selumhnya. D a l m  negara ini, kira 
sungguh bemasib baik kerana starat-surat khabar Malaysia walaugun ditsef~itkdn 
di dalam berbagai-bagai bahasa mereka aid& pula ferkeluar dari cilia-cira 
kebmgsaan Malaysia, iaitu, untuk anelahirkan satu mpa bangsa dan sebuah 
negara yang sebenar-bel~amya berpera~aan Malaysia, yang rakyatnya mempunyai 
taat setia yang tidak berbelah bagi kepada negaw ini. dari rakyahnya yang 
krbilang bagsa ,  agarna, clan kebudayam. Pada pandangan s a p .  gada amnya. 
surat-surat khab.iesar di Malaysia 3nl mer?jala&m tugas nasional deazgm baik das 
mereka sedang memupuk pesasaan Malaysia yang sebenamya di kalangan rakyar 
dan mmengasuh mereka untuk menjadi bmgsa Malaysia yang beaimbang rasa, 
prakh&al dan patriotik. 

Satu lagi tugas yang surai-surat khabar, radio dan televisyen mesh 
menjalankan, ialah ahntuk rnemberi penerangan yang cukup kepada rakjiat 
berkenam dengan dasar-dasar Kerajaan untuk membole&an mmereka memb~rat 
pertimbangm-pefiimbangan ymg add sebelum mereka rnemhuas: sebarang 
keputusan sama ada hendak menyokong atau membangkmg sah-satu dasap 
Kerajam itu. Akhbar-a~bar  dan alat-alar penyiaran dm penerangara yang iain 
adal& 'orang gerantaraan' di aetara yang memerintah dengan mereka yarg 
diperintah. Melahi &hbar-abar  dm siasan-sixan yang laill r&ym dapat 
mengetahui airan kehendak-kehendk d m  dasar-dasar Kerajaan d m  dengan i'ru 
dapatlah mereka membuat kepuzusan-keputusa yang bijak dard baik. Surat-surat 
&abz  juga mestilah memimpisn rkyat  untuk nlendapat pelgaran yang berguns 
rnelalui pernbacaannya berkenaan dengan masalah-rnasalah politik dalm dm 
har negeri, Kerajaan. perhubuagan dan persahabatan antxabangsa, kearnanan 
dunk d m  membangkitkan semangat dan kkeinsafan supaya rnereka melengicapkan 
diri untuk menempuhi hidup d m  mencapai kemajuan-kemajuan yang sesuai 
dengan Wntbitan masa dan zamannva. 

Sahu-satuaya perkara yang saya suka Iihat ialah kuasa d m  pengaruh yang 
kuar yang ada di tangm Tress', Radio dan GeXevisyen dl negara-negasa yang 
sedang membmgun dan nrraju, ki-lasmya di Malaysia Ini, digunakan seluas-iuasnya 
dan cara paling berkesan sekaii untak rnenggesa d m  mempengamhi ra&yat 
sehingga mereka sedar dm rngin untuk mengejar kemajuan dan menuk~trlem- 
sikap dan cara hidug dasa pemikiran mereka. Dan d m  kesedaran iLr, imereka 



menjadi lebih praktikal dan dapat menghadapi kenyataan-kenyataan hidup dalam 
abad ini. 

Pada keseluruhannya, 'Press' di Malaysia telah menjalankan tugasnya 
dengan sempuma. Apa yang dikehendaki sekarang ini ialah 'respond' dari rakyat 
pula. Kerajaan telah berbuat apa sahaja yang mungkin dan mampu untuk memberi 
kemajuan dan kesedaran kepada semua rakyat. Sekarang terserahlah bulat-bulat 
kepada rakyat sendiri sama ada mereka mahu maju atau tidak, dan s m a  ada 
mereka mahu menerima perubahan-perubahan yang diperjuangkan dan dibawa 
oleh Kerajaan itu. Jika mereka ingin maju maka mereka terpaksalah mengubah 
sikap mereka dengan melengkapi diri masing-masing dan menerima cabaran- 
cabaran hidup dalam dunia yang penuh dengan pertandingan-pertandingan ini. 

Pada bulan Jun yang lepas, Indonesia dan Malaysia telah berjaya 
mengadakan rundingan mengenai penyamaan ejaan dan Kerajaan Malaysia 
telahpun menerima 'recommendation-recommendation' Jawatankuasa ini dan 
hanya menantikan persetujuan pihak Indonesia sahaja sebelum melaksanakan 
'recommendation-recommendation' ejaan baru itu. 

Adalah amat penting bagi kedua-dua negara ini menyamakan ejaan dan 
istilah-istilah dalam kedua-dua bahasa yang sebenamya berasal dari satu rumpun 
bahasa sahaja, iaitu, Bahasa Melayu. Dan saya yakin dengan adanya persetujuan 
berkenaan dengan penyamaan ejaan ini, Bahasa Malaysia dan Bahasa Indonesia 
akan lebih maju lagi dan saya berharap melalui tukar menukar buku-buku bacaan, 
pengalaman dan ilmu pengetahuan maka pada suatu masa yang tidak lama lagi 
kelak, kedua-dua bahasa ini tidak lagi menjadi kekok bagi rakyat kedua-dua 
negara yang berjiran ini. 

Setelah ini tercapai kelak kita akan melihat satu zaman yang gilang 
gemilang dalam dunia kesusasteraan dan persuratan dalam Bahasa 
IndonesiaIMalaysia akan timbul bagi menemui kehendak-kehendak lebih 
daripada 120 juta manusia yang mengetahui dan menggunakan bahasa Malaysia 
dan Indonesia di Tenggara Asia ini. Saya harap Seminar ini akan membuka, jalan 
yang baik bagi memulakan kerjasama di antara Ii>donesia/Malaysia dalam dunia 
penyiaran dan penerangan dan yang kerjasama ini akan menjadi sebuah jambatan 
yang akan mengeratkan lagi tali persahabatan antara kedua-dua negara jiran yang 
rapat ini. 

Saya dengan sukacitanya mengisytiharkan pembukaan Seminar ini dengan 
rasminya.

S aya suka, pada h m  h i ,  henb& bemcap di atas satu masalah yang penting dan 
rnustahak d m  yang sentiasa mendapat perhatian sen~enjak kita mencapsli 

kemerdekaan Sepuluh Tdnun yang Bepas: Masalah Mebebasan Awam d m  
Demokrasi dalam negara kita ini. 

Dalam rnasa 10 tahun yang lampau, sernenjak k i h  mencapai kemerdekaan, 
banyak peristiwa-peristiwa yang bersqarat-n dan besar maknanya tehh berlaku. 
Mlta telah mencapai kemerdekaan melaiul Perlembagaan, tetapi dalm suasama 
hum hara, suasana yang dikelilingkm okh  pemberontslacan komunis ymg 
menggunakan kekerasan dan penyeludupan yang bertujum hendak menjatuhkan 
pernerintahm cara demskrasi d m  ~nendkluk negara ini. Parti Komunis Maiaya 
telah gagal dalam tujuannya. Enam t&un selepas kemerdekaan, Malaysia telafa 
ditubuhkanz. 

Sepanjang sejarah Malay amalaysia, kita eelah berjay a rnenegak dan 
mefnpe r t ah~an  negara kita d x i  ancaman yang sebenamya jarang sekaIi 
ditempufi d m  dialami oleh negam-negara yang barn xnencapai kemerdekamnya. 
Kita mengucapkan syukur kepada Allah s.w.t. atas rahxnawya, Kita eelah berjaya 
oleh kerana keydinar: rakyat Malaysia, ketabahm kati mereka, "Lt setia darn 
sokongm mereka yang tidak berbelah bagi kepada Kerajam dan sebab itulatl 
kemerdekaan, kedaufatm negara dm ssistern pernerintahaua demokrasl kekal d m  
bertannbA teguh. Sebenmya, kejayam ini dapat dicapai dan dipertahankan dan 
rakyat dapat hidup dalam arnan d m  tenterm ialah kerana pengorbanan dan 
kecekagm Pasukan Keselmatan kita dalam menja ldan  tmgas dan kewajipara 
mereka terhadap negara. Banyak di anma mereka tet& hilang nyawa dan banyak 
pula yang berbuat berbagai-hagai pengorbanan unruk kearnanan negara kita. Dan 
kepada perajurit-perajurit ini dan kepada keluarga-keluarga mereka, saya bagi 
pihak rakyat dan Kerajaan. mengucapkan berbanyak-banyak terima kasih di atas 
pengorbanan mereka yang besar iru untuk rnemboleWtm kita hidup sepesti 
keadaan yang ada pada hari in;. 

Saya yakin ahli-ahli sejarali &an menulis dan menggambarkan s e j ~ &  
negara kita dengan wajamya; kesedihan d m  kesengsaraannya, kejayaan d m  
keperiviraan rakyat Malaysia dalam perjuangan kemerdekaan dan 
mempestahankm kedaulatm dan kemerdekaarr negara ini dari mus&-musuh kita. 

Merajaan yang ada sekarang ini berikras Am terns mempelzhan dan 
rnenegakkan sisrern kerajaan s e c m  dernokrasi dan berperlernbagaaxz di negara 
ini. Untuk nnelhdungi d m  rnenegakkan sistem ini. kdmg-kadang kerajam 
terpaksa mengarnbil eindakan-rindakan yang eidak begitir menyenangkan 
setengah-setengah orang atau tindakan-tinzdakm yang tidak popular, Tetapi 
tind&m ini mesti diambil unt~ak kesejahteraan hhiup r~kyat  dan keamanm dm 
keselamatan negara ini. 



Tanggungjawab dan tugas yang paling besar yang satu-satu kerajaan itu 
mesti buat ialah menjalankan pemerintahan dan dalam menjalankannya, 
tindakan-tindakan kerajaan dan Menteri-menterinya tidak boleh dipengaruhi oleh 
ucapan-ucapan, keputusan-keputusan, dan kritik-kritik yang dibuat oleh pihak 
pembangkang, apa lagi, ucapan-ucapan yang hanya bertujuan untuk 
membangkitkan semangat rakyat yang dibuat dengan tidak kira untung rugi 
kepada keselamatan dan kesejahteraan rakyat dan negara. 

Perbuatan-perbuatan seperti ini boleh difaham jika hanya bertujuan 
memancing undi dalam pilihanraya-pilihanraya, tetapi Kerajaan tidak boleh 
menerimanya jika semata-mata dibuat bertujuan bagi merosakkan keselamatan 
negara. 

Dalam menjalankan tugas yang maha besar ini, sesebuah Kerajaan itu, 
terpaksalah berjalan dengan penuh teliti untuk menjamin adanya perseimbangan 
antara keselamatan negara dengan kebebasan awam. Kita faham dan mengerti 
yang di dalam sistem demokrasi, seseorang rakyat itu wajib mendapat kebebasan 
awam yang penuh sesuai dengan keadaan keselamatan dan ancaman yang 
dihadapi oleh negara waktu itu. Tidaklah kena pada tempatnya untuk saya 
memperkatakan di sini sejauh mana dan apakah sebenarnya kebebasan penuh 
yang menjadi hak kepada seseorang dalam sebuah negara yang mengamalkan 
faham demokrasi. Tetapi pada amnya, kebebasan awam itu memberi seseorang 
rakyat tidak mengira tarafnya dalam masyarakat atau keturunannya, hak 
mengundi: satu orang satu undi, dan ia bebas menggunakan undinya itu untuk 
memilih apa bentuk dan corak kerajaan yang dikehendaki memerintah negarmya. 

Selma Kerajaan Perikatan memerintah negara ini, selama 12 tahun, 10 
tahun semenjak kemerdekaan, dan 2 tahun sebelum itu, kita tidak pernah, pada 
keseluruhannya, cuba dengan sengaja hendak menyekat kebebasan awam rakyat 
itu. Tetapi sebaliknya, kita telah mempertahankan kebebasan awam ini dengan 
menghancurkan ancaman dan musuh-musuh yang bertujuan hendak 
membasmikan hak dan kebebasan awam rakyat ini. 

Dalam menjalankan tugas untuk mepertahankan kebebasan awam d m  hak 
rakyat ini, pada zahirnya kita dipandang seolah-olah kita hendak menyekat 
kebebasan ini, tetapi sebenamya dan mereka yang mengerti mengetahui balawa 
tindakan-tindakan yang diambil itu adalah semata-mata untuk menolong 
mengekalkan hak-hak dan kebebasan itu - kebebasan berucap, dan aktiviti- 
aktiviti yang sesuai dan tidak terkeluar dari Undang-undang dan tatatertib negara 
kita dari dibinasakan oleh anasir-anasir jahat. 

Apa yang sedang dibuat oleh Kerajaan ialah sebenar-benamya bukan 
hendak mengurangkan kebebasan awam seperti yang didakwa oleh setengah 
pihak tetapi sebaliknya pula, kita telah mengambil tindakan-tindakan itu semata- 
mata bertujuan untuk menegakkan dan mengembangkan lagi kebebasan awam 
ini. Setengah-setengah anasir pula membantah tindakan-tindakan Kerajaan ini 
dan mereka cuba menggunakan rakyat yang baik untuk mendesak Kerajaan dan 
melaungkan kebebasan awam itu. Anasir-anasir yang sekarang ini melaung- 
melaungkan kebebasan awam, takdirnya, mereka dapat kebebasan itu, nescaya 
mereka sendiri akan merosakkan sistem yang mereka pura-pura perjuangkan itu 
dan digantikannya dengan sistem yang langsung tidak membenarkan kebebasan 



awam. 
Banyak masa telah diturnpukan oleh kawan d m  sahabat baik saya, bekas 

Menteri Dalam Negeri, Tun Dx: Ismail untuk rnernberi penerangm-penerangan 
kepada setengah-setengaia orang yang mernbanth, kepada keluarga d m  w&i1- 
wakii orang-orang tahanan sebab-sebabnya orang taIaanarn ifu tidak dapat 
dibebaskan. 

Tugas itu sekarmg berpindah kepada saya semenjak saya mengambil alih 
jawaQn Menteri Dalam Negeri dari Tun Dr. Ismail, Saya anggap tugas ini 
s e k n m y a  sebagai satu beban ymg agaknya berattt. Satu perkara ymg sangat say2 
tidak suka ialah memerintal? seseorang itu ditahan atau ditangkap di bawaha 
Undang-undang Keselamatan Dalam Negeri atau flnternal Security Act). Tiap- 
tiap kali saya terpaksa berbuat demikim untuk keselamatan d m  isearnanax 
negara, tiap-tiap kali pula seal&-olah jiwa saya tertkam. Kerajaan Perikatm d m  
saya sendiri sebenmya sedang memperj~~angican bukan sahaja kita mahu 
memperkukuhkm lagi masyardat kita yang sangar bertimbang rasa ini tetapi 
jilga untuk rnelahirkan satu masyarakat yang sebenar-benamya liberal. Xniiaki ehta- 
cita kerajaan sekarang; bekeja kc arah kelahiran masyarakat yang liberal dan 
toleran. 

Seperti saya katakan tadi, tugas "osar sebuah Kerajam leu, ialah untuk 
memerintah d m  menjmin idearnanan dalarn negeri. Untuk rraeneg&kan ini 
keputusan-keputusan yang tldak popular mestilaf-r dibuat dari satu masa ke satil 
masa untuk menyelamatkm negara kita yang dicintai ini dari ancaman-ancamm 
yang hendak menghancurkannya. Dan selama 10 rahun ini kerana tindAan- 
tindakan Kerajaan yang berkesan itu, kita bukan sabaja telah dapar 
mempestahadan Kemsrdekaan kita tetapi dapat memperkukuhkan iagi asas-asas 
demokrasi di Malaysia ini. 

Kalau hendak dikatakm a~asir-anasir setbersif ini sudah hapus sernua sekaii 
tidakiah benar. Sebenarnya gerakan-gerakan subersif rnasih berada di tengah- 
tengah kkehidupm kita. Mereka masih ada d m  bahaya terhadap kita terap 'real' 
atau sunggutn. Tetapi walaupun bahaya itu masih ada, Kerajaan bevendapat, kica 
dapat mengawalkan mereka itu, Dan kita bersiap sedia untuk rnenghancurkan 
mereka jika anasir-anasir j&ar ini menimbulkan sebsang hum basa dan kacau 
bilau dalarn negeri ini. B&aya itu mas& d a ,  tidaklah sangat besar tterapi. tidak 
pula sangat lernah. Kerana itu klra mestilah se~tiasa berwasgada terisadap 
gerakan-gerakan rnereka ~ t u .  

Tugas mama Kerajaan harx mi Salah untuk membongkakan gerakan- 
gerakan subersif, bakk yang secara termg-terang ataugun sulit supaya rakyat tahu 
siapa mereka ini iaitu pengiht-pengikut Kerajaan-kerajaan dan iideologi-ideologi 
asing, Bni adaiah satu rugas yang sangat payah hendak dijalankan dengan jayaqya, 
tetapi, dengan kerjasama rakyat Kerajaan mestilah besjaya. Ymg susahnya ialah 
ada mtara a~ereka ini. iaitu orang-@rang yang menjalankan ker-ja-kerja subersif 
ini, yang bergerak dalarn berbagai-bagai mpa dan bentuk setengah-setengahp 
untuk linencapai cita-eita mereka, orang-orang ini berlindung di belakang sifat- 
sifat yang bertirnbmg rasa dan menasabah. Tetapi dalarn apa bentuhya. sekalipun 
mereka ini bergerak, Kerajaan tidak &m segan-segan untuk mengmbii Gnd&an 
terhadap mereka setelah cita-cila sebenar mereka itu rnuncul dart orang yang 



bergaul dengan mereka itu, jika sebenarnya, mereka tidak bersuhabat dalam 
gerakan itu mereka akan diberi peluang untuk memutuskan hubungan. Dan bagi 
mereka yang sedar dan bersubahat dengan mereka itu tidak akan terlepas daripada 
tindakan-tindakan Kerajaan. 

Keadaan Keselamatan Negara pada hari ini, bolehlah dikatakan, baik tetapi 
kita belumlah lagi betul-betul selamat dari ancaman musuh-musuh kita dan 
kerana itulah kita terpaksa dengan penuh teliti menjaminkan perseimbangan di 
antara keperluan keselamatan negara dengan kebebasan Awam. Kalau bahaya 
terhadap negara kita berkurangan maka bolehlah kebebasan awam berjalan secara 
langsung dengan tidak ada sekatan-sekatan lagi. 

Sebenarnya dalam negara demokrasi yang ketenteraman dan kedudukamya 
teguh, seperti Amerika dan Great Britain, persoalan kebebasan awam dan 
perseorangan ini menjadi perbincangan yang hebat dan hangat, terutama sekali di 
kalangan-kalangan 'intellectual' dan orang-orang akademik dalam negara-negara 
itu. Kita juga suka negara kita menuju ke arah itu, dan dapat mempersoalkan 
masalah-masalah seperti kebebasan awam dan perseorangan secara akademik dan 
mendalami. 

Tetapi cita-cita itu hanya dapat dicapai setelah negara kita selamat dari 
ancaman musuh-musuhnya dan ini dapat dipercepatkan jikalau semua rakya~t kita 
menyokong dan menyebelahkan kepada pihak Kerajaan dan pihak yang mahu 
mengembangkan kebebasan-kebebasan ini bukan berpihak kepada mereka yang 
hendak menghancurkan kebebasan-kebebasan itu. 

Bercakap berkenaan dengan kebebasan-kebebasan awam dan perseorangan, 
saya teringat kepada kata Tuan Oliver Wendell Homes, seorang Ahli Jurist 
Amerika yang terkenal: Katanya 'Penapian kebebasan-kebebasan yang 
fundamental atau yang asas, hanya boleh dipertahankan jika ada dengan jelasnya 
waktu itu bahaya-bahaya terhadap keselamatan sebuah negara itu'. 

Saya berani berkata sekarang ini bahawa bahaya dan ancaman terhadap 
keselamatan negara kita memang ada waktu ini. 

Kerajaan susah untuk menjelaskan dalil-dalil berkenaan dengan bahaya 
keselamatan kerana jika kita berbuat demikian maka rosaklah sumber-sumber 
rahsia yang memberi maklumat-maklumat kepada Kerajaan. Perkara seped.i ini 
tidak timbul jika mereka mengaku atau anasir-anasir ini menjalankan tugas 
masing-masing secara terbuka, tetapi kebanyakamya menyeludup dan belcerja 
secara d im-dim.  Kerana mereka berbuat demikian, kita juga terpaksalah 
bergerak secara mereka untuk membasmikan gerakan-gerakan subersif ini. 

Dalam menjalankan tugas ini rakyat mestilah yakin kepada Kerajaan 
bahawa sebarang tindakan yang dilakukan itu adalah untuk kebaikan rakyat dan 
keselamatan negeri kita semata-mata. Seboleh-bolehnya Kerajaan sentiasa 
mencuba tidak mahu menggunakan kekerasan dalam masalah ini tetapi Kerajaan 
tidak juga mesti berlemah dan membahayakan keselamatan negara. 

Seorang Menteri Dalam Negeri, seperti orang-orang lain juga, ada 
perasaannya ataupun 'consciencenya', tetapi dalam menjalankan tugas dan 
kewajipannya, ia tidak boleh ragu-ragu seperti Prince Hamlet, dalam cerita 
karangan Shakespeare itu yang tidak berani hendak membuat keputusan.

SPEECH BY THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS 
OF THE RELEASE OF DETAINEES 

AT RADIO AND TELEVISION MALAYSIA 
ON 24TH AUGUST 1967 

I wish to speak to you today on a problem that has been with us ever since 
Merdeka and has engaged the anxiety and concern of the Government all the 

time. It is the question of freedom and democracy. 
We had achieved freedom in 1957, almost exactly ten years ago. Just before 

that was a brief period of self-government, a period of, what I would call, 
'apprenticeship'. Then six years after independence came the formation of 
Malaysia. 

These were major events in the life of our people. Yet they were events that 
had taken place against a grim background of an armed insurrection accompanied 
by a sustained effort to subvert the established order of things. I refer to our 
system of parliamentary democracy, a system in which one man holds one vote 
and the ordinary citizen is the ultimate arbiter of political power. 

We have succeeded in preserving this system in the face of such acute 
dangers not normally encountered by newly independent countries. But if we had 
not been unremitting in our efforts and unflagging in our determination, I 
seriously doubt if the vast majority of our people would be able to go about their 
lives with the sense of assurance as they do today. Whenever I reflect upon this I 
cannot help but feel a spontaneous warmth towards our security forces and pay 
tribute to those many who have laid down their lives so that we may all go on 
living in an atmosphere of tolerance and faith in the essential goodness d our 
people. 

I do not wish to retail the measure of human woe or the opportunities for 
heroism that has been permitted by the past. I shall leave that to the more 
dispassionate and discerning and perhaps discriminating minds of historians. 

I, like the rest of my colleagues in Government, am a committed man. We 
are committed to safeguard and defend the constitutional and democratic basis of 
our society. And this act of commitment involves us in the making of decisions in 
the national interest, decisions that are sometimes unpopular and often enough 
trouble those who, like us, subscribe to the same ideals. 

The business of every Government is to govern. We cannot afford the luxury 
of our critics and antagonists who tear questions out of context, deliberately 
simplify issues that call for delicate examination, and gaily move resolutions 
without considering the full import of their implementation. I can understand this 
if it is meant to be a straight-forward though vulgar appeal for votes. But as a 
Government we cannot accept it if it is designed to stir passions to a point that 
threatens the security of the country. 

And I must admit that we ourselves have to maintain a delicate balance 
between internal security and civil liberties. For anyone who believes in the will 



sf the people asserted through the ballot box, must, of necessity. also belieke In 
the mmimum freedom practicable. It would be academic of me to try to describe 
what that maximum should be. 

But the minimum is clearly definabIe in political terns. IT means, as 1 have 
suggested earlier, that every ordinary citizen of this country, no matter what his 
breeding or social status, car,, by the exercise of his franchise. decide what 
Govement  he wants in office. 

We have in no way inklbited this basic right of our people. Rather we have 
thwarted the threats so this right, And in doing this we clearly recognise 6la.t wet 
are encroaching upon the very ideals we are seeking to establish, namely, full 
freedom of political expression md activity consistent with existing social maad 
civic discipline, But it is essential that we should do this in order to safeguard 
those ideals. 

This is not a contradictian in ideals or policy as some would like to make 
out. Rather it is in advancement of it. The contradiction would lie if we accorded 
the democratic process to those who would udesitatingly subvefi and destroy it. 
Often it is these very people who cry out most against us for what we have dme. 
They hope by utilising good and decent citizens with Laudable md generous 
instincts to pressure the Government into giving them the greatest possible 
latitude in which they could operate to the detriment of the constitutional process. 

The former Minister of Home Affairs, Tun (Br) Esrnail has had the difficult 
task of explaining to some. who have made representations on behalf sf detainees 
to him personally, why their continued detention was necessary. ! who have t&en 
chage or responsibility for this Ministry m myself confronted with the same 
burden, 

we regard ie as a burden because ~t is one of the most distlisteful things we 
haare to do when we have to order the arrest and detention of a person under the 
Internal Security Ace, We feel i;t almost staggers our chances of creating a l~beral 
and tolerant society. 

But these painful decisions hwe m be made. They are decisiol~s not just in 
the interests of security as such, but security in the sense that a real and actual 
threat to the dernocraf c stmcture Is constituted. 

We in Malaysia have created and pulled through a democratic system 
against formidable forces that have sought to undernine it. Afer a11 this time I 
feel like the one who exclaim~ed: W e  have pulled through!' 

But ix wcjuld be misleading, and not right of me to suggest that movements 
subversive of our system do not exist. The fact is they do. the threat is real. d do 
not wish to exaggerate the imminence of this danger, nor minimise it. We are ia a 
position to cope with those who choose to resort to violence and disturbance. WE 
shall n3&e short shrift of them, 

Today it 3s the covert and clandestine activity of individuals who owe their 
affiliations to foreign ideologies and Governments that must be tracked and 
exposed to fuIl public light. This is going to be a more difficult exercise, if only 
because men engaged in such activity move in various guises a d  seek to achieve 
respectability by their agpaL.ena reasonability. Best whatever their masquerade or 



camouflage we shall act when their intention are apparent to us. And all those 
innocents associating with them will have ample opportunity to stay away, unless 
of course they are deliberately consorting - in which case they cannot claim to be 
innocent. 

I feel I have to say this because as far as national security is concerned we 
are still not out of the woods. To that extent we are still forced to maintain this 
balance between security and civil liberties. 

But as the threat to security recedes so must there be an extension of civil 
liberties. 

In the more settled democracies of the world this question of security and 
the right of the individual have been subjects of constant and heated discussion - 
on an academic plane. It is a sort of situation we would like to move towards. But 
it is a movement that can only gain momentum if you, the public, come out fully 
and firmly on the side of liberal principles and against all that, insidiously negate 
it. 

It was an eminent American jurist, Oliver Wendell Holmes, who stated that 
any denial of fundamental liberties is only defensible if there is 'a clear and 
present danger' to the security of the country. I will state clearly that the danger 
is present, but it is by no means clear to a great many who have taken security for 
granted. 

It is sometimes not clear because the evidence before Government cannot be 
made available to the public for this would incriminate the sources of information. 
This would not have to be the case if the guilty ones concerned overtly expressed 
their affiliations. But since they operate in hidden ways we have to pursue them 
in similar ways, and the upshot of it all is a cloak-and-dagger activity that leaves 
a great many people confused and concerned. 

Despite all this, it is the duty of all of us to strive to raise the threshold of 
tolerance and to accept in the process a measure of risk. We need to treasure 
security as much as we value the basic freedom of the individual. 

As a Government we are caught between two contending considerations. We 
must strike a mean instead of taking the crude way out by showing toughness and 
over-emphasizing security, or showing softness and risking it. 

Any Minister of Home Affairs has upon his conscience demands which he 
would wish to avoid. But once charged with Ministerial responsibility we cannot 
afford to equivocate like Prince Hamlet. We have to decide, and let me assure you 
that we are a decisive Government. 

The question before us today is that, in view of a certain change in the 
security situation, must we continue to keep in detention people who have been, 
and still are, a real threat to security? 

Let me admit that, much as we would want to, we are not satisfied that many 
could be released from detention. Yet I have today ordered the release of 180 
persons (even though I am by no means convinced that they have come clean on 
their subversive affiliations), who by their conduct, background and demeanour 
have evinced an inclination to change. 

Some of those who shall be released may still be security risks. But I have 
taken a great deal into account in regarding their release as an acceptable security 



risk, md hope they will not let us down. X also hope &Iris acr of kindness and 
human compassion will not be construed as a sign of "softening' on our part in OUT 

detemination to uphold and defend the ideals and p~nciples of democracy which 
we fimly believe. 

I finally express the &ought that those who are released may find 
comfort and happiness in their return to ordinary life. 



SPEECH BY Y.A.B. TUN RAZAK 
ON THE OCCASION OF THE OPENING OF THE 

PAMERAN SEPULUH TAHUN MERDEKA 
ON 28TH AUGUST, 1967 

AT SEKOLAH KEBANGSAAN HISAMUDDIN 
KUALA LUMPUR 

T en years ago, today, I myself, and all of you here this morning, celebrated the 
independence of our beloved country. We were 10 years younger then. We are 

now 10 years older and so are our children 10 years older today. 
In the 10 years that have passed, a lot of changes have taken place. Have 

these changes been for the better? Can we look back with pride on the changes 
that occurred during this period? Have we built a society and a nation which our 
children would be proud of? Have we given them the best that we could give? 
Have we given them a better world to look forward to? Have we improved the lot 
and the well-being of the man in the street? Have we fulfilled the aspirations that 
we hoped for on the day when we proclaimed our country a free, democratic and 
independent nation? 

Yes! definitely so! We have achieved these aspirations and objectives, and 
indeed, we have done much more. The Alliance Government has in this short 
period of time proved itself worthy of the mandate given to it by the people when 
they voted this Government into power. We aimed at building a unified Malaysian 
nation, stable in economy, enlightened in policy, and worthy as a member of the 
family of free nations. 

At home, we have moulded a nation; a Malaysian nation, from diverse 
peoples and cultures. We have built a strong and viable economy; we have 
provided new job opportunities, and we have secured a better standard of living 
for all our people. Externally, Malaysia has also built up a firm reputation for 
integrity and fairness in the conduct of international relations. We have forged 
strong regional, economic and social grouping for the common good and 
prosperity of nations in this part of the world. 

Let us pause for a moment here and examine by what yardstick we can 
measure our progress in the past 10 years. We could turn to the internationally 
accepted criteria such as our gross national product which we are proud to state 
has increased at 6.8% annually. Our per capita income has increased at a rate of 
2.7% annually and our per capita consumption has increased. And so has our trade 
with countries abroad increased. Our infant mortality rate has dropped from 75 to 
50 per thousand showing that we have made this country a healthy place to live 
in. 

Now these statistics may be meaningless to a man in the street, so let me put 
it in simple terms. Our trade with countries abroad has increased. Our food 
production has also increased. We are now less dependent on foreign imports. We 
are producing more and more consumer and durable goods. We have diversified 



our economy by strengthe~ng our agricuikural sector and providing a suitable 
climate for the expansion of our industPial sector. 

We have opened vast areas of land for the landless, Uie have provided shelter 
for those without homes. Our communications have transformed the countryside 
with new roads and projects. We have broken down the barriers of the mra8 folks. 
We have provided social menities for Q U ~  people not only in the towns but more 
so Pn the rural areas. We have brought electricity, w a r .  the telephone, the radio, 
and innumerable other facilities to the rural settlers, farmers and fishemen who 
m&e up the back-bone of our people. 

These achievements only represent the more tangible and obviou~ economic 
gains. At the same time, we have not neglected the development of the inteileet 
and skill of our people. We have no: only looked after the needs of our stomach, 
so to speak, but also have carred for the mind. 

In uniting the various races which make up our nation, we have adopted 
educational policies that would makc our children ioyd and dedicated citizens. 
Our aim is to educate our children nor only to be good parents but also to be 
productive workers and active paaicipants in our society. To achieve this we have 
provided them free primary education. We have set up a sound, practical as well 
as academic secondary education system on a national basis. 'We have expmded 
our facilities and opportunities for higher learning. We have brought education to 
the masses though adult and further education classes. Our literacy rare has 

,Ions. increased and compares favourably with other progressive developing nat' 
We have developed our own national Imguage of which Vile are very proud. 

We have drawn from the richness of our multi-r;icial cultural heritage and 
have built a Malaysim culture wirh m identity of its own. Vt7e no longer speak sf 
Chinese or Indim or Malay culture; we now speak of a Malaysian culhsre! We are 
fervent in our belief that our people are born free, free tc-t pursue their religious 
beliefs, and free to live a life of their own choice. We are zeaious of this freedo- 
md we will defend it with our lives. 

To perpetuate and to maintain our way of life we have successfully defended 
our country from external aggression. We have defeated alien threats when we 
eliminated militant communism. Our people reaffimed their belief in a free md 
democratic f o m  of government when they stood shoulder to shoulder against 
such threats. 

As a member of the United Natlons, Malaysia has contributed effectively 
towards the promotion and maintenance of world peace and security, as illustrated 
by the role we played in the Congo and Cyprus. During our 10 years as a member 
of the Security council, we have contributed actively towards findtrig peacefui 
solutions in international disputes. The outstanding example in this respect was 
gur contribution to the peaceful settlement of the crisis ir, the Dominican 
Republic. 

Malaysia is most sympathetic to the needs an4 asphations of the people in 
the non-independent territories. We therefore have actnvely psrrrioipated in all 
efforts of the UN to bring about the early de-colonisation of the remaining 
territories under colonial mde. 

In this part of the world we have together with the Philippines and Thaaland 



formed an Association of South-East Asian states. The birth of ASA marked a new 
era - an era of the awakening of the countries is South Asia in their realisation of 
the great need to work in closer co-operation in economic, social and technical 
matters. This spirit of co-operation which prevailed in ASA has now paved the 
way for a bigger regional grouping known as ASEAN i.e. Association of South 
East Asian Nations. Through bilateral trade agreement we have not only boosted 
our export drive but also established closer understanding and goodwill. 

We look back to these 10 years with pride because we have achieved these 
things through peaceful, positive planning on all economic fronts and a dynamic 
approach on all development efforts. Our achievements are the more remarkable 
because we have achieved all these through realistic and pragmatic policies, in a 
truly democratic manner, without shattering our national fabric. Our success story 
is an open book. The development implementation techniques which we have 
perfected in the last 10 years have enabled us to reduce income'disparity between 
the rural and urban areas. 

This exhibition is an attempt to give a cross-sectional view of what have 
been achieved in the development of our country during the last decade. What we 
will see is only a fraction of what has actually been done on the ground in terms 
of planning, organisation, funds, effort, man-power and benefits accrued. 

This exhibition is also intended to be a reminder that we are forever 
marching forward on the path of progress. But let us not dwell too long in what 
is past. Let us consolidate and build on what we already have. 

The future still holds many challenges. This is a young country and to 
develop even further we need to improve the planning particularly in the: use of 
man-power which we have in abundance. To improve and sustain.the progress and 
prosperity that we have achieved would require a great deal of human talent and 
technical competence of the highest order. We need to increase and improve our 
productivity in all sectors. We can achieve this if there is an alliance - an alliance 
of ideas and an alliance of efforts between the people and Government. Let us 
go forward together, steadfast and unswerving in our resolve to bring even greater 
progress to our people. 

In any endeavour to develop a nation to achieve progress and prosperity, the 
role of the people is as important as that of the government. In times of happiness 
such as this, the 10th Anniversary of our Independence, let us share our 
achievements with our people. Today, we have with us here 3 FLDA settlers, who 
represent the many Malaysians who have contributed to the success stories of our 
time. Let them, as Malaysians who have also made good our Independence, 
perform this ceremony so that this function today can be remembered for a long 
time. 

I now have great pleasure in asking them to declare this Exhibition open.

Cuba kita huraikan secara senang difahami. Barang-barang pengeluaran cucuk 
tanam dan sebagainya telah bertambah. Barang-barang yang dibeli daripada luar 
negeri bertambah kurang manakala barang yang kita jual ke luar negeri bertambah 
banyak. Kita sekarang mengeluarkan barang-barang kegunaan kita sehari-hari 
dan ini termasuklah barang-barang yang tahan lama. Kita telah juga mempelbagai 
dan menguatkan perusahaan pertanian kita serta memberi galakkan untuk 
perkembangan perindustrian. 

Kita telah membuka dan membagi tanah-tanah kepada rakyat yang tidak 
mempunyai tanah. Kita telah memberi tempat-tempat kediaman bagi mereka yang 
tidak berumah. Dengan menambahkan pembinaan jalanraya-jalanraya kita telah 
menghubungkan kawasan-kawasan yang terpencil supaya merasai kemajuan. 
Kita telah juga memberi kemudahan-kemudahan di semua kawasan-kawasan 
terutama di kawasan luar bandar dengan mengadakan bekalan elektrik, bekalan 
air, perhubungan talipon, radio dan berpuluh-puluh lagi kemudahan-kemudahan 
untuk dinikmati oleh penduduk-penduduk luar bandar, petani-petani dan nelayan- 
nelayan yang dianggap sebagai tulang belakang rakyat negara kita.

Tujuan kita ialah untuk melatih 
kanak-kanak kita supaya kemudian hari mereka menjadi ibu bapa yang 
bertanggungjawab bahkan juga supaya mereka menjadi pembina negara yang 
cergas serta berbakti kepada nusa dan bangsa. Untuk mencapai cita-cita ini kita 
telah mengadakan pelajaran rendah percuma dan menjalankan sistem pelajaran 
menengah untuk seluruh negara iaitu satu sistem yang dianggap praktik serta juga 
akademik. Kita telah juga mengembang dan menambahkan kemudahan- 
kemudahan untuk pelajaran tinggi. Kita telah membawa ilmu dan pelajaran pada 
rakyat jelata dengan rancangan-rancangan pelajaran dewasa dan pelajaran 
lanjutan. Bilangan orang yang buta huruf sudah kurang dan boleh dibandingkan 
dengan keadaan negara-negara yang sedang membangun dan maju. Kita telah 
juga mengembangkan bahasa kita, mendaulatkan Bahasa Kebangsaan yang boleh 
kita bangga-banggakan. 

Kita telah mengambil unsur-unsur kekayaan berbagai-bagai kebudayaan 
yang ada pada berbagai-bagai bangsa dalam negara kita ini dan membentxlk satu 
kebudayaan kebangsaan. Kita tidak lagi memperbesar-besarkan kata-kata 
mengenai kebudayaan Cina, India atau Melayu; kita sekarang lebih membangga- 
banggakan kebudayaan Malaysia. Kita berpegang kuat kepada kepercayaan 
bahawa rakyat jelata berhak mendapat kebebasan - belas memilih agama d m  
bebas untuk mengikuti cara hidup pilihan mereka. Kita cintakan kebebasan ini 
dan tetap akan memelihara dengan nyawa kita sekali pun.

k$ur Exceikney Mr. Ramos, Ladies and Gentlemen, 

I am happy, Your Excellency, to be able today to sign the Anti-Smuggiing 
Agreement between our two countries. % hope m d  pray that this will mark the 

beginning and will lay the foundation of close biiateral co-operation between our 
two countries in the future. 

Your Excelleneji, as you know, this sub~ecr ciming the last few weeks had 
been debated publicly in the press resulting in unwarranted speculation in some 
circks that there was strained relationship between the F~iippines and Malaysia. 
The occasion this morning shows beyond doubt that our two countries maintain 
close and friendly relations in that if there is disagreement or difference on any 
matter, it can always be rcmlved in a spirit of fp-iendship, goodwiH and co- 
operation. Your Excellency, the fact that we are able to sign this Ageement today 
has been due to a large measure to your own person& efforts, your skill and your 
sincerity. As a colleague who has come to h o w  you and to appreciate you well, 
1 would like to congratulate you mosi warmly for your statesmms~p. I trust that 
the relationship between our two co~~ntries in the future will always be guided by 
the spirit of friendship and goodwill, tmst and confidence among our leaders and 
by a common desire to work together as Friends and neighbours. 

Your Excellency, it has always been the comer-stone of Malaysia's foreign 
policy to have friendly co-operatim with all countries and, in paflicular, with all 
om neighbours, for we fimly believe that i t  is only in this way can we work 
together for the benefit of our people to eliminate the menace of poverty and 
ignorance and to promote stabiiity and prosperity of our region as a whole. 

Your Excellency, your ccirntry and mine are working closely together, not 
only m ASA of which the Fourth Ministerial Conference has just been concluded, 
but also in other regional bodies, such as ASEAN arid ASPAC. Both our countries 
ape sparing no efforts to achieve this regional co-operation and friendly relations 
among countr~es in this region. 

Your Excellency, I wish to emphasize that our willingness es give you the 
necessary co-operation to suppress what is regarded by your country as 
smuggling is made in good faith and the sincere belief that relations between our 
two countries could thereby be enhanced and be strengthened. ?hie do this despite 
loss of revenue to our countq and despite the risk of unempioyment to the State 
of Sabah. This trade has been with us for many decades and as fa as Sabslb is 
concerned. it was a legal trade. The traders did nor violate Malaysian laws. 



However, despite all these, we agree to co-operate with your Government in the 
belief that as friends and neighbours, we should understand each other's problems 
and should try to help each other as much as we could and one should not 
endeavour to prosper at the expense of the other. 

Your Excellency, I hope the agreement and the protocol which we have just 
signed will establish the necessary framework which will regulate trade relations 
between Sabah and the Philippines on a permanent frame-work and which will 
bring mutual benefit to our two countries. I would like to wish you and your 
Government all the success in your efforts to solve this difficult problem of 
smuggling and that the Agreement that we have entered today will in some 
measure contribute to this success. 

Your Excellency, I would like once again, on behalf of the Malaysian 
Government, to thank you, your good Lady, and members of your delegation for 
having come to our country on this auspicious occasion in the history sf our 
young Nation. You have been so good as to stay on until the end of the 
celebrations. We have been greatly honoured by your presence in our midst during 
this joyous occasion. Personally, I am also deeply indebted to your Government 
and to the people of the Philippines for having bestowed upon me the high honour 
of the Ramon Magsaysay Award for 1967. This honour will long be treasured in 
my memory and in the memory of my family for all time. 

Your Excellency, I wish you a pleasant and safe journey back to the 
Philippines and we hope we will see you again in our country in the not too distant 
future.

T he last time I attended a Dinner in this Pavilion I was given the honour and 
pleasure of presenting the award of 'Sportsman' and Sports-proman' of the 

Year. 
And again to-night, I am given the great pleasure to be present at a gatherir~g 

of so many eminent sportsmen, sports-women and sports-organisers, not only 
from Malaysia, but from many overseas countries, and it is very nice to ob- seme 
the w m  and friendly spirit that exists when people get together in the cause of 
Spost ! 

Lr rs my belief that the more Sport is encouraged in the '\World, the more 
hope there will be for universal peace! 

Hn fact, If the politicims of the World ran marathon races together instead 
of making marathon speeches, then perhaps peace of the World woral;d be 
guwanteed! 

I notice fhsdt your Foundation is run by a Board of Advice with Dato9 Harun 
as Chairman, and Tan Sri Taibaas Executive Director. E hope they give the comeci 
advice! 

Because, howing borh of them, and knowing some of the Sports' that they 
indulge in, it is fortunate that this Board sf Advice is so well balanced with the 
Inspector General of Police, and an A m y  General, whom 8 Islope will be able ro 
discipline these two! 

Otherwise, 1 am afraid we will have to put a wife on the Board to ensme they 
concentrate on the correct Sport! 

Hgwever, to me more serious for a moment. The iaunching of this National 
Spofi Foundation to-night is another stepping-stone iri the history of om country. 

The timing of this launching could not be more appropriate. Only yesterday 
we finished celebrating - 

- Ten years of Independence: 
-- Ten years of Development; 
- Ten years of Progress; 
- Ten years sf Unity: 
- Ten years of Hamony, 
- Ten years of Happiness, 
And Ten Years of Sport In Malaysia! 



During our celebrations, I was both happy and proud to see the many 
thousands of our people turn out for the various Parades, Cultural shows and other 
forms of celebration. 

I could sense the feel, both in traffic jams and amongst the thousands of 
people walking on foot through the Lake Gardens that deep-rooted in the hearts 
and minds of our Malaysian people, there was the right spirit - the Sporting spirit! 

Because, to me the object of Sport is not entirely to entirely to excel on the 
foot-ball, or hockey ground, to win cups, or to be champions. 

It is more than that. It is what we learn. Learning the spirit of 'give and 
take' which, if, in one's youth one has been a sportsman, and then like me you are 
too old to play any game except Golf, the benefit of sport remains with one, to 
one's dying day! The ability to play the game, in work, in politics or in any other 
activity in our lives as good Malaysian Citizens. 

We are proud, not only to be a progressive Nation; we are proud to be a 
Sporting Nation! 

At the last Asian Games in Bangkok, we as Malaysians were proud that our 
sportsmen brought back with them 7 Gold, 5 Silver and 6 Bronze Medals. 

Medals are nice to win: but it is not always the medal or the winning that 
matters; it is the spirit behind the game! 

And I can sum up this spirit better in Malay than I can in English:- 
Pingat Perak, Pingat Emas, 
Boleh dimenangi di medan sukan, 
Berbudi bahasa yang tulus ikhlas, 
ltulah yang kita utamakan! 

I remember the last time I spoke in this Pavilion on the occasion of the 
award of 'Sportsman' and 'Sports-woman' of the year. 

I quoted and English poem which fits in with the spirit of the pantun I have 
just given you in Malay which was something like this:- 

'And when the One Great Scorer comes 
to mark against your name, 
He writes not that you won or lost - 
But how you played the game'. 
I also said, and I think what I said bears repetition; that I was extremely 

pleased now-a-days to see that Sports in Malaysia is really gaining impetus, and 
I believe that each and every aspect of sports has a very definite place in the 
mosaic of our Nation. By encouraging Sports, and it is the declared policy of the 
Alliance Government to encourage Sports, we are helping, not only to build up 
our Nation's Youth to be good sportsmen, and better Malaysians, but we are also, 
in the field of sport, helping to achieve the main task that lies before us, the task 
of building a harmonious, unified, Nation. 

Other speakers this evening have already talked about the purpose and aims 
of this National Sport Foundation; so there is not need for me to repeat on the 
same theme, but I would like to say this, how grateful we are to Tan Sri Nik Kamil 
and the Rothmans Board for the unselfish and generous contribution they have 
made both in moral and financial support towards the formation of this 
Foundation.

ADDRESS BY THE 
HON'BLE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 

AT THE CONFERENCE OF SOUTH EAST ASIAN 
OFFICIALS ON TRANSPORT AND 

COMMUNICATIONS ON 4TH SEPTEMBER 1967 

Mr. Chairman, Your Excellencies, Ladies & Gentlemen, 

join the Secretary-General in extending to all of you, on behalf of the I Government of Malaysia, a warm welcome to Malaysia and to this Conference 
of South East Asian Officials on Transport and Communications. I would also like 
to take this opportunity to express our thanks to the Consultants who have very 
generously agreed to give us their time at this Conference. Their expertise will be 
of invaluable help to us in our deliberations. 

You will all have gathered that only last week we celebrated the Tenth 
Anniversary of our Independence. The country is therefore still in a festive mood. 
Despite your crowded schedule in the next few days, I hope you will have the time 
to move around among us and our people in celebrating this happy occasion. 

If this Conference is a success, and I am confident that it will be, we will 
have embarked on yet another important aspect of regional co-operation and 
development. Indeed, the touchstone of economic statesmanship in this decade 
has become regional economic co-operation. And this is as it should be. It is all 
too evident that the quest for accelerated economic development by the 
developing world will not materialize without more economic co-operation, 
especially among countries in close proximity to each other. 

The obstacles to rapid development are many. Among the most important 
are, first, constraints which hamper export expansion and, second, our inability to 
capture the advantages of economies of scale, particularly in the industrial field. 
Yet the potential exists for overcoming these handicaps through regional co- 
operative arrangements. We should exploit these to widen opportunities for 
national development and in doing so, we shall be promoting our mutual 
development in the region, with all that this implies for greater peace, stability and 
harmony among neighbours. 

In this task, the development of Transport and Communications is of 
fundamental importance. It is obvious that the promotion of infra-regional and 
extra-regional trade, and the exploitation of our respective comparative 
advantages, can only be undertaken through an adequate network of Transport 
and Communication facilities in the region. Too often in the past we have tended 
to be inward-looking in the planning of national Transport and Communications 
facilities. Faced with economic problems demanding urgent attention within our 
own borders, we may have overlooked opportunities for regional development 
and the relationship of the Transport and Communications plans of other 
countries which affect our own. If, therefore, Transport and Communications is to 



contribute in a maximum way to national development, co-ordination in plannmg 
and implementation is essential. 

Co-ordination, however, is easier proposed than carried out. Yom 
pafiicipation in this Conference of BfEicials demonstrates the earnestness and 
intent of your Governments. But this is clearly only a first step. Effective co-- 
ordination can only be brought about on the basis of an integrated progrannme of 
regional Transport and Communications projects. We are fortunate that we have 
such a programme for Telecommunications. H refer to the plan which has been 
fomulated under the auspices of the International Telecommunications Union or 
BTU. Our job now is to secure its expeditious implementation. In the transpart 
field, however, no such comprehensive plan exists, I would therefore commend to 
you the desirability of undertaking a comprehensive Regional Transport Survey 
to help ensure that the right mount, of the right kinds, of measures will be 
undertaken at the right time. 

1 make this proposal to you, however, with a certain moimt, of trepidation. 
The need for co-ordinated development of Transpost faciliiies on a regional basis 
is too urgent to permit us to postpone action until a regional survey has first bezn 
carried sut. We must resort to interim means of getting the job underwaq. I am 
impressed by the amount of work that participating Govemmenrs have already 
undertaken to identify projects requiring regional treatment. T a n  iherefore 
I~opeful that at this Conference, officials acting jointly. will be able, not only to 
map out the means for achieving co-ordination in the long-term, but that you will 
also succeed in laying the groundwork for regional tlreatmenr of critical, high 
priority projects with immediate effect, 

But good planning is only one aspect of the process. Implementation is 
another and will probably prove to be the most intractable problem - for lack of 
finance. in the first place, Transport and Communications facilities are iderewtly 
expensive to mstall. In the second place, given rates of overall economic 
development are usually accompanied by even greater increase in freight traffic. 
As a consequence, the number and range of projects needed for the establishment 
of an adequate network is of such a magnitude that, in a rrrajoripj of cases, it must 
fay claim to as much as one-quarter of the total public investment budget. Tree 
pressure of Transport and Communication needs on our resources is indeed heavy 

The implementation of Traqsport and Communication projects an the scale 
required will therefore be facilitated if resources in addition to thai which we ma) 
be able to raise locally are brought to bear on the problem. It is my hope, as 1 &?a 
sure it is yours, that the developed countries will favourably consider joinrng us 
in a co-operative endeavour. I m. in fact, quite confident that the exercise you 
will be emkk ing  on at this Conference will serve as a useful instnamenr for 
marshalling outside assistmce sax, a global scale. 

While assistance in significant mount will go a long way towxds laying a 
strong foundation for economic growth in South Ease Asia. ~t is 01419. logical ro 
expect at the same time that great economic bemfits will also be generated for 
potential donor countries. Investment opportunities should increase, while our 
imports of transport materials and eqlupment will cestainly expand. Moreover, as 



our countries are enabled to accelerate the development process, our markets will 
expand considerably for a wide range of sophisticated capital goods imports. 

It is my hope also that in the extension of assistance some innovations will 
be instituted to meet the urgent requirements of to-day. To be of significant help, 
it is not merely sufficient that the quantum of aid should be just enough to 
facilitate the implementation of a minimum programme. A greater degree of far- 
sightedness is called for, particularly in view of the benefits which will accrue 
both to recipients and donors from soundly - conceived Transport and 
Communications projects. Furthermore, I would like to suggest that, having 
regard to the great number of calls on the severely limited resources of the 
developing world, many of which are not amenable to foreign financing and to the 
length of life of Transport and Communications facilities, developed countries 
should consider giving credit on much easier terms than has been the case in the 
past. 

In the event that you conclude at this Conference that regional co-operation 
in Transport and Communications is practicable and that we will be in a position 
to mobilize the necessary wherewithal for this purpose, you will then want to 
consider the machinery which should be set-up for continuing co-operative 
endeavours and for the channeling of external assistance for the benefit of the 
region as a whole. Perhaps the assistance of the Asian Development Bank should 
be enlisted and utilised. In the first place, the Bank is Asian, with regional co- 
operation and development as its prime motivation. In the second place, we 
cannot but be impressed by the competence with which it is being led and 
managed and by the objectively and professionalism which it is bringing tlo bear 
in its dealings with all concerned. I suggest to you that it would indeed be a 
significant development if a Special Fund for Transport and Communications in 
South East Asia were to be established under Article 19(ii) of the Charter of the 
Asian Bank. 

For sure, regional economic co-operation and development are high on 
Asia's agenda. In the field of Transport and Communications itself, Asian nations 
with the help of the United Nations Organisation and its Economic Commission 
for Asia and the Far East have made great strides in facilitating the advancement 
of these objectives. For example, today, we have a Plan for the construction of an 
Asian Highway which is in the course of implementation as well as one for the 
development of an Asian regional telecommunications network. The question 
before us is what we as immediate neighbours in the region of South East Asia 
can do together to help implement these plans and to supplement the excellent 
efforts of geographically larger-based regional and international organisations. 
This then is the objective of this Conference of South East Asian Officials on 
Transport and Communications. 

The need for regional co-operation and development is too vital and urgent 
a task for any nation to leave even a single stone unturned in the execution of the 
task which lies ahead of us. It is incumbent on all of us to seek out areas of mutual 
development with one another; to secure co-ordinated action with all our 
immediate neighbours; to relate the plans we develop in this process to those of 
our more distant neighbours; and then, through our respective regional 



organisations, to facilitate fimonised planning and action among all regions s f  
the World. I believe that, through a step-by-step approach, which badens  fmm 
the individud country to its immediate neighbours and then beyond, we will be 
able to facilitate maximum participation by all and maximum development of the 
resources of the World at large for the benefit of all mankind. 



SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
AND MINISTER OF NATIONAL AND 

RURAL DEVELOPMENT FOR 
INTERNATIONAL LITERACY DAY 

ON 8TH SEPTEMBER 1967 

T oday is International Literacy Day - a day which has great meaning in the 
United Nations' endeavour to promote universal understanding and to 

preserve world peace and goodwill among men. To us in this country, this 
Literacy Day provides us another impetus in our determination to eradicate 
illiteracy as part of our National efforts to bring greater progress and prosperity to 
our people. 

As in many developing countries, we in Malaysia have yet to overcome fully 
the problem of illiteracy. This problem exists amongst our people, especially 
those in the rural areas who had no opportunity for proper education during the 
colonial days. 

According to the Census of 1957, which was done before Independence, 
there were some 2.4 million illiterate people in West Malaysia. It has since been 
estimated that the actual number was much more than this as the definition of 
literacy used during that Census was only 'the ability to write a letter and read a 
Government notice7, and falls short of the accepted International definition of 
literacy which is the ability to do the 3Rs - writing, reading and arithmetic. 

With the formation of Malaysia in 1963, it was estimated that the number of 
illiterates in our country was increased by another 600,000. Thus, the challenge 
before the Nation to overcome this problem of illiteracy is indeed great. 

But now, let us look back at our attempts to eradicate this social problem 
among our people. 

Prior to 1961, that is before we launched our first post - Independence 
Development Plan, our literacy programme was very limited both in scope and 
operation. Its success therefore was also limited and confined only to the urban 
areas. 

It was clear by the end of 1960 some greater efforts must be undertaken if a 
proper headway in eradicating illiteracy was to be achieved. As this was also one 
of the main problems obstructing national progress, particularly the progress of 
the Rural population which comprise over 60% of the country's population, the 
Alliance Government therefore decided to incorporate the programme of 
eradicating illiteracy within the frame-work of the National Development Plan. 
This decision has proved its worth and great results have been achieved. 

By the end of last year some 720,000 illiterate adults have attended basic 
Literacy training of one year and are now considered, according to international 
concept, no longer illiterate. Annually, some 230,000 people are given literacy 
training in about 12,000 Adult Education Classes all over the country. Annually, 
about $10 million are spent to ensure that this mass literacy campaign would 



reach every nook and comer of srar country. 
It is not, howevep-, in the anumber nor the amomt spent alone that our 

achievements should be judged. It is in the successfix'i bringing rtf Bight to many 
dark corners of our Nation that our efforts should be highlighted. 

As we all know iMteracy :s a barrier to man's endeavour to preserve p a c e  
on earth. An illiterate person can easily become the tool and victim of the 
unscmpulorrs for the realisaiio~n of the latter's ambition to power and such 
mbition may be against the interese of world peace and humh9 brotherhad. 

ft is a well known fact that the best place for the ch;ulti\iatlon 9f peace and 
human brotherhood is the minds of men. As a man becomes literate his mental 
capacity becomes exposed to the bigger world of knowledge. Me becomes more 
enlightened and receptive to ideas and attempts for the preservation of peace; =d 
what is more important, greater also will be his incentives to act for the sake of 
peace. 

Illiteracy also obsemcrs progress. lts existence does not help our people ;o 
keep abreast of time. It obstructs efforts to change the negative attitude of our 
people, reduces their capacity t~ communicate with one another and inhibits 
national efficiency. 

These are some of the reasons that have prompted many count~es,  isaclruding 
Malaysia, to ckryy out its own programme to eradicate illiteracy and also give 
support to the United Narlons' endeavour, through UNESCO, ro pool 
international resources and efforts to eradicate this social problem. 

Our efforts to remove this road-block on the route to progress should 
deserve the suppolrt and co-operation of all progressive and peace-loving people, 

To US) here in Malaysia* eradieatior! of illiteracy is a vital key to otrr Natior, 
building. 'We can expect in f~ tn re  no spontaneous generatio11 of vigorous and 
tolerant Malaysians wiLhout the establishment novt of at lease a generation of 
development-conscious and hard-working Malaysians who are fully Literate. 

Since its inception in 1961, our Adult Education Programme has not limited 
its scope merely to make people able to read md write the National Language and 
to do simple arithmetic; it also provided them with additional hotvledge which 
are of economic as weI1 as of socliai value, 

As you may know, the course is extended to 3 years and subjects like civacs, 
home economics, muslim religious instrgactions, applied agriculture, veb-e~nary, 
co-operatives, cottage industries, health education and other extension education 
are also taught ro students so that, after acquiring the basic titeracjr education, they 
are able to obtain more useful k~~owledge to enhance their efficiency both in 
citizenship as well as in their mdividud skills and craftsmanship. 

And so when UNESCO, after a resolution of the Congress of World 
Ministers of Education which met in Teheran in September, 1965, decided on a 
new concept of literacy pi-opamnze now known as Functional Literacg; which IS 

also referred ro as job-oriented literacy, Malaysia has little difficulty LO folloixr 
international practice. Thi7 is because our Literacy programme had earlier been 
geared towards being functianai so as $0 sompiemenk our overall national 
development efforts by increasing our people's capacity and efficiency. 

We are indeed proud of our achievernents since Independence. Oniy a week 



ago we celebrated the 10th year of our country's Independence with much gaiety. 
We celebrated that auspicious day on such a grand scale because we felt that, after 
a decade of development, progress and prosperity, as a young Nation we have 
made much good for our people than what had been given to them in a century 
under Colonial rule. 

Now, as our country enters its 11th year of Independence we look ahead, 
more determined to do much more. We know the future holds a bigger challenge. 
We anticipate there will be problems and obstructions. 

At this present stage of our National development, when all our human 
resources are needed to participate in nation building, all forms of obstructions, 
including illiteracy, must be removed. The Alliance Government is determined to 
reach and teach all illiterate Malaysians wherever they are, so that they can 
master their own National Language, communicate more easily with one another 
and strengthen our National bond as true Malaysians. 

Let us, therefore, make this International Literacy Day as a day of 
awakening! Let all Malaysians, particularly those who are more fortunate, give a 
helping hand to the less fortunate of our people who are still illiterate and lead 
them from their world of darkness to a brighter world which the Alliance 
Government has built and will continue to do so in future. In doing so, not only 
will you be able to contribute your share to national progress and prosperity but 
also to International understanding and goodwill. 

As a special message to all 'Keluarga Dewasa' - all those students, teachers, 
supervisors and Government Officers - who are participating in the Adult 
Education programme, and also their helpers and new literates, I extend to you my 
best wishes and the wishes of the Government and hope that you will continue to 
give all you can to enhance our country's efficiency by making the programme 
successful and beneficial. 

The key to success within a developing nation like ours lies not merely in 
the development of man's environment. Beyond it lies the significances of the 
desire and the efforts to develop the intellect and skill of all; people who give life 
and hope to the country. To prove itself worthy of the mandate given to it by the 
people, the Alliance Government, in the short period of less than 10 years, has not 
overlooked this factor. In fact it has done much more. 

Beyond the realm of the many successful tangible development projects lies 
also another Alliance achievement. It its Adult Educational programme lies the 
care and attention it has given to the once neglected and unharnessed asset of the 
Nation - the illiterates. The Alliance Government will not stop nor spare any 
effort to eradicate illiteracy. I can assure our people that it will not be long before 
our new nation, Malaysia, will be free from this social evil of illiteracy.

demikian kerajaan Perikatan telah membuat keputusan memasukkan rancangan 
pembasmian buta huruf di dalam rangka pembangunan negara keseluruhannya. 
Oleh sebab keputusan yang waras ini, maka rancangan Pelajaran Dewasa 
sekarang sudah menunjukkan hasil yang besar. 

Kejayaannya ialah: pada akhir tahun 1966 kira-kira 720,000 dewasa yang 
buta huruf telah diberi latihan selama setahun di kelas-kelas Pelajaran Dewasa 
dan mereka sekarang dianggap, mengikut konsep antarabangsa, tidak lagi buta 
huruf. Tiap-tiap tahun sekurang-kurangnya 230,000 rakyat Malaysia diberi 
latihan di kelas-kelas Pelajaran Dewasa yang berjumlah lebih kurang 12,000 buah 
di serata tanahair kita. Tiap-tiap tahun kira-kira $10 juta dibelanjakan di dalam 
rancangan Pelajaran Dewasa ini supaya nikmatnya dapat dirasai oleh rakyat di 
segala ceruk rantau negara kita. 

Tetapi, bukanlah bilangan pelajar-pelajar ataupun jumlah wang yang telah 
dibelanjakan sahaja yang menjadi faktor yang hams dibanggakan. Yang penting 
sekali ialah kejayaan kita membawa suluh pelajaran bagi menerangkan kawasan- 
kawasan yang masih gelap akibat buta huruf. 

Sebagai kita sedia maklum, buta huruf ialah satu rintangan yang 
menghalang manusia di dalam usaha mengekalkan keamanan di dunia. Seseorang 
yang buta huruf itu senang diperdayakan dan dijadikan mangsa orang-orang yang 
tamakkan kuasa. Apa yang dibimbangkan ialah kejahilan di kalangan manusia 
yang lemah dan tiada berpeluang mendapatkan pelajaran itu dijadikan batu 
loncatan untuk rebutan kuasa yang memusnahkan keamanan dunia serta 
persefahaman antara manusia. 

Memanglah sudah diketahui bahawa tempat yang baik dan sesuajl untuk 
menanam perasaan muhibah antara manusia untuk mengekalkan keamanm ialah 
di otak manusia. Apabila seorang itu tidak lagi buta huruf maka otaknya akan 
terbuka kepada dunia pengetahuan yang lebih luas. Sikapnya akan berubah dan ia 
mudah menerima lunas-lunas memupuk keamanan dan persefahaman antara 
manusia. Dan, yang penting sekali, ialah semangat mencintai keamanan makin 
bertambah. Dengan itu ia menjadi lebih cergas melakukan sesuatu untuk membela 
mengekalkan keamanan. 

Buta huruf juga menghalang kemajuan. Ia tidak menolong rakyat mengikut 
perubahan masa. Ia menahan tiap-tiap usaha untuk mengubah sikap kemunduran 
di kalangan rakyat; ia menyekat perhubungan dan fikiran antara seseorang 
manusia dengan yang lain; ia menahan kecekapan dan kemajuan negara 
keseluruhannya. 

Inilah antara sebab-sebabnya yang mendorong negara-negara, termasuklah 
Malaysia, menjalankan rancangan-rancangan untuk membasmi buta huruf dan 
memberi bantuan kepada usaha-usaha Pertubuhan Bangsa-bangsa Bersatu, 
menerusi pertubuhan UNESCO, untuk menyatukan segala ikhtiar dan usaha 
antarabangsa di dalam bidang menghapuskan masalah penyakit buta huruf yang 
dihadapi oleh masyarakat. 

Usaha-usaha kita untuk mengenepikan rintangan di atas jalan menuju 
kemajuan dan kemakmuran ini seharusnyalah menerima sokongan daripada 
semua golongan yang inginkan kemajuan dan keamanan dunia.

B&am sahaja serninggu kita telah merayakm deargan meriahnya 
Hari hilangtahun ke-10 Kemerdekam negara kita. Kita telah merayakan hari itu 
dengan besar-besarrn oleh sebab kita berasa bahawa selepas mencapai 10 t&un 
kemerdekam yang penuh dengan kemajuan d m  kem&murcm, negara kita 
Mala)sia sebagai negara ymg masjh rnuda telah berjaya rnemberi kepada 
rakyatnya nikmat yang berganda Lebah daripada apa yang telah dinikmarl olleB: 
mereka dalam 108 tahun di bav~ah penjajahan. 

Sekarang apabila negara kiia melangkah ke tahun yang ke-Il semenj* 
kemerdekaan kita memandang ke hadapan dengan penuh keazarnan untuk 
mencapai hasil yzng lebih besar iagi. Kita sedar bahawa masa hadapan negara kita 
rnengandungi cabarm-cabaran >ang febih mmit lapi. Kita s e d a  bahawa ada 
banyak masalah-masalah dan rintangan-rintangan, 

Di peringkat sekarmg ini, iaim pada rnasa negara kita memeriukan segala 
tenaga manusia, maka segala rianzangan termasuklah buta huruf mestllah 



dihapuskan. Kerajaan Perikatan sentiasa berazam untuk mencapai dan 
memberikan pelajaran kepada semua rakyat Malasyia yang masih buta huruf, 
walau di mana sekalipun mereka berada, supaya mereka mahir di dalam Bahasa 
Kebangsaan dan dapat berhubung di antara satu dengan lain untuk menguatkan 
perpaduan negara sebagai rakyat Malaysia yang tulin. 

Oleh yang demikian, marilah kita jadikan Hari Kenal Huruf Antarabangsa 
ini sebagai hari untuk kesedaran. Marilah kita semua rakyat Malaysia, terutama 
mereka yang bernasib baik, berkorban sedikit menolong mereka yang bernasib 
kurang baik dan masih buta huruf itu. Marilah kita memimpin mereka keluar dari 
dunia yang penuh kegelapan ke dunia yang penuh cahaya, pengetahuan dan 
harapan yang telah dan sedang dibina oleh Kerajaan Perikatan. Usaha-usaha tuan- 
tuan dan puan-puan itu akan dihargai sebagai jasa kepada negara dan bangsa, 
bahkan juga untuk mencapai persefahaman dan ikatan muhibah di antara bangsa. 

Sebagai pesanan yang istimewa kepada semua Keluarga Dewasa - pelajar- 
pelajar, guru-guru, penyelia-penyelia, pegawai-pegawai sekalian - semua yang 
mengambil bahagian di dalam Rancangan Pelajaran Dewasa, dan juga kepada 
semua orang yang menolong mereka serta juga kepada pelajar-pelajar yang telah 
berjaya mengatasi buta humf, saya ucapkan Selamat Maju Jaya dan ucapan terima 
kasih kerajaan. Saya berharap tuan-tuan dan puan-puan akan meneruskan segala 
usaha di dalarn bidang pembasmian buta huruf ini untuk meninggikan kecekapan 
dan kebolehan negara kita mencapai kemajuan, kebahagian dan kemakrnuran. 

Rahsia mendapatkan kemajuan dan kemakmuran sesebuah negara yang 
sedang membangun, seperti Malaysia ini, tidak terkandung di dalam usaha-usaha 
pembinaan projek-projek di sekeliling manusia sahaja. Ia memerlukan juga hasrat 
dan usaha untuk membina kebijaksanaan dan kemahiran manusia sendiri, iaitu 
rakyat yang memberi jiwa dan harapan kepada sesebuah negara. 

Di dalam masa yang singkat 10 tahun yang lalu, Kerajaan Perikatan, dalam 
usahanya menghasilkan cita-cita rakyat yang telah memilihnya untuk berkuasa, 
tidak sekali-kali mengenepikan faktor yang penting mengenai kemajuan jiwa dan 
raga rakyat jelata. Bahkan, kerajaan Perikatan telah melaksanakan lebih daripada 
yang dijangkakan. 

Selain daripada kejayaan rancangan-rancangan yang dibuktikan di segala 
ceruk rantau negara kita, Kerajaan Perikatan, menerusi rancangan Pelajaran 
Dewasa, telah juga memberi layanan yang sewajarnya kepada golongan yang 
tidak bernasib baik, iaitu rakyat yang buta huruf, yang menjadi suatu punca 
tangga yang belum digunakan sepenuh-penuhnya. 

Kerajaan Perikatan tidak akan berhenti setakat itu sahaja, bahkan akan 
meneruskan ikhtiar-ikhtiar dan usaha-usaha menghapuskan buta huruf. Bagi 
pihak kerajaan saya memberi pengakuan kepada rakyat bahawa tidak lama lagi 
negara kita, Malaysia yang muda ini, akan bebas daripada penyakit masyarakat 
yang berupa buta huruf itu. 



BRIEFING BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
IN CONNECTION WITH VEIT OF PRIME MINISTER 

OF JAPAN TO THE OPERATIONS ROOM 
ON 2381) SEPTEMBER 1967 

Uaur Excellency, 

I like to welcome you to our National Operations Room. This is in a way a War 
Room; but it is not for fighting against human enemies but for development 

work for raising the standard of Iiving of the people to fight against poverty, 
diseases and illiteracy. 

Your Excellency, we in Malaysia had to fight against miiitmt communism 
for 12 years, from 1948-1960. When we achieved Independence in 1957, we still 
have to continue to fight against these militant commmists. However, in July 
1950, we were able to defeat the Communists In the battlefield. Since we defeated 
the Communists, we decided to turn our attention to the people to see to their 
welfare. For 12 years the people, paTtica1~3LT1y, those living in the villages, were nor 
cased for. They were suffering. They had no proper means of livelihood and no 
proper clothing. Indeed, they were not cared for at all because we have to 
concentrate our efforts on the war. Therefore, having won the was, we must now 
win the hearts and the minds of the people to prevent them from being attracted 
to communism. 

We, therefore, decided to embark on an extensive National Development: 
Programme. As you know, pfannillg is a straightforward exercise. Tiere are 
plenty of economists and experts who can plan development plans, but the 
difficulties are to put a plan into action, to give concrete results frorx plm on the 
paper to the gground. Therefore, in order to obtain the maximum results and to 
ensure that our p1ms are a SUCCCSS, WE evol.v.ed our own techniques and our 
methods of implementation. 

Also, we decided that a develapment plan to achieve maximum success 
must have the support of the people. merefore, from the moment we embarked 
on this Plan, we brought the people in the planning. We evolved the Red Book 
system which is here and in this Red Book are laid down the various projects and 
programme which the people themselves must set for the development of their 
particuiar area. This Red Book was prepued by the District Development 
Comn~irtee, by the officers md the representatives of the people, Members of 
Parliament, Members of the Assembly at the district level which is our lowest 
administrative unit. Then a? we implement the Plan, we continue to bfjng the 
people in through adult education progrmmes to educate them on development 
- through gotong royong', i s .  the spirit of self-rellminci: and of helping one 
another - through 'Operation Progress' or "Cerakan Mic'jat' where oKicers and 
village leaders work together to ach~eve results on the ground - though extension 

artments services organised by various Dep- 



Now, Your Excellency, the techniques we evolved are as follows: First, we 
have to gear the whole Government machinery towards Development. We have to 
change the Colonial system of Civil Service into a Civil Service of an independent 
country. We have to see that there is co-ordination of officers at all levels from 
national level to the State level and the district level, and that they all should work 
as one team with one heart, one mind and one aim to achieve results. 

Your Excellency, we have a number of difficulties in our efforts of 
implementing our Development Plans. We have a Federal system of Government 
and the States have a measure of autonomy on certain subjects. We have 13 States 
in all and plus the Central Government, we have 14 Governments. We have, 
therefore, to see that the 14 Governments work together in complete cohesion as 
one big machine. We also have to get the officers at all levels - the administrative 
officers, technical officers, professional officers and others - to work as one team. 
Indeed, we have to see that complete co-ordination be achieved at all levels. 

Now, to do this, we established development teams at all levels - at national 
level, consisting of all the Ministers of the Government, at State level, presided 
over by the Chief Minister of the State and consisting of Members of the State 
Executive Council and officers at State level; then at District level, consisting of 
officers and Members of Parliament and State Assemblymen at that level. We 
have to make this team work with complete co-ordination, with one aim and one 
purpose. We make them hold regular meetings in the early days at the national 
level, once a week; now because the machinery is working well, we only meet 
once a month. The same at State level. They used to meet once a week, now once 
a fortnight. At District level, they do meet once a week; but at State and District 
levels, all officers connected with development have to meet once a week in what 
we call the "Morning Prayers" to see that they resolve whatever problems they 
have and whatever differences they might have and see that they do achieve 
maximum co-ordination. 

Now, Mr. Prime Minister, this system has to be back-stopped by Operations 
Rooms, such as the one we are in now. We have a room like this in every State 
and district and in these Operations Rooms, all projects are charted, showing 
progress from month to month. Then we hold regular briefings to see that progress 
of projects is maintained. We have a system of record, Form 471, showing the 
progress of projects month by month. 

Now, all these briefings, reports, charts and progress must be back-stopped 
also by action on the spot, i.e. by inspection by Ministers, in particular, by myself 
as Minister responsible, together with my team of officers; and here is the chart 
showing the visits I made to the various States and districts to see for myself that 
officers do get on with the job and do maintain progress of the projects.

As a result of using these techniques, we were able to achieve resuits fii" i~ 
excess of what we anticipated dul-ing our First Five-Year Plan from 1960-1965 2s 
can be seen from the map. We budgeted for an expenditure of $2,700 mailion but 
at the end of the period, we spent $3,100 million. Even then, we did not have the 
money to spend much more because our machinery was capable of doing much 
more than we could have afforded. 

Today9 we are in the midst of implementing our First Malaysia Plan ktvhicia 
we starled in 1966 and in this Ran, we have gone ahead of schedule in all our 
projects and because we are shori of funds, we have ro slow down implementation 
of certain projects because of heavy defence expenditure during a;he confronta'&lon 
by the former Hndonesiari regime and now, with the r e m m t  of "J3e Commanisi 
terrorists in our midst and the withdrawal of the British troops, we still have to 
maintain the high level of defence expenditure, amountina2, to $940 rnilUon, Vfith 
the low price of rubber, we xe short of money. -JITe have embraced as much 
taxation as w e  could and the i%'orXd Bank has already advised us that we carnot 
do more than what we can do in the foim of taxation+ We have also ukiiised our 
foreign exchange resources as much as we could. Indeed, we made all possible 
efforts to obtain money and we are short of a sum of $1,900 million or $630,013it) 
American dollars to complete rk projects we have planned between 196&70. '2Ve 
hope to obtain assistance from friendly countries to bridge this gap and we are 
very grateful to your Government, Mr. Prime  minister, for having given 5s an 
mdertaking to Bcnd up to $is0 million to help us finance 01-2~ First Malaysia Planxe. 
We hope; if you can, you will consider helping us more. 

Under the present Plm, we lay particular enphasis on diversificaeion sf  our 
economy, on planting crops oxher than mbber, and also on increasing our food 
production so that we shali be scif-suppofling in our staple food, i.e. rice, We also 
concentr8te on industrialisation. W-e gave pioneer status to industries iin 1955) 
which we consider usefrri to our Development. We believe in free enterprise and 
encourage joint ventures and industries with friendly countries, suchas Japan, and 
B am pleased to say thal in two major industries steel aild sugar refinery, we are 
having joint ventures with Japan. 

MJe encourage investment from outside a d  we feei that because of fhe 
political stability of our counwy, we provide good and fertile ground for 
investment either in joint ventures or in private entevrise. We riveicome businesc 
people from friendly countries, including Japan. We have a number of Japanese 
business enterprises in this caunt;;v. We welcome more of them because we need 
your help in order lo achieve progress. We would like our; friends to show their 
farth in us. VVe, as a democratic freedom-Loving Nation, desire peace and progress 
and we feel that the best way sf preventing the advent of milatant communiss 1s 
though economic development. If we can make our people happy and contented, 
then they will not be attracted ro any foreign ideas or ideologies. That :s why, Ms: 
Prime Minister, we are deveting all our resources and efforts in this jbibpoflant 
field of economic development and we tmst that oar friends will give us all the 
help we need m this impnsrtarll venture

SPEECH BY YAB TUN HAJI ABDUL RAZAK 
DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 

ON THE OCCASION OF THE OPENING OF THE 
"GREAT ECONOMIC DEBATES" 

SYMPOSIUM AT THE DEWAN TUNKU CHANCELLOR 
UNIVERSITY OF MALAYA, ON 2ND OCTOBER 1967 

Mr. Chairman, Ladies & Gentlemen: 

L ast week-end I was in Cameron Highlands during the visit of the Japanese 
Prime Minister and enjoyed the rarefied atmosphere of the heights of the Hill 

Station. 
I enjoyed my short trip very much and to-night I have a similar pleasure of 

enjoying for a short time, a meeting in the rarefied atmosphere of the Economic 
Society of your University. 

It always gives me a pleasure to come to this University because it reminds 
me of the visit I made to this place 11 years ago in 1956 when I walked on the site 
which was then covered with rubber trees and secondary jungle in order to decide 
on the establishment of this University. So I had obtained a little satisfaction over 
the fact that I played a small part as Minister of Education at that time in the 
establishment of this University and in providing the opportunities for the best 
education we could give to our young men and women in this country. 

Ladies and Gentlemen, let me confess to you that it is with some hesitation 
that I address this gathering of economists and budding economists for I an1 not 
an economist. My only claim to fame is of simplicity. I am a straight-forward 
politician with simple uncomplex background. And I claim to know something 
about Development and the desirability of Development in this country, 
particularly, Rural Development, because I myself started life in a rural and 
remote kampung. I started my schooling in a school with an attap roof above me 
and an earth floor beneath me. I still remember vividly the feel of the mud-floor 
on my shoe-less feet. 

Ladies & Gentlemen, I also make no claim to be an academic. I only had the 
good fortune of being able to study law at the Inns of Court in London years later, 
and although I started to study a little bit of the elements of Economics, I had to 
give it up owing to the untimely death of my father. 

Ladies and Gentlemen, when I was studying like you, at your age, I mean 
those of you who are under-graduates, I thought a lot about politics because in 
those days our country was not yet independent and was governed and 
administered by a custodian Colonial Government. 

I, therefore, decided, with many others, to enter politics with one aim, I say 
this with modesty, a sincere aim to be able to serve my people and my country 
without much thought of personal gain, and I looked upon politics, not in the 
philosophy of opportunism but rather in the spirit of opportunity to be of service 



to our country to help in the fight for independence and to serve our newly 
emerging Nation Malaya at that time. 

There were hundreds of others who were in politics at that time. Whatever 
their faults and short-comings might have been, they have done one great semlce 
to our country and their contribution \%ill be written by historims in letters of 
gold. They assisted us in bringing about independence to om country and with 
independence, came progress and opportunities for our people for a better and 
higher standard of living and for a fuller and a richer life. 

Ladies and Gentlemen, let us now look back to the newly independent 
Malaya of 1957, Let us turn the pages sf history to a decade sago and get our 
%hiking on Development in perspective. 1 am sure you will agree with me, being 
Economistsj you must do everything m perspective and also apply your econornin 
theories with perception in perspective. 

We went though a period of trials and tribulations during the Japmese 
Qccupation. No sooner was this over, instead of moving forward into an era of 
hope and progress, our country was faced with a Pong and drawn-out Emergency 
caused by militant Conmmism which drained our time, our money and isus 
energy, and distracted us from the task of Development. 

$be Emergency was still very much with ES when the country gained its 
independence in 1957. 

Therefore, our first task was to rid ourselves of this Communiw menace and 
to devote our energy and resources to bring about peace in our country, and we. 
therefore, could not seriously set about the task of Development and Nation 
building. We were not able to apply the full forces of financial and hurna~~ 
resources to the task of pushing our Nation along the path of progress untii" Buiy 
f 960, when the Emergency was brought to an end. 

9 remember well those days how our people in the villages suffered for 12 
years - they had to live beh i~d  babed-\;irises in temporary huts, they had little lo 
eat and were living from hand to mouth; hey were not properly clothed, some of 
them were halfnaiked; and many of their children were not able to go to school. 
That iwas the situation at that time. Our country was living En a state of gloom and 
despondency. Although we achieved Independence; but i t  meant very little to 
most of our people. Our people in the villages and the kampungs could not see 
any hope for a prosperous. happy or a dynamic future. 

Therefore, in a situation such as that, what do we do? The obvious thing for 
the Government to do, as I myself knew at that time, was to give immediate 
assistance to our people to lead &em out of this state of despondency and 
helphessnsess; to give them the bare necessities of life; to show them that there was 
hope for the future, that the Government was in earnest in endeavouring to give 
them a beaer and a higher sta~~dapd aE living and that as citizens of an zndepenknt 
Nation, they could have a rightful place among the free Nations of the world. So 
that was the situation we had to face and that was the way in whrch we had to 
tackle the problem. We had to feel the pulse of our people, both in the rural end 
the urban areas and devise ways and means of increasing our National pulse-beat 
from a sub-normal pace to th8t sf a natural and lively speed. 



Therefore, I decided to divert our National finances and energies towards 
Development. In order to do this, our first task was to gear the machinery of 
Government towards Development. Towards achieving quick and immediate 
results, we had to shed the shackles of Colonial thinking and Colonial methods. 
We had to make every department and every Government servant orientated 
towards dynamic Development. We had to change their way of thinking, their 
attitude of mind and to pool all their energies and resources towards bringing 
about quick results in this field of Development. 

X a d i e s  and Gentlemen, one can never expect, when dealing with human- 
beings, to achieve one hundred per cent success, but I do say, with modesty, that 
in the implementation of our last Five Year Development Plan, we did, by 
changing our systems and our attitudes, and by adopting our own techniques of 
development implementation, achieve a considerable measure of success in 
getting things done and in producing results on the ground. 

We had to implement our Development Plan phase by phase. We had to 
show to the people that the Government was in earnest to help them to bring them 
the bare minimum amenities of life, and to lift them from the hopeless situation 
which they were in. So the Government had to do its part to build roads to get 
access to these villages to enable us to bring amenities of life to them. We had to 
do all these minor projects such as building of Community Centres, places of 
worship, bridges, water-supplies and such like, in order to invoke confidence, 
enthusiasm and hope among our people living in such depressed conditions for a 
better life. Also, it was necessary to lay down a sound framework and infra- 
structure of Development before we could call on the people themselves to 
contribute their own part in the development of their country. That was why we 
carried our Development in phases. 

The first phase was action by the Government and after we have 
implemented this first phase for 18 months, and having invoked this confidence 
and enthusiasm among the people, then we started our second phase. We called 
the people to action, to play their part in improving their standard of living, in 
increasing their income and improving the conditions in their homes and in their 
villages. 

I know that some purely academic observers of our National Development 
Programme have criticised such minor projects in the rural areas as the budding 
of Community Centres, places of worship and other minor projects which they 
call uneconomic. But, Ladies and gentlemen, that part of our Development 
Programme was negligible compared to the overall effort on sound economic 
projects. 

My belief in the field of Development, is this: that Development is a mosaic, 
it is like a four dimension film; pure hard and fast economics and an economic 
theory are not enough. One has got to take into consideration equally important 
aspects, the human aspect, the social aspect and the political aspect. 

I will refer later in my speech to some of the major achievements of our Five 
Year Plan after Independence and our success in transforming the rural sector to 
increase the income of the people to provide the social amenities as are to be 
found in the urban areas and generally to make political independence meaningful 



by economic progress. 
While these are going ahead, also at the same time, and this ir my 

philosophy of Development; the small things, a small r o d  to a Kmpung, a smdi 
clinic. a small Community Centre, a place of worship; these sort of things are 
equally important both psychoBogically and politically in so much that they create 
an awareness amongst our people. no matter how remote and far away they msiy 
be from our towns, an awareness to seaiise that development is part of their lives, 
that things are happening, that our Nation is marching forward, m d  that they 
themselves muse: join in this forwa3.d movement and make their own contribution 
on their own land in their daily work and in their efforts to increase production - 
indeed in improving their standard of living and way of life and in our efforts 
towards our National Development. 

A road leading to a village is Important in that i t  is a means of bringing better 
health services, better education, better government services, better infomation 
services, better contact with other people and evcn bettes contact with you 
Economists who want to go and study the economics of National Development. 

Now, Ladies and Gentlemen, in the last ten years of progress, ure have given 
all these advantages to our people. These are the things they were deprived of in 
the old Colonial days for many years before we achieved independence. In the last 
ten years. comparing ourselves in Malaysia to other deveioping countries 
throughout the world, not one of ns can deny that our couney -Maia~~sia has 
progressed in the right direction towards prosperity md progress. 

We have our difficulties - we have had stitmbling blocks which any of us 
would be foolish to deny their existence, such as a few years of Coni3rontataon 
which drained our development effort towards a military effort, and other aspects 
such as the one we are facing now. the falling price of rubber, which reduces our 
revenue. But, nevertheless, it is my belief that if we do think hard and plan the 
next decade of our Development, we can make sure that when we celebrate oarr 
second ten years of Independence, Malaysia will be an even kt ter  place for US, 

for cur children, and our grandchildren and descendants, to live in. 
Let us not make any  mistake about this - there have been impressive 

achievements since Merdeka which gives reason for pride and satisfaction in the 
past and far real confidence la our future. 

It is a source of satisfaction to us all that the President of the World Bank. 
&Is. George Woods, at the annual meeting of the Bank last week, made special 
mention of OUT country's impressive economic achievements. And more recently, 
Dr. B.R. Sen, the Director-General of FA0 has compliinented us for our plans for 
economic develapn~ent and, in particular, our eff~rts to achieve self-suEciency in 
rice by 1970 after having seen far himself the steps that had already been taken 
towads this goal and also I quote '"he precise way we had planned them". 

As you know, the World Bank md FA0 make it a point to be well-infornerd 
and our sence of satishction 1s &I the greater in the knowledge that praise from 
such sources is not lightly-emed. 

Let us now take a quick Eook at what we have achieved In the last ten yes$. 
During 1960-65, Malaysia's national income grew by 5.8 per cent per u r n .  As 
population rose by 3 per ccnr per annun, average income increased by 2,'7 per 



cent, a good achievement indeed. During the same period, employment grew by 
3 per cent per annum, enabling us to absorb increases in the labour force. All this 
has been made possible by sound and progressive economic policies. A measure 
of our commitment to national economic development may be best illustrated by 
the increasing proportion of our national income, allocated to investment. While 
in 1955 we invested 9 per cent of our national income, in 1965 we allocated no 
less that 19 per cent of our national income to investment. This allocation of 
resources to capital formation is high in comparison with that of most other 
countries at a similar stage of development. It offers a dramatic demonstration of 
Malaysia's development efforts. I am proud to say that such progress has 
continued in 1966 and continues today despite external problems. I give you my 
pledge that the Government will do everything possible within its power to 
maintain this tempo of development. 

Our development programmes and policies are oriented to improving the 
incomes of our people directly through such programmes as land development, 
drainage and irrigation, and rubber replanting. 

As to land development, 183,000 acres of virgin land have been opened by 
the FLDA to settle 11,000 families involving a total of some 65,000 persons. A 
further 160,000 acres have been opened up and planted under State schemes. As 
you know, the Jengka Triangle Scheme, which is now in the planning stage, will 
be our biggest Land Development Scheme which will help settle thousands of 
families and give them land and an estimated income of $3501- a month. 

In rice production, the area under padi cultivation expanded from 790 
thousand acres in 1960 to 900 thousand in 1965, of which about 160 thousand 
acres have been made capable for double-cropping. With the implementation of 
two major drainage and irrigation schemes in the Muda River and the Kemubu 
area, and the use of RIA, a new rice variety which will double yields, Malaysia 
will soon become self-sufficient in her basic food crop by the early seventies. As 
far as rubber production is concerned, the far-sighted rubber replanting 
programmes initiated in the fifties have considerably strengthened our ability to 
compete with synthetic producers. Our estates are now more than 80 per cent 
replanted with high clonal seedlings, while small holdings have been replanted to 
the extent of 60 per cent. 

Supporting these production increases have been a wide range of 
infrastructure improvements. In roads, for example, the network expanded from 
nine thousand two hundred miles in 1960 to thirteen thousand three hundred in 
1966, an increase of about 50 per cent in six short years. As regards electricity, the 
total power generated doubled from 1,233 million kilowatt-hours in 1960 to 2,5 10 
million kilowatt-hours in 1966. 

In addition, the expanded education and health programmes pay particular 
emphasis to bringing these facilities to places which do not already have them. 
Indeed, expansion of our educational system has been truly phenomenal. School 
places provided have risen from three quarters of a million in 1952 to two million 
in 1966. This is an increase of the order of 150 per cent. At the time, our 
educational system is being restructured to provide the types and levels of training 
required by a modernising economy. The rapid growth of the University here and 



the excellent facilities provided for you ali, are testimony of the progress in 
education, This is an aacomplishment that will ring through generations of 
Malaysian history. 

Improved medical and heakh facilities have slashed the death and infazt 
morlality rates. At the same time. a programme for family planing is underway 10 
ensure better economic opportunities for our younger generation and ro safeguard 
the health of mothers. 

All this, then is indicative of the solid economic progress achmed in this 
country under the Alliance Government. Now let us turn to the futurz. For this, 
the path of development has been mapped out in the First Malaysia Plan, This 
Plan is the first of a, series of glans framed in the context of a twenty-year 
perspective which covers the country's Img-tern strategy, objectitves and targets. 

Our current high income level has been produced mainly by the growth of 
the rubber and tin industries, :he twin pillars of our economy. However, both these 
commodities face uncertain prospects. In the case of rubber. the long-tern world 
price; is falling steadily while, with regard to tin, known resen~es are being 
depleted. 

If, therefore? we are to Srlrrg about rapid economic and social development 
in Malaysia, we will have to restructure this economy by creatxng new patterns of 
economic activity involving diversified agricultural expansion and indust~al 
development. This process has already begun. For example, we now produce 
mare than enough cement to meet all our constructional requirements. We shall 
be self-sufficient in rice in the seventies. And we have embarked upon wholly neu 
lines of economic activity in basic steel, fertilizer and petrol-chemicals. B%iifh 
every month that goes by prodirction for the domestic market accounts for an 
increasing proportion of our gross national product. But all this is not enough. lin 
the quest for development, no nation should ever be satisfied with its 
accomplishments. 

Looking to the future, this Government w7i81 lead this country to capitdise 
upon our inherent potentialities ta an extent never possible before and 'his despite 
increasing external diRicuities. Vv'e are probably unique mong  developing 
count-ries m having a combination of virgin land and under-utllised human 
resources wailable for developmen", We are probably unique among developing 
countries in the strength of our private and public capital position. And we are 
surely unique in the quality and quantity of our social and economic ianfrastmcture 
with which those people, and that capita: and land can be combined. 

$a draw forth and mould these resources and ~hese potentiajiiies for the 
public good, this Government will press for liberal land alienahfirm. To provide 
gainful employnlent to the addit~omrs to rhe labour force over the years and 
eliminate the backlog of unemployment. we musl move rapidly to put our arable 

r. ~ v e  use. land to the best product' 
We will undertake ali that is necessary to encourage private gmicipar;ion by 

all our people and by foreigners in agficultural development and diversificarion 
and in industrial development, Such is the purpose of the foahcoming Investmene 
Incentives Act which will bring under one piece of legislation all Gox~emmenr 
incentives offered to industries. wrden the scope of these incentives in some cases 
and provide for flexibility in their administration, 



I should like to emphasise here that it is not enough for us merely to look to 
our domestic market. We must strive to expand our exports, both agricultural and 
industrial. This country has done well to avoid a situation where local industries 
are by and large not efficient and operate under high protective tariffs. Having 
high tariff rates not only distorts the allocation of resources but raises the cost of 
production of almost everything else. In effect, the consumer ends up subsidising 
inefficient producers. It is essential for local manufacturers in producing for the 
export market to strive continuously for greater efficiency. 

In the last three weeks, I have spoken a lot about the fall in rubber prices and 
Government's measures to combat it. So I will not dwell on it here tonight. But, 
I should sound a cautionary note. Although recent developments in the price of 
rubber are matters of serious concern to us, they may not, however, spell disaster 
for our First Malaysia Plan. It is true that the price of rubber had declined more 
sharply than envisaged in the Plan; it is true as a result we have lost considerable 
foreign exchange earnings, especially in the last two years. However, despite this 
adverse trend of rubber price, our export receipts for 1967 are expected not to fall 
too much below the level anticipated in the Plan. Export receipts from sources 
other than rubber for the remaining years of the Plan will grow more rapidly than 
originally projected in 1965, The reason is the increasing quantity of oil palm, 
timber and minor exports produced. 

Now, these developments indicate that the implementation of our First 
Malaysia Plan will not be unduly jeopardised. Indeed, Government will see to it 
that the momentum of economic and social development in the country will not 
be hindered. What is required for bringing about rapid economic development is 
to maintain the price of our export commodities, especially rubber, at a reasonable 
level and to devote our efforts with increasing emphasis on agricultural 
diversification and industrial development so that Malaysia will attain self- 
sustained growth as planned. 

For the implementation of our many development programmes, we are 
doing our utmost to provide domestic resources for development through taxation 
and charges of various kinds. We are not sparing ourselves. In consequence, we 
do not hesitate to ask that the developed countries be more forthcoming with loans 
and grants to help supplement our own efforts. 

While determined to achieve the Plan targets we have set ourselves, we are 
equally determined not to create inflationary pressures which could undermine 
this country's financial stability. In this connection, it is noteworthy that our 
general price level has remained relatively stable over the years. The index right 
now is just over 104 on a 1959 base of 100. 

Surveying the situation as a whole, we do indeed have ample cause for 
satisfaction with our past performance and with our prospects. We enjoy political 
and economic stability. The credit-worthiness of our country is high and our 
public debt is at a relatively low level. Our reserve position is good. Given the 
sense of dedication, self-reliance and with determined efforts, our people can look 
forward with confidence that Malaysia will have a bright and prosperous future. 

Before I conclude, I have something to ask each and everyone of you. As 
Minister of National Development, I have opened many new roads, many new 



schools and a hundred and one thousand new development projects. 
Never in my life have I been asked as a plidcian to open a ""pipe?ine7', but 

tonight in opening your Symposium, I should like &so to open a pipeline of ideas: 
a pipeline of economic thinking; a pipeline of constmctive thought for the 
development of our Nation. which wiiI link our Nation's University with our 
National Development Programme, 

I, therefore, hope that in the next few years, all of you will get down to some 
constmctive thiking and produce some ideas h a t  are worthwhile for the future 
of our country. 

Now, Ladies and Gentlemen, let us not waste our brain pouler; let us not 
create a braindrain in arguing over rfie defences of the past, if there were any, but 
let us put our brains together and produce a constructive plan for the future so that 
our Nation may progress even more in the next ten years than it has succeeded in 
progressing in the last ten yeas, 

4 can assure you ali, Ladies and Gentlemen, as Minister responsible h'or 
Development; and hf can assure you, on behalf of the Alliance Government, that 
we are ever ready to listen to and tcs accept consmctive ideas for the development 
s f  our Nation, and this is what ymr Symposium can, and should prduce, and 5 
hope that you will go about your in your hiebates and in your discussions with 
this attitude of mind, which is to produce constmctive ideas far the future benefit 
sf our people - for our children and our grandchildren. 

With these words. I wish your Symposium a13 success a d  I have mwh 
pleasure in declaring the 'Great Economic Debatese' open. 



SPEECH BY YAB TUN ABDUL RAZAK 
DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 

ON THE OCCASION OF THE OFFICIAL OPENING OF THE 
CONFERENCE OF NATURAL RUBBER PRODUCING COUNTRIES 

IN KUALA LUMPUR ON 2ND OCTOBER 1967 

Mr. Chairman, Hon'ble Minister, Your Excellencies, Distinguished 
Delegates, Ladies and Gentlemen: 

I t is an honour and pleasure for me to welcome on behalf of the Government and 
the people of Malaysia the distinguished delegates to this Conference and to 

extend to you our most cordial greetings. 
We, the Malaysian Government, deem it a great honour that you have so 

heatedly and spontaneously responded to our invitation to hold a conference of 
the natural rubber producing countries in spite of the short notice given. 

We, in Malaysia, attach the greatest significance to this Conference and the 
fact that you are here today shows that you also share our sense of purposes and 
sense of urgency. 

The nations which are represented at this Conference together produce 90 
per cent of the world's natural rubber and although we would have liked our far 
away fellow producer nations in Africa and South America to be with us today, 
but because of distance and the time, it had not been possible for them to do so. 
We are, however, confident that this conference here can speak loudly and clearly 
on behalf of all the natural rubber producing countries of the world. In this 
connection, I would like to extend a special welcome to the observer from Liberia 
who has come from a long way. 
Ladies and Gentlemen, 

We have been under the shadow of a cloud of depression. The price of 
natural rubber has dipped to its lowest level in the last 19 years, and rubber 
producers, big and small, are beginning to be afflicted by gloom and despondency. 

Therefore, it was decided to convene this Conference so that producing 
countries could consult each other and evolve effective measures to deal promptly 
with the problem that faces us. We hope that as a result of our deliberations in the 
next three days, we will be able to reach agreement on the problems of production 
and price which are in the forefront of our thought today. 
Gentlemen, 

On the results of this meeting are placed the hopes and aspirations of the 
several millions of our people whose life and existence are so dependent on a 
flourishing natural rubber industry. 

In fact, the eyes and ears of the world are focussed on our Conference, for 
we, the natural rubber producing countries of the world, are coming to grips with 
a problem which is at the very heart of the struggle by the vast body of under- 
privileged mankind for a better and fuller life. 



By taking counsel together to find an effective answer to the problem of 
falling rubber prices, we are making it clear to the world that producers of psimtrry 
commodities can no longer sit back tvithout taking positive and effective steps to 
solve the instability of the price of this main product. 

The fortune of Malaysia, like those of your countries, are bound up with 
natural rubber. 

Rubber is the mainstay of our economy and the vicissitudes of its producers 
are inescapably reflected in the econamic and social well-being of osar countqv. 

We, in Malaysia, just as in the other natural mbber pmducing countries 
which are represented here today, are confronted with the need ta achieve aI: 
adequate rate of growth in our economies to meet the needs of an expanding 
population and the rising expectations of our people. 

Qur resources are limited and like you we depend substmria'tlp on the 
earnings of our primary export commodities to finance a steady and sustained 
programme of economic development, and for this reason alone, If not for others, 
a fair and stable price for natural mbber is of the utmost impofiancz. 

We, in Malaysia, have through ups aid downs over many years displayed 
every confidence in the future of a well-nu~ured natural mbber industry. 

As early as 1953, we embarked on a gigantic replanting progrmrne to 
ensure that natural rubber could be viably praduced at a price competiGve with 
that of any synthetic producek: 

\Ye have k e n  spending Iarge sums of money on research and deveIopmeant 
to enable our product to neet the technologicai challenges which the Synthetic 
Rubber Industry has posed and is expected to pose. 

Otrr scientists are tearing down the bmiers which separate iigricultural 
practiee from industrial technology te ensure that the rubber tree can continue to 
match and, if necessary, outmarch the chemical engineering plant as a production 
unit. 

These efforts are tmgibie manifestations of our determination to sustain this 
great industry. whatever the challenge may be. 

But, despite all. this, there are forces a.t work in h e  world at large which we 
nullifying the fruits of our labours, and are undermining their purpose. 

A fa14 in the average price of mbber of Malayan 42 cents in the lastsix years 
(1961-1956) has meant to us a loss of $5,400 million in foreign exchange 
eamings, which is equivalent to a fall of 57 per cent in our estimated GNF (Gross 
Nsaaio~~aH Product) and 150 per cent in our estimated gross export earnings for 
1967. 

I have no doubt that corresponding Posses Jia export earnings must have had 
similar adverse and depressive e$Eects on the economies of your countries. 

tVe, in Malaysia, have long accepted that the natural rubber indusrry woui@ 
have to reckon with a secular dawnward decline in prices from earlier, higher 
levels, and we have made prepzations to meet this. 

However, in recent montI-1s the decline has been strongly acpccenrugted by 
pressures which are not consonant with the world rubber situation and which have 
allowed sentiment m d  manipulation to figure too largely in the market price. 

Now if we look at the lmg-term supply and demand position of naturaj 



rubber in relation to the consumption trend for all rubber, there is every reason for 
us to have confidence in the future of the natural rubber. 

And when the present dangerously lowering trend of price of Natural 
Rubber was brought about, one is forced to surmise that it stems from a number 
of short-term factors which have come together in close succession. 

Among these short-term factors are the general economic recession in the 
major consuming countries of Western Europe and North America, strikes at 
several of the major rubber manufacturing firms in the U.S.A., stockpile releases, 
and certainly not least, the dumping of cut-piece synthetic rubber whenever this 
could be practised. Also, there has been a certain amount of market manipulations 
to depress the price. 

The concerted effect of such unfavourable factors brought about a fall in the 
price of R.S.S. No. 1 from an average of 60 cents in January of this year to 57 
cents in June, but the further fall of some 7 to 8 cents since June could only be 
explained if poor sentiment and lack of confidence had gained the upper hand. 

That this was so, has been clearly demonstrated by the Malaysian 
Government's recent operation in the rubber market since, by only modest action, 
the price of R.S.S. No. 1 was raised from 47 cents to 53 cents in a matter of days. 

The Malaysian Government's action has reactivated the market and restored 
much-needed confidence, and in doing so, has proved the point that the big price 
drop to 47 cents was essentially a temporary feature caused by 'bearish' 
sentiments magnifying the effect of a number of special short-term factors. 

We, in Malaysia, by Government intervention, have provided the rubber 
market with a "shot in the arm" - have injected a serum, giving it slight vigour 
and activities. 

Nevertheless, such reinvigoration, important though it is, is not enough for 
full restoration of health without further positive sustenance. 

What is important now is to generate the closest co-operation among the 
world's natural rubber producing nations, so that concerted measures can bring 
about a more lasting recovery in the price structure. 

As suppliers of a large volume of important strategic raw material in 
worldwide use, there is every reason for natural rubber producers to work together 
towards achieving a fair and equitable price for their product. 

In fact, at the Ministerial meeting of ECAFE, developing countries on 
UNCTAD recently concluded in Bangkok, it was enunciated and accepted by all 
participants that formulating .a pricing policy which secures the highest possible 
real earnings for developing countries from the export of their primary 
commodities has become a key objective in assisting developing countries. 

This, then, is the compelling case for our meeting here today, and we, in 
Malaysia, look to our fellow producers assembled at this Conference to provide 
us with wise counsel and sincere co-operation to resolve our common problems. 

Whilst I have touched on the need for quick measures to alleviate the 
immediate effects of unduly low natural rubber prices, which in the absence of 
corrective action could well have serious long-term consequences, there are 
deeper, more fundamental problems which call for long-term measures in order 
bring a greater degree of stability into world trading, and to the mutual 



advantage of natural rubber and synthetic nbber producing countries, a 
stabilisation of price for all of us in the world mbber industry at a reasonable 
level. 

I refer to the prevailing world wide surplus production capacity for synthetic 
rubber and the market pressure from ever-growing stocks. 

Fiercely competitive and unhealthy trading practices have become prevalent 
- as is now publicly achowlebged by synthetic rubber producers themselves - 
with ""dumping " at cut prices taking place on a wbstantial scale, norably in the 
European Common Market countries, where domestic producer5 have at least 
been forced to make official protest. 

The heavy discwmts, now common-place, are nor only eroding the nomal 
'ce as price levels of synthetic ntbber. but are binging down the n a t d  mbber prts, 

an inevitable sequence. 
We, in Malaysia, believe that if synthetic rubber producers were given a 

choice between a rat race in the world's rubber markets with its attendant price 
cutting and other unsavoury practices and a plamed price policy related to world 
supply and demmd, there is no doubt what their choice would be. 

All we require is fair competition on this basis. 
We aim for a price level for natural mbber which is rationally equated with 

that firr comparable synthetic mbber and not one depressed and distomd by 
market encroachment though "'dumping" and kindred practices. 

We seek a policy tvhich wifl restrain trading rivalries within an 
immensely powerful industry from spilling over and swainping the multitude of 
the very much smaller and much more vuli~erable producers sf natural mbber m d  
thereby  ridemi mining the economic progress of hose countries. 

We ask more than that the code of reasoned self-discipline for the common 
good which distinguishes civilisation from barbarism in social life be carried over 
to trading relationships between nations. 

We in Malaysia believe thzt effective measures based on these pri~ciples can 
be devised and realised if mutual trust, understanding and goodwill; between the 
namraf mbber producing md the synthetic mbber pmducing c o u a ~ e s  can be 
better established. 

We, therefore call on the synthetic mbber producers, under the aegis of their 
Governments, to Join with natural rubber producers to plan production with dire 
regard to demand. 

In doing this, let me state plainly that we do not qproach the subject with a 
motive s f  being anti-synthetic, 

Naturai mbber and synthetic mbber, like many other competitive entities- 
have to coexist and it is just good sense that f k y  do so to mtua l  ad\~wtQge, 

The true answer to faIllng rubber prices lies in an ernbrrtsive International 
Commodity Agreement. 

This calls for dual action, by both the natural rubber producing nations and 
by the synthetic mbber producing and consuming nations. 

Genuine international economic ca-operation is becoming a sheer necessity 
if basic trading peobIems of this kind are to be solved, naeional progress in the 
populous, lesser-developed countries to be maintdned, and world peace and 



security preserved. 
And, finally, Gentlemen, may I once again repeat my thanks and the 

gratitude on behalf of the Malaysian people for your presence at this Conference. 
I sincerely hope that by this conference and by taking counsel together, those 

of us who are so deeply concerned with the production of rubber and with finding 
market at a reasonable level will be able to find solutions to the all important but 
complex problem. We are making these efforts not with the object of making a 
profit but merely to make life bearable and pleasant for our people who are so 
dependent for their existence on Rubber. 

I hope that your discussions and deliberations in a spirit of goodwill and of 
'give and take' on the points that are at issue in the true interest, will bring forward 
some concrete suggestions and plan of action for the future so that we not only 
stabilise the price of rubber, but also stabilise and strengthen the economy of our 
respective countries. 

I wish your deliberation every success and I have great pleasure now, in 
declaring this Conference open. 



SPEECH BY DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
AT THE CONFERENCE ON ""@A WE IMPROVE UPON 

THE FIRST MALAYSIAN DEVELOPMENT PLAN:' 
ON 2ND OCTOBER 1967 

Mr. Chairmas - Ladies and Gentlemen: 
Intrsductiora 

M ay T say, first of all. how honoured I am to be invited to pmicipate in this 
Conference. An economic and social development plan is so peculiarly and 

~nrimately related to the people of the nation concerned that m outsider is well 
advised to comment with caution. % would also like to congratulate you on 
organizing a major Conference on this subject. The very fact that you are holdkg 
these sessions partially answers the question to which we are addressing ourselves 
tonight. A Plan can only remain vital if it evokes deep and contimous interest 
among large segments of the people of the natioc. 

There must be clear mBes of the game when an advisor to s Govcmrnent 
agency is asked to participate in a Conference such as [his. He must be free to say 
what he himself realy thinks - wrthoat fear that the v i e w  so expressed will be 
falsely attributed to fhe agency and the Gov~rnment whichhe se~aies. The text of 
my talk has. sf course, bee3 read and criticized by officers of the Economic 
Planning Unit. However, the views contained herein, and the responsibility for 
them, are very much my own. 

tVhen B speak of the Plan, 1 amm the First Malaysia Five-Year PEan and 
the Perspective Plan to 1985. My answer to your question is: "Yes, of course we 
can improve upon the Plan, drafted some two years ago". But the qqtstion itself 
reflects a misunderstanding as to the nature of plming. A Plan is a lipring, 
growing orpanism - the reflection of a process in which a nation consistently 
reappraises its situation. irt, objectives, and the policies and tactics by which that 
situation and those objectives can be drawn closer and closer together over dsare. 
Thus. if it does not change and improve with circumstance and experience, the 
Plan is not a good Plan. 

Wow, in thinking about the question which is before us. 'Tan we Improve 
Upon the First Malaysian Deveiopent Pian", I would like to make my approach 
from h'GPur different points of view. These are: 

A. The aims ofthe Plan as it seeks to express the vaiaes and hopes of tine 
people of the nation. Does it effectively embody those hopes and 
aspirations? 

B. The basic economic context in which rhe Plan functions, Does the Plan 
face the realities of presefit circumstances? Are there signs that 
changes in those circumstances were not adequately foreseen and, in 
consequence, require changes so drastic that Plan objectives camot be 
attahed, or alternative@, that :hose objectives should be raised 
cignificantly? 



C. The methodology of the Plan. Were are planning methods used 
appropriate for the country and its problems? Is there evidence that 
those methods are evolving in such fashion as to meet future planning 
needs of the nation? 

D. Finally, are the particular policies and tactics which are embodied in 
the Plan appropriate for a moulding of circumstance, in such fashion 
that the course of economic and social events will draw nearer and 
nearer to the nation's aims? 

It seems to me that only by facing the above questions can this Conference 
feel its way toward an answer to the issue which has been put before us. 

The Aims of the PIan 
As I read it, the basic aim of the Plan is to create in Malaysia a social and 

economic environment in which all men of all races and creeds can grow as 
individuals in freedom and dignity. Further, the Plan recognizes that these 
individuals must be drawn together by common interests and integrated into a 
strong national community. 

The Plan goes on to say that, to accomplish these ends, there must be 
substantial economic growth - simply redistributing a stagnant national income 
will make possible neither a much more meaningful life for those at the bottom of 
the economic ladder nor the opportunity for continued human growth for the more 
fortunate at the top. Between 1965 and 1985 income per capita is to rise at 2.7% 
per annum and, much more important than that, the way of life and opportunities 
of the great mass of people at the bottom of the economic ladder are to be 
revolutionized. 

I cannot imagine a more appropriate set of aims for a social and economic 
development Plan for Malaysia, or for that matter, most developing countries. 
Note two things: first, economic growth is not considered as an end in itself, but 
rather as a means to attain certain basic human values, including social harmony 
in a multi-racial society. Second, in marked contrast with most development 
plans, the growth target envisaged is a realistic one. In fact, the income objective 
set for the first five years of the 20 year period (a 1.1 % per annum increase in real 
per capita income) is a conservative one. 

Thus I find little to criticize, and have few suggestions to make for 
improvement, in terms of the aims of the Plan. I wish that I could say the same 
for the Plans of even half the countries in which I have worked. 

The Basic Economic Context in which the Plan Functions 
The next question seems to me to be somewhat more complex, i.e. "Did the 

Plan face the realities of present circumstance and adequately provide for future 
events - in such fashion that it continued to be realistic?" Of course, we are today 
in only the second year of the First Malaysia Plan, but the question is a relevant 
one and must be faced again and again as the years go by. 

I believe that this a serious question today and one which calls for an 
immediate and clear answer. There is a great deal of talk of the difficulties which 
have emerged in the short two years since the Plan was written. All of you are 



aware sf this talk. In fact, it will 5e many contention that you may be overly 
concerned. \%at are these dificulties? They are w well h o w n  fiat 5: need do 
nothing more than list them: 

A. a rapid fall in the price of rubber that was only part-ially foreseen in the 
Plan projections; 

B. initial dil'ficulties in obtaining foreign assistance in a world in which 
major foreign donors have been faced by increasingly diiFficult balance 
of payments problems: 

C. severe economic dlfficulfies in Great Britain which have obliged that 
nation to curtain defence support program in this area of the world; 
and 

D. antensification of the long drawr,-out and painful wax in in~iletnan which 
cannot help but dim the prospects for really substantial private foreign 
investment in Southeast Asia. 

In ail fairness one must ask whether these major external developments have 
made your Plan obsoiete. Must we trim our sails - lower our Plan objectives? 

As 1 observe public and private d~scussions of these matters in Malaysia, it 
seems clear to me that certaln positive factors are not being adequately stressed. 
Tiiese positive factors are not Government secrets. They are available to tbc 
public - in trade statistics, reports of the Central Bank. Budget ,Messages, acd 
other readily obtainabie pubiic source of infomation. Yet, they are not being 
weighed properly in the balance. 

The first of these factors whtch 1 wortld like ro bring to your attention IS the 
fact that, despite falling rubber prices, receipts from exports are cunently running 
weli above those projected In the Plan. Further. to a not insignificant extent, Iower 
rubber eamings are offset in the balance s f  payments by reduced profit remittance 
abroad. Finally and even more importmt, there is every reason to expect that 
receipts from exports in the next few years will grow substantialiy, whereas the 
Plan was based on zn assumption of their near stagmaion. The explanation is quite 
simple. In 1965 when Plan documentation was prepared, no one realized the full 
magnitude of the timber, palm oil. and minor expoz9. boorn which 37~as just getting 
underwag. 

The second factor, documentation for which is available for ai: to see, is the 
courage and determination with which yaur Government has pushed taxation in 
order to reach Plan objectives. The Budgets for 1966 m d  I967 called for a level 
of tax revenues substantiaBly above those thought possible when the Plan ;.;as 
written. 

Even more basic than the above, there is always the danger of hrgetting the 
underlying factors which maice your country one of the most pronnlsing 
developmental cases in the world, Like moss. other developing countneb, 
Malaysia has a large reservoir of unemployed m d  uzzderemployed Iabolrz Unlike 
most of them, however, it also possesses a substantial mount  of virgin rand of 
potentially high productivity md a large and undemtiiized capacity to obtain 
exteunal finance to expand its capital stock and accelerate economc gro3ath. 
Besides exceptionally large farclgn exclzange reserves, its high credit standing 
enables it to borrow substantially abroad at relatively favourable rnaeresr rates 



In addition to these impressive elements of strength, Malaysia possesses an 
efficient and well-developed economic infrastructure in transportation, 
communications and power; a demonstrated capacity in the public sector to carry 
out development projects with effectiveness; and an abundance of entrepreneurial 
capacity in its private sector. It has maintained a good record of political stability 
in the context of a multi-racial society. And, finally, your Government has wisely 
followed the policy of relying primarily on methods to promote new industries, 
other than high tariffs and import restrictions - thus avoiding the ever-present 
dangers of channeling new investment away from efficient to inefficient lines and 
creating artificial balance of payments difficulties. 

In sum, my reading of the record is that, on balance, there has been no 
change in basic economic circumstances which would warrant the conclusion that 
the Plan is becoming outmoded. Quite the contrary - it seems to me that there is 
a real danger of losing sight of a continued favourable basic position in the heat 
of discussion of current unfavourable external development. Unfavourable 
external developments are unfortunate, but very largely beyond our powers to 
control. Fortunately, we have a real margin of choice as to whether to push ahead 
with expansionary policies which will help to offset, or even reverse, declining 
incomes in the export sector - or restrictionist policies which may well spread 
contraction throughout the economy. 

Planning Methodology 
Now what about planning techniques? Fundamentally, the First Malaysia 

Plan is a macro plan. That is, it paints a picture, with broad strokes of the brush, 
and with a minimum of detailed planning for any particular sector - with the 
exception of the Govemment investment program. 

Sectoral projections were made (and carefully reconciled with each other) 
which called for substantial structural change in the economy. These in turn were 
linked to appropriate policy measures and supporting public investment 
programs. In this, and other respects, the planning techniques used were far more 
sophisticated than those used in the two preceding plans for Malaya. But still the 
overall Plan is basically macro in character. 

On the whole, I would consider this an appropriate approach for Malaysia, 
in light of the nature of its economy and the evolution of its planning history. We 
must not forget that this is an open economy, in which the private sector is 
expected to shoulder the major part of the development burden. Thus, much of our 
planning must be of an indirect nature - setting the context in which millions of 
individuals are energized into a flexible, common effort. In addition to providing 
this context of law and order and private incentives, the Government is expected: 
to plan carefully and boldly for basic general infrastructure programs in such 
fields as transportation and electric power; to push hard in the provision of even 
higher levels of education, health and research, without which the private sector 
cannot function effectively; and to mold the framework of incentives, infra- 
structure and special Govemment programs in such fashion that desirable 
structural change is accelerated. 

Having said the above, however, I am not implying that we should rest 



content with the planning techniques reflected in the details of the First Malaysia 
Plan. Nor do I tl~ink we are doing so. In my judgement we should push ahead as 
rapidly as possible in the following areas: 

A. The Annual Budget exercise s'raould gradually take on the character oi 
an Annual Det7elopnnent Plan, in which fiscal and monetary policies 
and particuPa~ Government recurrent and development expendittrre 
programs are carefully weighed in light of current developments in the 
national accounts and tile balance of payments. This is not something 
which can be done overnight. Data requirements (wd their rapd 
availsbility) and skilled personnel are severe botrjenecks. In my 
judgment, responsible people in Government are aware of the needs, 
and the right kinds of initial seeps are being taken to meet then:. 

B. Despite the open nature sf this economy and reliance upon a makef 
system of econornlc incentives, we do need "otter insights into the 
various sectors of the economy, and planning docu~nents which more 
effectively reflect the use of silch insights. h the past year, the 
Economic Planning Unit has begun to underxake such worki.,. lri 
addition a majcr transpcslptation st~idy has just been initiated 6 0  cover 
the whole nation and a detailed forestry survey will so021 be launched 
%h is 10 be hoped that, by the mid-Pian review in 1968. more effective 
sectoral thinking will result in a significant imprcsvemcnt of ihc 
planning exercise, 

G. There is also a growing need for regional planning G9inking. Most of 
yoa are aware of the developrr~enes which have taken place in the last 
year or so to improve this part of planing work En-r Rrenggano a 
major regional study is underway of the entire State. f i e  Jengka 
Triangle report represents the first of what should be a series of major 
regional land development studies, Finally, similar woik was initiated 
in East Malaysia by the Labuk Valley study. We are just beginning. 
There Is much to be leaned, but the direction is right. 

Thus, by the mid-Plm review in 1968 and the period of preparahorr of the 
Second Malaysia Five-Year Plan, wkich should begin in 1969, real progress 
should be made in developing more effective and sophisticated planning 
eechiques and a much richer body of knowledge to wkich thej can be appiied. 

Plan Tactics and Policies 
The final q~~esficun concerns the appropriateness of Plan tactics and policies 

to accomplish the purposes envisaged. ?;here is a avhole range of policies 2nd 
strategies outli~led in your Plan. 1 am sure that other spe&ers wil! d ~ s c ~ s s  many, 
or even most, of them in this and succeeding sessions of the Conferegce. Far my 
part, 1 would like to confine my remarks to one strategy issue which E consider to 
be the most: difficult, and perhaps most critical, of the Malaysia 20-Year 
Perspective Development Pian. ?'his is the question as to whether or not it is 
feasible, within a brief period of two decades. not o d y  to, firs&, mcrease per 
capita income by more than tws-i-hlrds but, second, to do so in such fashion &at 
the third of Malaysia's families at the lowest wng of the income md opport~niiy 



ladder share fully and directly in that accomplishment. I have no real doubt as to 
your ability to reach the per capita income objective. As to the second question, 
careful study is underway at the Economic Planning Unit of its realism. On the 
basis of results obtained so far, I am increasingly convinced that the second 
objective (revolutionizing the lives of the lowest third) is also feasible. I am not 
certain that most people realize just how exciting and unusual such a possibility 
is. In fact I am not even certain that, off hand, I can think of a single other 
developing nation which is justified in having such high hopes. 

No matter what the country, or the economic system, it is usual to assume 
that the rural poor must necessarily be the last segment of the population to be 
equipped with modem tools, organization and knowledge. Usually, there are just 
too many of them - relative to the supply of land, capital and managerial ability 
-to make possible their full and rapid incorporation into the modern sector. They 
must wait for industrialization finally to create a "labour shortage" and exert 
enough pressure on the labour supply in the countryside to justify introduction of 
more capital-intensive production methods in agriculture. And this seems to 
require substantially more than a generation, usually more than two generations. 
In the meantime, the rural poor must make do with social service gains (primarily 
in education and health) and some gradual improvements in agricultural 
productivity through Government extension services, credit schemes, etc. - often 
offset, unfortunately, by limited markets and declining prices for their food crops. 
A small minority, of course, may be the beneficiaries of special Government 
programs, but, to repeat, the great majority must await the emergency of that one 
true friend of all poor men - a labour shortage. 

Now, the fascinating thing about Malaysia is that the very poor may not have 
to wait for an advanced stage of industrialization for their labour shortage. A rapid 
growth of industry we must have, to provide jobs for a expanding urban 
population and for some drift of rural people into cities. But Malaysia has a 
combination of assets which if used with courage and imagination makes possible 
a short-cut of the usual development model. 

A. A supply of unused, productive land which, even in West Malaysia, is 
as large as that now cultivated. 

B. A strong public and private capital position. 
C. An unusually favourable investment climate. 
D. A sizeable entrepreneurial administrative, and managerial class. 
E. And resources and people of tested suitability for a diversity of crops 

with a broad and growing export market. 
Despite the projected rapid growth of the labour force, initial analysis 

indicates that a rate of industrial growth and land development is feasible which, 
within twenty years, could bring common labour to such short supply that the 
whole bottom third of the nation's families would be drawn into remunerative, 
full-time employment. 

Of course, there are some prerequisites. (Unfortunately, nothing really good 
seems to come easily). The most important prerequisites, it seems to me, are the 
following: 

A. a much more liberal land alienation policy by the States; 



B. a very substmtial Government research program aimed at agricultural 
diversification, especially for export; 

C. a streamlined industrial incentives system which also puts a premluxn 
cm exports; and 

D. determination by Govement  to take full advantage of the crzdit- 
wo&iness of the nation to inaintaln the momentum of economic 
growth? despite temporary, external adverse &velopments. 

f must say that I find a good deal which is encouraging in recent events - 
bearing on these prerequisiks. In the past few months Central Government 
leaders at the highest level hwe spoken out forcefully in favour of  a more liberal 
State land a'iieniltisln policy A major P A 0  report on agricultural research is? 
Malaysia is now under study by Gov ent. And the Wonourable h4inister of 
Finance has announced that a new Industrial incentives act is forth-comhg. If you 

c m PYnsweT: ask me whether the above steps arc sufficient, I simply do not hav- 
Planners are always concerned and forever wonying about problems of 
implementation. 

f n Condusisn 
Mr, Chairman, Ladies and Gentienxen - "Yes we cm improve upon the 

First Malaysia Development Plad9. We can improve upon it by continuing to 
adapt to changed circumstances, better howledge and more experience, NJe can 
improve upon it by continuing ta innovate in our planning methods. But most 
impofiant of a13 - if we are to reach Plan aims. we must continue to press h a d  
against our resource and human capabilities with courage and imagination, often 
(it is to be regretted) in the face of unhvourabfe external developments.

SPEECH BY Y.A.B. TUN HAJI ABDUL RAZAK 
BIN HUSSEIN, DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER, 

ON THE OCCASION OF UNITED NATIONS DAY 
OVER RADIO MALAYSIA ON 24.10.67 

T oday is the 22nd Anniversary of United Nations - a day when men of 
goodwill everywhere meet to renew their faith in the principles and purposes 

of the Character they are pledged to uphold. 
The United Nations Organisation was formed by 5 1 Member Nations in the 

wake of World War I1 with the avowed purpose of preventing a repetition of 
further catastrophe. With more territories emerging from colonial servitude the 
Organisation has, since its inception, more than doubled in size to its present 
membership of 122. The purposes of the United Nations are fully enshrined in its 
Charter and are too well known to require repetition by me. 

As I have said, 22 years have elapsed since the information of this world 
body and during this period it has successfully weathered many crises some of 
which seriously threatened its very survival. It is true that with its limitations the 
United Nations Organisation has not been able to find solutions to all the 
problems confronting it, nor has it been possible for it to implement some of the 
solutions for a variety of reasons. But for all shortcomings the United Nations 
Organisation remains the only hope on which mankind can rely for the safeguard 
of intemational peace and security and for the promotion of better living standards 
for the people of the world. 

The year that just ended continues to be beset with several international 
problems, the magnitude of some of which has put the Organisation to supreme 
tests. The search for peace is never an easy one. 

In the past much has been done by the United Nations in the maintenance of 
intemational peace and security. One has only to recall the successes achieved in 
this respect by the intervention of the United Nations in the West Irian issue, 
Palestine, Kashmir, the Congo and Cyprus. Nevertheless, Malaysia has a 
particular cause for sorrow with regard to the inability so far of the United Nations 
to find a just and prompt solution to the Middle East problem. With the passing 
of time the question as to who directed the first shot has now become an academic 
one. But the consequence of that first shot, or to put it in its true perspective, the 
pre-emptive attack by Israel, has caused such grave concern to the Arab countries 
while the very political map of the Middle East is undergoing a drastic change. In 
this day and age, to change the political status quo of any region through force of 
military might is an anachronism and militates against a cardinal tenet of the 
United Nations Charter. Such an act may create a dangerous precedent, or usher 
in its wake a chain reaction, imperilling the very foundations of the security of 
small nations and peace and stability of any given region. I sincerely hope that 
this state of affairs will not be allowed to continue much longer by default on the 
part of the major powers in the United Nations and that a speedy solution of the 
problem would be forthcoming. 



The United Nations has played a significant role in trying ro persuade South 
Africa to discontinue its abhorrent practice of Apafiheid but all the qpeals to Cwdt 
countrji so f z  has gone unheeded. If has also called on all States to stop selling or 
shipping to South Africa arms. ammunition and military vehicies and materials 
used for their manufacture m d  maintenance. Furthemore, in advocat~ng even 
broader measures, such as the severing of trade and diplomatic relations with that 
country, it has deplored the gttltude of South Africa's main trading partners in the 
regard. However, we note with deep concern that the strong and Irrdusuialised 
countries of the "direst who have tine power in them to bfing about cssnstmcrive 
changes in Southem Africa do not appear to be seriously interested in seeing the 
course of justice triumph there. Let us hope that this unhappy stare sf affairs will 
not be aflowed to prolong mueaonger and that those defaulting member nations 
1n the wider interest of justice m d  fairplay will make sacrifices and will FiIb 
suppon the United Nations to uphold fundamental human rights and dig~iry. 

Bn the economic and social fields the United Nations has ilinade sizeable 
contributions in assisting de~~elopirag countries :n their economic developments. 
in bringing relief and rehabilitatcin to refugees, in bringing comfort to the sick 
and generally in promoting better Eiving sta~~dards the world wver, h'Isch. 
however, sti!l r*ernaks to be done in ~hese fields, and in the field of trade and 
development, En pa~ticular, tsrne scant progress achiex,ed by developing countfies 
as a result of the reluctance of the ~ndustrialised countries to chmge theis 
restrictive trade policies has not been enco-riraging. For developing countries like 
Malaysia w l ~ o  are trying very hard to make our economy viable these restrictive 
"Lade policies pose a great difficulty. For US in particerlm the current year wwlr:en the 
price of one of our major expo?-?s, viz, rubber has hit a new time !OW* these 
policies give rise to grave csncerri. 

In Sauth East Asia the Formation of ASEAN recently promises to be st good 
augury m regional and economic and social co-operation. This is a logical trend 
and B am sure similar regional bodies will be formed elsewhere particularly 
a~nong the developing countries working for economic and social upi~fiment, Let 
us hope that the various regional commissions of' the United Nations will be 
actively concerned in the fiitiire in assisting these regional bodies in helping 
themselves. 

The shortcomings of tlre United Nations should not be a c a s e  for despair 
but rather should spur the Member. States to make more vigorous and imaginative 
efforts towards making the Organisation the effective body it was intended to be 
for the xalisatism of the aims m d  objectives of the  charter^ 

Let us on this day* the 22116 Anniversay of the United Nations re-dedicate 
ourselves to !he principles and purposes of the Charter and renew our 
determination to pass on to ~osterity a worjd free of war, where fundamental 
human rights and dignity we presenied, where the ride of law preva~ls and where 
social and economic progress md better standads of life are the rmotP$ating 
factors that guide Society.

H ari ini ialah hari ulangtahun yang ke-22 Pertubuhan Bangsa-Bangsa Bersatu

alam ini dapat membaharui kepercayaan mereka pada dasar dan tujuan piagarn 
yang mereka telah berikrar hendak dijunjung tinggi. 

Pertubuhan Bangsa-bangsa Bersatu telah ditubuhkan oleh 5 1 negara-negara 
ahli sesudah tamatnya Peperangan Dunia Kedua dengan tujuan untuk 
mengelakkan berlakunya lagi bencana seperti itu. Dengan tambahnya negara- 
negara mencapai kemerdekaan daripada belenggu penjajah, Pertubuhan ini telah 
bertambah besar dari segi bilangan ahli yang kini menjadi 122 kesemuanya. 
Tujuan Bangsa-bangsa Bersatu telah nyata diterangkan dalam piagamnya, oleh itu 
tidak perlu bagi saya menerangkan dengan lanjutnya disini. 

Seperti yang telah saya katakan tadi, 22 tahun telah lepas sejak tertubuhnya 
badan sedunia ini, dan di dalam masa itu pertubuhan ini telah berjaya 
mengelakkan beberapa krisis di mana setengah daripadanya telah mengancam 
jiwanya sendiri. Tidaklah boleh dinafikan bahawa Pertubuhan Bangsa-bangsa 
Bersatu itu oleh sebab beberapa pembatasan telah tidak berjaya mencari 
penyelesaian bagi semua masalah yang dihadapinya dan juga tidak dapat pula 
menjalankan setengah-tengah daripada ketetapan oleh kerana beberapa sebab. 
Namun demikian Pertubuhan Bangsa-bangsa Bersatu adalah tempat harapan bagi 
semua manusia untuk mengekalkan ketenteraman dan keselamatan antarabangsa 
dan bagi meninggikan lagi taraf hidup semua manusia di dunia ini. 

Tahun yang baharu sahaja tamat telah mengemukakan beberapa masalah 
antarabangsa dan setengah daripadanya telah menduga keteguhan pertubuhan ini.

Kita hanya perlu 
mengingatkan kejayaan yang telah dicapainya di dalam masalah Irian Barat, 
Palestin, Kashmir, Korea, Congo dan Cyprus. Namun demikian Malaysia tidak 
puas hati dan sedih kerana hingga ini Bangsa-bangsa Bersatu masih gaga1 untuk 
mencari suatu penyelesaian yang adil berhubung dengan pertikaian di Timur 
Tengah. Soalan pihak yang manakah yang memulakan pencerobohan kini 
menjadi masalah akademik sahaja. Tetapi akibat daripada tembakan yang pertama 
ataupun yang sebenarnya pencerobohan oleh Israel telah menimbulkan 
kekhuatiran yang hebat kepada negara-negara Arab semasa peta politik daerah 
Timur Tengah sedang mengalami perubahan yang besar.

During that visit. although it was a very short one, we had the good fortune 
of seeing the beautifill and fine specimens of Maori arts and crafts, The Maories 
claim to have come from the Polynesian Islands and of the same etlmic stock as 
the haalays in this country. They said they were of the stronger group; that IS anihy, 
they migrated into cooler cfixnake, and we wl~o remained in the traplcs are the 
weaker group. 

I was most impressed by the beautiful carvings and paintings that were put 
up on show during our tour sf  New Zealand. We also had the oppoaunity of being 
entertained to a grand Maorl Show which consisted of dances and meiodiosrs 
songs, many of which resemble the Malay songs in this C O U H I ~ .  So, therefore 
Your Excellency, we had brought back all these happy memories with bus and I am 
glad today to have this opportunity of refreshing these memories again by coming 
to this Exhibition of Maori arts and crafts, 

9 am very grateful to yau and the New Zealmind Government for having 
amanged this Exhibition to take place in Kuala Lumpur as this will enable our 
people here Lo see aa~d learn of the fine qualities of Maori arts and to prove or 
realize the many things in eamrnon fiat we here have with Maori people. 21 is also 
heasrenlng to know that this Exalibition will taken on tour to a number of South 
East Asian countries. Thib ii nndeed a very good gesture on the part of your 
Government as we ourselves in Majaysia believe that through exchange of 
cultures that tve will be able to bring these countries in this region closer agether 
and to co-operate together for the benefit of sill concerned. 

,%?so, by this Exhibition here this msming, it will enable our peopfe to h o w  
and learn the traditional and modern aspects of the Maorr people. It is through 
such a xedium. .That the people of our two countries wili be able to u~~derstand 
each other more closely. 

Your Excelency, our two countries, Nevi? Zealand and Malaysia, have many 
things In common, We are both mal l  Nations; both multi-racial in character. We 
have similar problems and our people share the same ideals of democracy and 
freedom over the years. Through our students going to New Zealand in Lhei~ 



hundreds to study and through your brave soldiers helping in the defence of our 
country and through constant contacts between leaders of our Governments, we 
have built up close and warm relations between us. I hope and trust that the 
existing friendly ties between our two countries and our people will continue to 
grow stronger in the years to come. 

Your Excellency, ladies and gentlemen, I have much pleasure in declaring 
this Exhibition open and wish it every success.

Tatkala Perang Jepun, 
kumpulan-kumpulan gerila telah menggunakan Orang-orang Asli untuk melawan 
Jepun; dan di awal-awal masa perang darurat, pihak pengganas komunis telah 
berjaya memujuk Orang-orang Asli menyebelahi pihak mereka. Maka kerajaan 
terpaksa menubuhkan satu Jabatan Khas untuk melawan propaganda komunis itu. 
Oleh kerana saudara-saudara kita Orang Asli tahu memilih yang mana satu baik 
dan yang mana satu jahat, Orang-orang asli di pedalaman hutan telah mengubah 
fikiran mereka dan terus berdamping dengan pihak Kerajaan melawan musuh 
negara.

T he National Cancer Society of ~Malaysia is launching a Cancer Week which 1s 
to last from 2nd November, 1957 till the 8th November, 1967. The purpose of 

holding this Cancer Week is to make the public aware of the work of the Society 
as well as to collect funds. 'F5e launching of this Cancer XVeek is another 
milestone in the history of the Society which was formed only fast yeax 

During the Cancer VVeek a varied programme has been arranged to educate 
the public in the many aspects of this disease. There will. be articles on Cancer in 
the daily newspapers of the country, f~!m shows on kelevision as well as talks over 
the  radio^ There will be a Flag Day on the 4th of November when flags will be 
sold and pamphlets on Cancer distribrrted to the public. The Cancer Week would 
end on the 8th of November with a Chaity Film Premiere of tlne M.G.M film 'The 
Dirty Dozen9 at the Pavilion Theatre. Their Majesties D.U.M.M Yang di-Bertuan 
Agong' and Raja Permaisuri Agi>ng2have graciousiji consented to attend the Film 
Premiere. 

Cancer, as you h o w ,  has become the second highest cause sf  death axid in 
the future is likely to be the Number 1 killer. Cancer elaims five mliIion new case? 
every yea. It attacks people of every walk of life with no respect for race. colour, 
creed or wealth. The numbe~ of cases contracting this disease is incueasing year 
by year. This increase of the inciderice of Cancer is to be expected as it is mainly 
a disease of the older age group. As oar living stmdards and health services 
improve, the Life expectancy of our people Increases, and as such more and more 
people join the older age group w t h  a consequential rise in the incidence of 
Cancer. 

Cmcer, however, can be cured if diagnosed early and treatment sought. 
Twenty years ago only 1 out of 6 cancer patients were cured. Ten yea-s age 2 out 
of 6 were cured and at present 3 out of 6 are being cured. This figure can be 
improved considerably if the public were made aware of the common signs of this 
disease so that they may seek early treatment. 

The govemment has always appreciated this problem and has psoiiided the 
necessary facilities for the treatment of Cancer patients. However, though the 
Government can provide facilities for treatment. the community itself must co- 
oprate  with the Government in its war against Caricer. Unless the pubiic we 

-- - - -- 
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educated in the facts of Cancer and are made aware of the fact that Cancer if 
detected early can be cured completely, the facilities provided by the Government 
will not be used as it should be. The public should be taught that contrary to the 
popular belief Cancer is not a killer always. If a Cancer sufferer seeks medical 
treatment early, the chances of a complete cure is good. 

The National Cancer Society of Malaysia is launching the Cancer Week to 
educate the public about the facts of Cancer as well as to collect funds. This is a 
very praiseworthy effort for besides achieving the aim of educating the public, the 
money so collected will go a long way to assist patients to seek early treatment so 
that they would have a better chance of a cure. The Cancer Society during its short 
history has helped a large number of patients financially and otherwise so that 
they could seek early treatment and have a better chance of a cure. I have been 
told that the number of Cancer patients seeking treatment have increased by at 
least 20% mainly due to the work of this Society. This is a very noteworthy effort 
on the part of the Society and as such I appeal to you all to donate generously to 
the National Cancer Society of Malaysia so that they would be able to undertake 
this all important task of helping persons inflicted by this dreadful disease.

SPEECH BY DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
TO MALAYSIAN STUDENTS IN AUSTRALIA 

ON Q,ld.67 

B efore I left home to come tc Australia, om Minister of Education, Encik Mhir 
Johari, reminded me of an importmt engagement with one of the most 

importarat groups of people f would meet m this country. He meant you. Encik 
Khir Johari is a very good friend of mine and Y have always been a great admirer 
of his tremendous energy and drive. You know, be has half a doaerr children, and 
so he cannot really b l m e  anyone else for the massive problem he faces in 
providing education for nearly two million children in Malaysia. Two million our 
of a total population of ten rnilllon. Not mimy people realise that one out of every 
five persons in ,Malaysia is in school today, and we spend over 350 million doliars 
or about 28 per cent of the national budget on their educaf on. We do this because 
we realise, as Japan did a long rime ago, that the greatest naturaj wealth of m y  
colmtry is its people. A well-educated people, imbued with dedication a sense 
of national discipline. can make the poorest country a great aatioiii. Trained and 
disciplined brain powe; is capable of any achievement, and that i s  why H regard 
this function today as one of my =ost imporlant in Australia. You represent here 
a big pool of that kind of brainpower which would be of tremendous value to yokrr 
country. 

There are about six thousand of you here in Australia, more than five 
thousand in I3I;ltain and several thousand more in the United States. New Zealand, 
Glmada, India and Europe. Yo~i may be here on a Ma8ays:an Government 
scholarsI?ip, or on a grarrt from the Australian Government under the Colombo 
Plan, or on your own, but there is one point I would like to emphasisrt to all of 
you, and to all Malaysian students overseas. You Bre here largely kccause 
Malaysia has always enccturaged her bright sons and daughters to go abroad in 
search of howledge, and "ms helped them to do so in Elany ways. You can travel 
out of Malaysia without any trouble at all, take as much money as you can afford. 
m d  when yo~i  come to a counwy like Aiistraiia yob can be sure of a friendly 
reception because your agreeinant has prepared the groundwork for it. Wenever 
we are offered aid by a friendly country we place a very high priority on education 
because we believe that educarlon is orre of those rare good things of which you 
can never have too auch.  

'CVe encornage our best sons and daughters to go abroad nor merely to 
acqune a higher level of education but also to imbide some of the spirit of the 
cour~t~ies to which they go. Here in Australia, you find a terrific drivs and energy 
m d  initiative, and a fomidable spirit which has conquered the vast spaces of this 
continent, and created massive industries which have given the Australian people 
a high standard of living. Education alone is useless if a man is iistless and timid 
and lacks the pioneering spirit which. mare than anything else, helps to create new 
frontiers in all fields of huarrari life. This= too. yoc can learn frorn ;iu(;tralia, for 



these men are pioneers. Bring back as much of this spirit as possible for we have 
great need of it in Malaysia today. 

Don't get me wrong, Don't imagine that we lack this spirit completely. If 
you go back home today you will find it stirring in many places, and great things 
have begun to happen out there. 

We are carving new settlements out of the jungle and giving our landless 
farmers ten acres each of good rubber, oil palm and other crops from which they 
can earn 400 dollars a month within five or six years. Four hundred dollars as 
against 40 or 50 dollars they earned before. Soon we shall be opening up the 
biggest land development scheme in our part of the world - 150 thousand acres 
of rich jungle land in Pahang known as the Jengka Triangle, which will flourish 
before long with rubber, oil palm, fruit orchards and timber industries. The project 
is so promising that it is difficult to see where the prospects end. 

We are opening new roads at the rate of two miles a day, shooting out in all 
directions. With the help of Australia we have just built one all the way from 
Kuching to Sibu in Sarawak. Before long we shall have the first East-West road 
in Malaysia linking Penang directly with the East Coast. This road will open up 
thousands of acres of hinterland to farming, trade, industrialisation and general 
development, worth hundreds of millions of dollars. 

I don't want to bore you with too many facts and figures, but perhaps you 
ought to know that we have doubled our output of electricity since independence, 
and research has produced a new rubber tree which gives us three thousand 
pounds an acre. Before the war we were doing well with three hundred pounds an 
acre. Research has also given us new strains of padi which will make us self- 
sufficient in rice within the next two or three years, and you can be sure that other 
wonderful things will soon be pulled out of the research bag. 

I can see no end to the rich prospects ahead. Do you know, for instance, that 
in Sabah we have thousands of acres of untouched land where the timber is 
hundreds of feet tall and so massive that two men can hardly get their arms round 
a tree. This we do know, but we don't know what other riches lie locked away in 
that state waiting to be discovered and developed by young men and women like 
you. 

Do you know that they catch delicious lobsters off Sarawak and some of it 
- not much - is exported to Europe and the United States. The seas around 
Malaysia are teeming with fish waiting to be developed into a multi-millior~ dollar 
export industry. But to achieve this, we need scientific and organisational ability 
of a high calibre such as you may have one day. 

There are boundless opportunities waiting for people like you to come home 
and turn them into reality. Our education programme is turning out thousands of 
boys and girls with sufficient education to become skilled workers, technicians 
and junior executives. But we need more scientists, engineers and top-level 
managers who can organise them and get the best out of them. 

you may not find those opportunities if you decide to confine yourself in an 
air-conditioned office in some town or other, with a pretty secretary at your beck 
and call. You will find them only if you go and look for them in pioneering 
country, in the rural areas of Malaysia, in the timber forests of Sabah and up the 



great rivers of Sarawslk. And you find them in ways that will be doubly rewarding 
if you set out in a spirit of dedication to your country and service to your people. 
You must be prepared to Iearn from the examples of the young men and women 
in the Peace Corps and others like them. 

Don't be worried about gloomy tdes you may hear about Mdaysia, A fsx.v 
unfrrendly critics may say we axe in tight econornic position. You l m w ,  about 
once every six months or sc, some Wall Street expert puts out a report that 
America is heading for economic trouble, and the share index dives ten per cent, 
1 have no doubt you see the same sort of story here from time to time, suggesting 
that the Australian economy is abou~ ro coltapse. The fact is that a good nlmner 
usually crouches before he sets off on a sprint, and some of those so-called experts 
don't seem to be able to recognise that posture. They often jump to the conclusion 
that the runner has either last his balance or is tired. 

Other more malicious types may tell you that Malaysia is heading for racial 
trouble. I have never been much of a believer in formne-telling, and I am sure you 
don't go in for that sort of thing either, with your advanced education. Let's go by 
the fiicts. The situation we have in Malaysia today is the situation we have always 
had, Search your minds and your books and see if we have ever had my serious 
trouble of this sort in the past. If we have not had if before. why should we have 
it now or in the future. Go lo the market place in Xuching, or the schools in 
Jesselton. or the beach in Port Dickson, or the eating stalls at Ca~pbeB! Road in 
Kuala Lumpur - and you will find Malay, Chinese, Indians and others eating, 
studying and playing together without a care in the world, without my mxiety 
about racial troubIes. They have too much in common, and eveqone h o w  the 
danger of starting this kind of aonsense, 

And Let rime tell you the secret of our success so far. VVe had a little trouble 
some years ago in a small fishing island. It started in the afternoon, bat before 
nightfall we had more policemen in that island than there were people. We kept 
all the villagers indoors until they saw sense and patched up rtheh- quarrel. One or 
two chaps might have suffered a black-eye or some bruises, but no one was killed. 
That is our method. !Ye nip this sort of trouble in the bud. So don't worry. 

Some of these stargazers said we were going to have trouble over the 
National Language. We passed the bill earlier last month and a few hot-beds 
made some noise. But that was all. There's been no trouble. In September Malay 
will become the official language, while the other languages of Mdaysia will be 
taught and used much the same way as before. 'We me not mad, so we have not 
done away with English. It u7ill contirlue to be used. even for official purposes 
wherever it is necessany. So don't let this worry you. 

My message to you, therefore, is a simple one. Finish ycru studies as soon as 
possible and come home. We need yo11 mend others like you to make our drean~ 
come true,

puan-puan beri kepada saya untuk merasmikan Persidangan Pelajar-pelajar Islam 
Tenggara Asia ini. Saya mengucapkan setinggi-tinggi terima kasih di atas 
jemputan dan penghormatan ini. 

Kepada saudara-saudara kita yang datang dari negara-negara sahabat, baik 
sebagai wakil atau pemerhati, saya ucapkan selamat datang ke Malaysia dan saya 
berharap selama saudara-saudara berada di Malaysia ini, buatlah seperti berada di 
rumah sendiri. Selain daripada menghadiri Persidangan ini, saya berharap dan 
menyeru supaya semua tetarnu kita dari luar negeri dapat juga melawat di sekitar 
ibu kota, pergi ke luar-luar bandar dan melihat, meninjau dan menilai kemajuan 
dan pembangunan yang Malaysia telah capai semenjak kemerdekaannya sepuluh 
tahun dahulu. Silalah lihat dengan sendiri kemajuan-kemajuan yang telah dicapai 
oleh negara ini melalui 'Silent Revolutionnya' atau Revolusi Secara Senyap', baik 
di bandar atau pun di luar-luar bandar. 

Pelajar-pelajar Malaysia - yakni tuan-tuan dan puan-puan yang menjadi

Perhubungan dan persahabatan kita dengan hampir-hampir semua negara- 
negara jiran rapat, penuh muhibbah dan kerjasama antara satu sama lain sangat 
baik. Melalui Pertubuhan ASEAN atau Persatuan Negara-negara Asia Tenggara, 
Malaysia berharap kerjasama daerah akan betul-betul berkesan dan berguna untuk 
kebaikan bersama.Kita berharap negara-negara jiran yang lain seperti Burma, 
Kemboja, Laos dan lain-lain lagi akan dapat menyertai ASEAN pada suatu hari 
kelak, supaya semua negara-negara di Wilayah Tenggara Asia ini dapat bersama- 
sama menghadapi satu zaman pembangunan dan kemajuan dan satu zaman yang 
cerah dan gemilang dalam kawasan dunia yang sedang bergolak dan membangun 
menuju kepada kemajuan, 'modernity dan tamadun.

Malaysia berharap bunga-bunga api perang di Timur 
Tengah dapat dipadamkan dan perdamaian akan tercapai dengan status quo dapat 
dikembalikan semula. Malaysia menyokong usaha-usaha Pertubuhan Bangsa- 
bangsa Bersatu untuk mencari perdamaian di Timur Tengah.

Malaysia di bawah Kerajam Perikatan teliah berjaya bukan sab ja  sekadar 
mengekal tetapi mernperkukukkan lagi perdamaian antara kaum dan 
menggala&an keperibadian Malaysian' dalam sebuah negara dan masyar34tat 
yzng berbilang bangsa dan agarna dan semua ini hanya berlakuku dalam satu dekad 
sahaja. 

MesEpur? semenJak kernerdekaan kita, Malaya dan sekarang Msrlaysiz, 
adalah merup&an satu kisah kernajuan d m  gembangunan, satn kisah sebuah 
negara yang stabil ekonomi dan politiknya teriapi sunggulhpua begitu Malaysia 
mernpunyai kesulitan-kesulitamya juga. Ekonominya berganlung kuat kepada 
getah dm t~ijih tirnah, kedua-dua ini mernbekaikan lebih daripada 40% dan 
bekdan getah dan bijih timah ymg dikehendaki ofeh dunia. Harga getah pada hari 
ini tidak begitu tinggi. dan sedarmg mengancasnkan kehidupan orang-orang 
Malaysia dan ekonomi negara.

Kira sedmg nenggal&= pembangunan pmsaham 
dm pengilangan d m  penmanzar, modal dari l u x  Sebuah kilang k s i  waja yang 
pertama telahpun dibukakzs barn-bm ini dan bmy& Iagi kifang-kilang yang 
besar akan dibuka untuk nlemberi pekerjaan-pekerjaan kepada anak-anak 
Malaysia dan rnensfong meneguhkan eekonomi negara. Kita telah membua; 



berbagai-bagai usaha untuk menarik penanaman modal dari luar negeri dengan 
tidak pula merosakkan kemerdekaan dan kedaulatan kita. Kita telah 
melonggarkan undang-undang penanaman modal yang dulunya memberi 
keutamaan kepada negara-negara Komanwel untuk menggalakkan penanaman 
modal dari negara-negara bukan Komanwel seperti France, Germany, Amerika 
Syarikat, Jepun, Soviet Union, Belanda dan Belgium dan lain-lain negara yang 
mampu untuk menanam modal di Malaysia ini. 

Kemerosotan harga getah, saya harap dapat difahami oleh kawan-kawan 
Malaysia, bukan hanya mengancam ekonomi Malaysia sahaja tetapi ia juga 
mengancam keteguhan politiknya. Begitu juga ia menjadi masalah negara-negara 
lain seperti Indonesia, Ceylon dan lain-lain lagi. Jika harga getah makin turun

Mrs Chairman, the Hon'ble Minister of Agriculture and CQ-operalive, 
Distinguished Guests, Ladies and Gentlemen: 

4t is a great pleasure for me th:s morning to be znvited to open thic Seminar 
on Marketing, 

Firstly, 1 would like to welcome wdr guest from oversezs who have come 
hers to join us in our discus~Bons and I hope that not only w!iI y o u  discussions be 
fruitful but also your stay In Maaaysia will also be pleasant and worthwhiie. 

Zooiting at your Seninax Programme, I see that there are four main items f ~ r  
discussion - 

- the mi:: of Marketing m Agraculture Deveiopnaezt 
- the role of Govemrnent in Agriculture Zslarkedng; 
- the role of a Federal Agriculture and Marketing Authority; and 
- the role of Farmers $kssociations in the mxketing of their Agriculterraj. 

Produce. 
1 have pio wish delay the sranirmg of your discussions by making a long dnd 

tedious speech, but 1 wouffd like to ask one question, and perhaps this Semhar 
can deliberate 02 the correct ainswer to this question! 

Wo can a country whic"ilpenends. during izs present stage of Development 
an ;he production sf  narurd commod~ties , mostly produced by smallholders, 
evolve a system of marketing which wiZ1 erasure that the rural producer can 
obtain a fair and just price f ~ r  the produce of 113s smallholding md t h ~ s  have z 
c h a ~ c e  of maintaining a deceet and reasonable standard sf living. 

As you know, we in Malaysia have a Development Pian designed not only 
to give us industrial growth bu: aiso to achieve, we hope, a dynamic 
agricultural diversification programme so that progress in our towns and urban 
areas will therefore go hmd-in-hand with progress in our 111;t?rai areas. so that our 
people, whether they be urban or mral. have a fair chance mc3 equal opportun~des 
towards attaining a decent standarci of living and a decent way of i~fe  

W a t  do w e  mean by a decent r;caji of life? 
We bclieve, in h4alzysia that the Communist way of fife is not decent, and 

that oce of the first steps towards eX~mintiting the possibility s f  C'ommmism is 6s 
eliminate poverty9 and our Development Plal: is designed to produce a balance 
of benefits, ano a ~easor,ab-;!e standard of living for both our urban and rua-a! 
people. 

So, therefore, is nay view th~la; rhe real object of Gox~emment In playing 
important part in Xgric~iture Marketing. is to help raise and stabilis:: the standard 



of living of the rural population which is dependent for their livehood on the 
production of their primary agricultural products. 

I realise that in the context of achieving economic growth one cannot take 
the subject of Agricultural Marketing in isolation. 

In the world today we are going through a phase of over-specialisation, and 
I notice particularly in the present-day Technical Aid Programmes. 

In the forefront of the worldscene today are events usually discussed under 
the various headings, "Political", "Economic" and "Social". These classifications 
tend to be treated separately by Political Scientists, Economists and Sociologists. 

In other words, a Specialist specializes, that is to say, he restricts his 
activities to one area disclaiming all competence in other areas. 

As a result, we often find, when we add together all the experts' 
interpretations of a given problem, whether it be in the field of Agricultural 
Diversification or Industrial Development, we possess a wealth of opinions 
covering many aspects of the subjects in great detail, but lacking concurring 
features that would enable us to form a coherent picture of the total situation or to 
be able to perceive and produce a proper plan of action to solve our economic 
problems. 

In other words, we are suffering today from what I call a "time lag" between 
economic theory and development practice; we are also suffering from a lack 
of cohesion in the application economic expertise, probably as a result of over- 
specialisation in the various academic disciplines which comprise an integral part 
of basic economic planning; as a result, unfortunately, it is difficult to get a 
development innovation integrated towards a common aim; towards economic 
growth. 

This lack of cohesion, in my opinion, applies equally to the subject which is 
the main subject of this Seminar - Agricultural Marketing. 

This time lag is a luxury we can ill afford. 
Therefore, it is my view that in your deliberations and in your discussions, 

in this Seminar, that a definite attempt must be made to examine the problems 
which must be overcome in order to produce a sound system of marketing. 

And all these problems are inter-related, economic, social and political! 
People talk about revolution; the revolution of change! 
The changing of attitudes, the changing of approaches, the changing of 

methods, and the changing of systems, in keeping with the pace of progress, and 
in keeping with the ability to adjust thinking and action, particularly, in a 
developing country. 

We must obtain the maximum results from an enlightened development 
policy; a policy which can be applied, and applied quickly, on the ground in the 
rural areas, in order to give our people a sensible and sustained economy, and to 
be able to reap the benefits of a higher standard of living. 

As you have probably already guessed, I am no Economist, but I have 
acquired a lot of experience in the field of National Development. 

My experience has taught me that it is quite easy to build up the necessary 
infra-structure for a fairly sound economy in both the rural and urban areas. 



But, however, what is more difficult, and to my mind, more important, is the 
task of introducing a change; change of attitudes, change of methods, change of 
systems, change of concepts and all other changes necessary towards definite 
eeonomic growth. 

This challenge of introducing change amongts our people requires not oniy 
the application of the academic disciplines of Economics, but also requires the 
application of the principbs of two other sciences Political Sciences. Social 
Science together with a modicum of sound Psychology. 

The introduction of change in a developing country much as ours, 
particularly, the innovations associated with economic development, in most 
cases, involves contact between people from a predominmtly industrial cultrui: or 
Erom people, experts and economists, who have been educated in a more modem 
way, a more modern society, than the people with whom they have to deal 
with in applying theories; people who, in the rural areas, are closer to nature, 
closer ti3 the soil, and attach. less importance ee material gains and consumer 
goods. 

An expert who attempts to introduce iraovations brings with him not only 
technical information, in his own field, but also a set of deeply-rooted ideals about 
utility of economic growth and the benefits of a higher standard of living. 

Consciously, he is often hardly aware of the picture which he Is trying to 
om aware convey to the rdrall people with whom he is concerned. He is also seld 

that in fact his economic theories may cut across the svhole value-systern of the 
a e a  in which he is workhg. 

If the benefit that the expert brings bough  increasing production is not M 
be offset by the damage to the individual and his society, it is essential that his 
beliefs shouId affect his recbn~cal advice, 2s little as possible, and that he should 
be willing to compromise, within the essentials of the mosaic of madem 
development. 

The success of the expert's impression cannot be measured only by the rise 
in production that results; the effect in noneconomic Life must also be examined 
- only too often the latter factor is ignored because it cannot be accurately 
measured? 

Economic growth is a very necessary goal for a developing country, but it 
must nor be considered to out-weigh all other goals nor should If be assrrrnecl that 
every action which increases wealth is necessarily right! 

Economic development will only be satisfactory if it acts to preserve the 
meaning of life - not to destroy it! 

Therefore, I feel it is necesmy in examining t,he proMems of Agricultural 
Marketing to examine all aspects of Mserketing, Social, Economic, Productive m d  
Political, 

One cannot establish a realiy first class marketing system to help raise the 
standard of our rural economy merely by passing a few bits of new le@slaeion 
through Parliament; or by w\;t/riting page after page of economic theory; or by 
expounding at length in discussions the theoretical solutions, 'We have got to close 
the gag between theory and practice and produce more dynamic plane for positive 
action! 



What to my mind is required is a thorough examination of the whole system 
of Marketing, viewed not in the light of what has been successful in the richer and 
more developed countries, but viewed rather in the light of problems which beset 
a developing country, and, particularly, a country developing within the 
framework of a Democracy. 

Looking at the list of participants in this Seminar, I notice that you are a 
fairly high-powered professional and academic group. 

I myself am a Politician. It has been said that Academicians survive because 
of their brains; Politicians, on the other hand, survive on votes! Democracy, 
particularly, in this part of South East Asia will survive on its ability to produce 
modern and new ideas designed to raise the standard of living of its people. 

I hope, therefore, Gentlemen, that your deliberations and discussions in this 
Seminar will result in the outcome of some good sound and sensible ideas to solve 
the problems of Agricultural Marketing in this area, and, at the same time, 
contribute to a higher standard of living of our rural people, thus putting another 
nail into the coffin of Communism, and spell out a Marketing system to give new 
hope for our democratic way of life here in Malaysia.

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen, 

t gives me great pleasure to be here this morning to declare open thi:, First 
L a l a y  sian Oil Palm Conference. I wouid like first of all to take the oppo~unily 
to congratulate the Incorporated Society of Planters anif the Ag~~ul t~ t r r a i  Institute 
of Maiaysia for their initiative in holding this Conference on Oil Palm, a crop of 
rapidly growing importance to tfie Malaysian economy. 

As you ase all awase, diversification of agricullure is now recei-viimg prior~ty 
attendon by Covemmei~t- Fos many years the country has depended for its wealth 
and its prosperity upon mbber and tin. 

The Alliance Government wheal it took office 9 2 years ago f ~ l l y  realized the 
danger to the economy of t5e country of being dependent oc merely E ~ Y G  

commodities. With our growing poprrlation and with tbe Tising expectations of our 
people for better fuller i i f ~ ,  ii was necessuy to look for alternative sources of 
revenue and sources of prosperity. Hence fais goverrilnent decided in earnest to 
embark on a Policy of Agricuitural d~l~erslfic-atior?. 

Rubber will ccmlraue to be Importarkt to the ecor-iomic iife of our country for 
many years to come. Tin, so lung as we can find Ihe material within oui- soil. w Z  
continue to be a usef~lr source of revenue. However. tin is a wasting asset and its 
reserves in the soil ~f O U ~  co~ntry are shrinking. We are and will continue to take 
aggressive action to counteract malpractices m mzlrkeling of rubber and will take 
every possible measures internationally to sustain the price of this commodity at 
a reasonable level. Aiso, we will conrinue to iakz bold seeps ro equip ouc 
producers, both big and small, with new ~echnicpes to c.st ifieir costs of 
production and improve the quality of their product, so thab they lidill profitably 
gain an increasing share of the world'!: natural and synthetic rubber markers. 
HoweV-er. whatever sffsrts we xs making in the field of mzketing and 
production of rubber. we must find additional produces fur consumption m rhe 
country itself as well as for export if the revoPution of rising expecbtaon of OCT 

people for higher incomes and greater employment Is to be met. 
For the Maiaysian ecoriornq, I say tthaz fhis Is more a challenge than a 

problem. W e  have the larid and the human resources to create new sources o: 
income, employment a d  foreign exchange. The question is whether the Federal 
Government, vcorking together with the State Governmenis, can bring aboi,it a 
vast xncrease in the alienation of land for agricuitural beveiopmen: and setdement 
I am c~nfident that we wl?l meet rhis chalrcnge effect;vely, Officials na rhz Federa; 



Government are now actively engaged on this problem with their counterparts in 
the states. Action has also been taken to streamline land administration in the 
states so that alienation of land could be carried out more expeditiously. I, 
therefore, have every confidence that the next few years will see a revolutionary 
expansion in the pace of land development in Malaysia with the Government and 
the private sector participating fully in this exercise. Indeed, this is essential for 
prosperity, and we in the Federal Government are determined to use all the 
resources at our disposal to realise this objective. 

In the forefront of our attack on this problem of over dependence on just one 
or two commodities for our national livelihood, and of carrying out our 
agricultural diversification policy is the growing of oil palm. When the Alliance 
Government took Office in 1955, there were only about 100,000 acres of land 
under oil palm. Today there are at least 250,000 acres and by 1970 we should have 
more than 400,000 acres. This year we became the largest exporter of oil palm in 
the world, and with the completion of the first phase of the Jengka Triangle 
Project, FLDA will become the world's single largest oil palm producer. 

Although oil palm is only the fourth largest user of land in this country, after 
rubber, paddy and coconut, oil palm estates are already an important source of 
income and employment, and palm kernel exports are contributing increasingly to 
government revenue and the country's foreign exchange. What is even more 
encouraging is that there is evidence of palm oil becoming a significant 
smallholder crop. African experience indicates that it can be extremely 
remunerative for smallholders if the problem of rapid collection and processing 
are overcome. FLDA experience indicates that the return per acre may be as much 
as two times that of rubber. 

However, I would like to caution smallholders, before they embark on 
planting oil palm., they should obtain the advice of the Government first. Unless 
their products can be easily processed and milling facilities are available they will 
face real problems of exporting their products. 

Glancing through your programme, I note that you will be concerned 
primarily with the aspects of oil palm. In this connection, I would like to place on 
record the Government's appreciation of the excellent work which has been done 
by the Ministry of Agriculture, as well as by the private oil palm research stations 
in Banting and in Chemara, in advancing this country's efficiency in the 
production oil palm. 

Such research must also be applied to the many other crops which have 
diversification possibilities. If I were to name a few of these possibilities, 1 would 
include cassava, maize, groundnuts, cashewnuts, tea, cocoa, and a variety of fruit 
crops and vegetables. 

You will, I am sure, be interested to know that Government is now 
considering what measures it should take to strengthen agricultural research in all 
fields in this country and that it is also considering the question of the kind of 
organisation which should be evolved in order to best serve the purposes of 
dynamic and efficient research for agricultural diversification. 

In commending you on your research into the production of oil palm, may I 
also suggest that it is not too soon for you to concern yourselves increasingly with 



research on its processing, marketing and utilization. We must not neglect these 
aspects of the industry. Utilization research in oil palm must be advanced more 
rapidly than was the case for mbber and tin. 

The oil palm industry is a young industry in this county, But it is a rapidly 
expanding industry, taking up more and more land, providing more jobs. 
increasing income and earning a growing amount of foreign exchange. Let it %earn 
from the mistakes as well as the success of the other important industries of this 
coimtrgr. In oil palm. marketing and utilization research may iead to  he opening 
up of markets of untold dimensions. As you are aware palm oil was used mainly 
in the soap products industries before the 2nd World War. It is now v~idely used 
as a food, for instance in m a g ~ n e ,  md has become increasingly interchangeable 
with other edible oils. With rapidly rising population providillg a growlng world 
market for fats and oils, md with research which reduces costs and increases 
efficiency in the production, processing, marketing and cultivation of oil palm, 
there is no reason why palm oil should not carve out for itself m expalding share 
of the world market for fats and oils. As producers you will appreciate what a 
useful product this could turn out to be. 

Coming after the tremendous kchnological and managerial advances in the 
mbber industry. the oil palm industry is in a fort~izate position to adopt some ~f 
these techniques and advances to its own benefits. FOP exaniple, a practice that 
could be increasingly adopted from the rubber industry is the processing by 
estates of oil palm from very small-holdings which are close to these estates. 'FBnis 
is the kind of co-operation which E would like to see practised or: 2 widespread 
basis between large estates and smallhoiders. The greatest deterrent to the 
cultivation of oil palm by our smaBllrolders is the costly processing mill. With cs- 
operation from far-sighted oil pdm estates, there is no reason why this drawback 
cannot be overcome. 

Now that we are increasing our output of palm oil as well as palm kernels, 
may 1 also suggest that the industry might well be advised to consider the 
feasibility of processing palm kernels into meal and oil in chis coaxntry itself. The 
production of palm kennel meal, a high quality livestock feed, could substitute for 
the protein food supplements now being imported for our rapidly expanding 
livestock, pouttry and pig ielustiries. As for palm kernel oil the export of this 
product would have the advantage of incorporating larger quantities of local 
labour than in exports of kernels only. fn a similar vein. H viould also 12ke to 
commend to the industry the desirability and eminefit possibility of the fabrication 
m d  assembly of oil palm milk in Malaysia itself. 

Jn oil palm production, the nation has shown what can be done to put 
substance into our national endeavour for agricultural diversification. Bul let nke 
stress that much more can be done. Today, in West Malaysia alone there are some 
ten million uncultivated acres of land suitable for agriculture. At Beast onethird of 
this can be put inlo oil palm p~oduction. The income and employment that will be 
generated from such an effort will be a powerful stimulus to an already growing 
economy. Even if we were to take a very conservative view about future prices, 
and I do not bhi& that we need to be unduly cconserv&tive bearing in mind that 
there will always be an increasing demand by the world's rising population f~jkir 



fats and oils, the prospects for significant profits in the oil palm industry are more 
than 'good', and certainly far superior to those which can be obtained from 
rubber. If the same kind of effort and progress can be attained for other crops, and 
we find ways of assuring that a substantial part of the benefits are channeled to 
smallholders, then the economy of this country, both urban and rural, will be 
based on a really sound foundation. With continued sound and stable political 
leadership, this nation of ours can be assured of its continued strength, stability 
and prosperity.

Tetapi gerakan ini, saya harap, akan berjalan dengan 
lebih pesat lagi melalui usaha-usaha yang tertentu, seperti Gerakan Rakyat Setia 
d m  lain-lain lagi. Saya suka menganjurkan kepada Cuepacs supaya mengadakan 
programnya yang tersendiri bagi menwujudkan perasaan Malaysia, perasaan taat 
setia kepada negara ini di kalangan rakyat dan membantu Kerajaan mewujudkan 
satu rupa bangsa.

Sebagaimana yang tuan-tuan dan puan-puan sedia maklum, kerajaan adalah 
bersungguh-sungguh dan ikhlas dalam membentuk Suruhanjaya-suruhanjaya itu 
kerana kerajaan sangat berharap yang masalah dalarn perkhidmatan awam 
hendaklah diselesaikan semuanya sekali dengan memberi puas hati kepada semua 
pihak yang berkenaan. Jika sekiranya masalah-masalah ini hendak diselesaikan 
sekarang sebagaimana yang diharapkan maka perasaan bersungguh-sungguh dan 
ikhlas yang sama hendaklah ada di pihak-pihak kerajaan dan semua Kesatuan- 
kesatuan Sekerja.

TEXT OF BROADCAST BY 
Ye',A.B. TIMBALAN PERDANA MENTERI 

OVER TELEVISION AND RADIO 
ON 29TH NOVEMBER 7/96? 

S ince I last spoke to you over TV and Radio, the secu&y sit~ation on the Island 
of Penang has greatly improved. Draring the last 24 hours, there had been no 

mcident and thc hours of curfew have gradually been lifted. I would ask the 
people of Penang, the Leaders of the various communities and other loyal 
citizens, to continue to give their co-operalion to the Government so that nomai 
conditions can retuln to the Island soon. 

However, although Penmg is corrnparativeiy quiet, there had been sporadic 
incidents in the outlying villages in Province Wellesley, North Perak, and South 
of Ked&. And now this afternoon, here was an incident in Klmg. These mts of 
vidence and hooliganism are spreading to the rurai areas. BE is, therefore, c lea  
that the Gmmunists and their supporters are out to bring chaos and disorder to 
the country, They rnerely make use of the so-called 'hartal' as an excuse f ~ r  then 
6 0  carry oat acts of violence in order to achieve fheir aim of raking over this 
country by force of m s .  The Comn~unisrs know that In a muld-racial country 
like this, the easiest way to create trouble is to resort to indmidation and violence, 
murders, arsons and make these acts appear to be inter-raciai clashes. 

I would, therefore, request responsible and loyal citizens of this couliwj of 
all races not to play into the hands of the Communists and fsfl into their trap. The 
incidents ha t  have taken pkce are not racial. They were merely acts ef 
hooliganism by Communists and subversive elements, They try to rnake it appear 
r~ciai  in order to build up tension among the various communities irt this countv 
and by so doing they hope that these acts of violence will spread throughout 
Malaysia 

In i s  a matter of deep regret that since the incidents zn Penang, ro many lives 
have been lost and so many peopie %lave been injured and much propefiy have 
been destroyed. The Government has taken mu?$ rs raking x~hatever measures 
necessary to put an end to this, We have enough troops and policemen to patrol 
the towns and the villages. But the work of the Government would not be enough 
without the help and the co-operaelon of all loyal citizens in this country. You can 
do a lot LO help maintain peace a ~ d  order by not listening to mischiev otas filmours, 
We have now asked the State Governments, through the various District Officers 
ano elected representatives of the people, to establish Goodwill Committees in all 
areas. in certain areas where incidents had taken plzcice, we have asked people to 
come out md volunteer rs help the Police in maintaining law and ofder, It should 
be clear lo everyone that this o-utbre& of violence has resulted in not only loss of 
lives and property, but also In sufferings of the peopie themselves, particillaly the 
poor- \Ve must. therefore, do a19 we can to bring an end fo these acts of violence 
and hooliganism, Those responsible for bdnging this about have been brought TO 



book. We will continue to search for others on whom we have evidence of being 
directly associated with these acts of violence and hooliganism. 

We, in Malaysia, have always been proud of the harmony and the goodwill 
that exists among our people of various races. The Communists and their 
supporters know that with the support that has always been given by the people 
to the Alliance Government, they have no hope of taking over the Government 
through democratic processes or by constitutional means. So now they are 
resorting to violence. The Government has taken and will take firm measures 
against these enemies of the State and people who have not the slightest interest 
in the welfare and happiness of our people and our country. I ask all of you to 
remain calm, to co-operate with the Government and not to take the law into your 
own hands. As I have said, there is no racial element in this trouble. It was started 
by the Communists and their supporters to create chaos and disorder in our 
country. During the 10 years of Independence, we in Malaysia have achieved 
great progress. Our people are enjoying a standard of living which they have 
never enjoyed before. But these Communists and subversive elements want to 
destroy all these, they want to bring chaos and disorder in the hope that they will 
be able to take over control of the country. We in the Alliance Government will 
do everything possible in our power to deal with these bad and dangerous 
elements, but you all, loyal citizens of this country, must play your part to help 
maintain law and order. We want to make this country happy and peaceful for all 
of us to live in and for our children in the years to come. 

I appeal to all of you who are listening to me tonight to give your support 
and co-operation to the Government to bring an end to these acts of violence and 
hooliganism. I hope you who are able to listen to me now will pass on the words 
to the others and advise them to remain calm, and not to allow them to be 
influenced by these Communists and bad elements and instead to co-operate with 
the Government for their own interests, for the peace, security and happiness of 
all our people.

arnan damai dan makmur telah bemula tumbuh dan berkembmg pada masa 
Kerajaan Melayu Melaka lagi iaitu dalarn kurun 15 dan 14. Pada masa iru telah 
ada berkumpul di Melaka pedagang-pedagmg dari sebelah Barat sejauh negeri- 
rregeri Arab dan Parsi dan dmi sebelah Timur sejauh negeri China. Maka mungkin 
tiadalah hairan kita jika seoranng warganegara yang telah. banyak memberikarm 
tumpuan dm perkhidrnatannya untuk kepentingan persefhamm dan persatuan 
antara kaum yang kita homati pada pagi ini berasal dari Melaka, 

Mendiang Tun Tan Cheng Lock sebenmya dilahirkan dl dalam suatu 
keluarga hastawan yang terkenaf di Melaka dan mernang beliau bcleh dtlduk 
dengan senang-lenang dan tenteram seurnur hidupnpa. Tetapl "oeiiau telah 
sanggup rnernbaktikan diri untuk perkhidmatan awam. Hasratnya yang m l i a  ini 
telah didukung pula oleh ketekunanngia, bijak pmdainya d m  usahmya yang rid& 
pntus-putus tringga akhimya apabiIa beliau meninggal dunia, beliau telab berjaya 
rnenempah ternpar di d a l m  sejarah negeri ini sebagai salali seorang pengmjur 
kebangsaan yang terbesas sekafi dengan mempunyai rekod perkhidmatit? swam 
yang sungguh gilang gemilang. 

Perkhidmatan Tun Tan Cheng Lock kepada negara telah bemula di MelaSta 
pada rnasa beliau masih muda lagi, dan di dalarn tabun 1912, pada masa "Deliau 
berumur hanya 29 tahun, beliau teiah dilantik menjadi seorang J.Pe ". searang 
ahthli Sumhanjaya Perbandaran MeIda. Selepas inn beliau telah tidak pandang ke 
belakang lagi, tetapi terns beakbidmat dalam banyak pertubuhan-pertubuhm 
Kerajazn dan sukarela hingga beliau dilantik menjadi ahli tidak rasrnl Majiis 
Undangan Negeri-negeri Selat. Beliau telah dilmtik selana empat penggai 
berturut-turut daripada rahun j 923 hingga tabu11 1334, d m  daripada tahura. I933 
hingga tahun 1935 pula beliau ialah sesrang Asia yang pertama dilantik menjadi 
ahli tidak rasrni Majlis Kerja Negeri-negeri Selat. 

Dengan lantikan-lantikan ini Tun Tan telah menjadi bukan sahaja seormg 
penganjur Mel&a bahkan seoralg penganjur Negeri-negeri Seiat. Bahawa bellabl 
memainkan perman bahzunya ini dengan giat dan penuh sernang8t jelas ddiapati 
dari bukti ucapan-ucapannya pada masa itu. Di antara perkara-perkara yang 
dipeluporinya tennasuklah undang-undmg kahwin satu, bilangan terbmyak ahli- 
ahli tidak rasmi di Majlis Undangan Negeri-negeri Selat itu dan pilihmaya. 
Beliau bukan sahaja seorang pidarc yang handai tetapi dapal mengeluarkm bbah- 
buah fikiran yang bemas. 



Dengan latar belakang dan pengalaman yang sedemikian ini selepas perang 
dunia kedua beliau telah meningkat sebagai seorang penganjur kebangsaan. 
Beliau telah mengambil peranan yang penting untuk merapatkan hubungan di 
antara kaum di negeri ini dan bersama meminta kemerdekaan daripada kerajaan 
British. Untuk menjayakan tujuan ini beliau telah bekerja keras mendapatkan 
sokongan kaumnya sendiri dan mencadangkan supaya suatu persatuan 
ditubuhkan. Katanya di dalan tahun 1948: 

"My own idea is to wean the China born Chinese 
from China and Chinese politics and encourage them to 
transfer their love, for the good of all concerned including 
themselves, to Malaya, which should aim at attaining 

full dominion status within the British Commonwealth ............." 
Katanya lagi di dalam tahun 1948 itu juga, dalam satu perjumpaan Malacca 
Chinese Chamber of Commerce: 

"The specific problem in Malaya is how to integrate 
several races living in it into a single political community, 

while maintaining their separate cultural and intellectual 
independence and individuality". 

Daripada kata-katanya seperti ini kita boleh nampak dengan jelas sekali sekarang 
betapa jauh ke hadapan pemandangan Tun Tan Cheng Lock pada masa itu. 

Kemajuan politik dan perlembagaan negeri telah bersabit pula dengan 
keganasan komunis yang bermaksud hendak merarnpas kuasa dengan kekerasan. 
Kerajaan telah terpaksa mengisytiharkan Pemerintahan Darurat. Oleh kerana 
banyak daripada ahli-ahli Komunis itu dan penyokong-penyokongnya adalah dari 
kaum Cina, Tun Tan telah bersungguh-sungguh, melawat seluruh tanahair, 
menarik sokongan kaumnya kepada kerajaan hingga di dalam satu perjumpaan di 
Ipoh dalam bulan April 1949 beliau telah tercedera oleh lemparan bom 
pengganas-pengganas kepadanya. Perbuatan ini hanya menguatkan lagi 
keazamannya menentang kekerasan komunis. Di dalam tahun 1949 ini juga MCA 
telah ditubuhkan untuk menyatukan kaum Cina dan beliaulah penganjur yang 
telah dilantik menjadi Yang Dipertua yang pertama. 

Satu kejayaan yang tentu sekali telah merupakan satu hasil yang besar 
kepada cita-citanya ialah apabila MCA bekerjasama dengan UMNO dalam tahun 
1952 yang telah menghasilkan penubuhan Parti Perikatan yang kemudiannya 
dimasuki pula oleh MIC. Seolah-olah beliau telah sampai ke satu penghujung 
jalan yang ditumpukannya, beliau mula mengambil peranan sebagai seorang 
Warganegarawan Tua (Elder Statesman) dan menggalakkan ke hadapan orang- 
orang yang lebih muda. Beliau telah tidak bertanding di dalam pilihanraya yang 
pertama di dalam tahun 1955 dan beliau telah menyerahkan teraju pirnpinan 
MCA kepada seorang yang lebih muda dalam tahun 1957 selepas memegangnya 
selama lapan tahun. Walau bagaimanapun pandangan dan nasihat beliau di atas 
apa perkara sahaja sentiasa diberi penuh perhatian dan dihargai. Beliau meninggal 
dunia pada 14hb. Disember 1960 berusia 77 tahun dan, saya percaya,dengan 
penuh puas hati melihat cita-citanya supaya negerinya ini mencapai kemerdekaan 
dan rakyatnya yang berbilang kaum bekerjasama menikmati faedah dan 
keuntungan dengan aman damai dan makmur telah pun berjaya. 



Pada hari ini sebagai memperingatkm riwayat hidupnya dan jasanya sebagai 
seorang pahlawm fanahair yang tid& akan diiupai, Arkib Negara Malaysia 
rnengadakan satu pameran rekod-rekod persendirian Mendiang Tun Tan Gheng 
Lock itu yang telah dikumpulkan dan diseraWcm oleh keluarganya untuk nenjadi 
mi lk  negara. 

Pameran inn lentuiah satu pameran yang paling Iuar biasa pemah saya 
buka4cm. Pendita-pendita pemak berkata sesuatka negara yang tidak dapar 
memmdang ke sejaahnya dengan megah itu tidak mungkin dapat meiihar ke 
hadapan dengan penuh keyakinan. Tambahan lagi d-i negara kita yang berbilang 
kaum ini semangat membmgg&an negara (national pride) adalah amat mustahak 
untuk mendapatkan taat selia kepada raja. negara d m  bangsa. Qleh itia jasa dan 
reladan penganjur-penganjur ymg terdhulu daripada kita, seperti Tun 'Em Cheng 
Lock, addah amat penting kepzda kita semua, 

Arkib Negara saya tahu sangat giat mengumpuikm dan memellbara buat 
selma-larnmya rekod-rekod persendirian wargarregara ymg telah mengambii 
peranan di dalam sejarah d m  kemajum tnegeri kita ini untuk kajiarr Jan seiidikan 
di belakang hari kelak, d m  saya hefharap benar supaya la mendapat sakongan ban 
kerjasama orang ramai bagi kependngan negara kiea. 

Satu teladan telah kita dapar bari ini daripada keharga rnendiang Tidn Tan 
Cheng Lock, yang diwakiii oieh makandanya Y.B. Tun Tan Siew Sin y m g  dagat 
hadir krsama kita.

SPEECH BY THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER 
TUN ABDUL RAZAK BIN HUSSEIN 

AT MARA INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY 
GRADUATION CEREMONY AT PETALING JAYA 

ON 1 DECEMBER 1967 

Mr. Chairman, 
Distinguished guests, Graduants, Ladies & gentlemen, 

F irstly, to those of you who are receiving your qualification today, I do not 
propose to give a lecture because I am sure that during your stay in this 

College, you have been subject to suffient lecturing! So, therefore, I intend to give 
a speech both short and to the point! 

It seems only yesterday that I stood on this platform at a similar ceremony 
congratulating the group before you who have since left this College and taken 
their respective places in the commerce and industry of our country!. 

It appears to me that graduation ceremonies seem to occur with more 
frequency every year. 

It shows that MARA is in fact fulfilling the aim it was given when launched 
two years ago! 

There is no need for me to repeat again the objects, intentions and aims of 
MARA of which this college forms an integral part. 

You all know that already! 
But I am glad to say that as the days go by we are beginning to achieve more 

and more bumiputra participation in the private sector of our economy, but 
nevertheless, in your case, bumiputra participation does not stop dead on the day 
of the presentation of Diplomas and Certificates; bumiputra participation, in fact, 
means active, efficient and purposeful practice by those of you who have been 
lucky enough to attend this College, and have acquired knowledge and skills with 
which you are now equipped, so that you can play a positive part in the 
commercial and industrial life of our country. 

As more and more of you graduate from this College and take your rightful 
place in the economic development of our country, the happier I and all true 
Malaysians become.

a balanced economy, and we are well on our way to correcting any imbalance we 
inherited on Merdeka Day from the defects of the past administration.

In other words, in order to tap the natural resources of our country, of which 
there Is great potential, we have also 1.0 produce a programme so thai N1e can also 
tap our "human resources" in order to achieve development targets which we have 
set ourselves. 

I am no 'hbber  tapper", bur today: I feel that in presenting these Diplomas 
and Certificat~s, 1 am playing the role of a much more important "tapper". 
because here in this College we &re tapping the human potential that exists in our 
couney, particularly that of the bumiputra, 

I do hope that this flow of trained skills and essential knowledge whlch has 
been given to you, will be rrtilized to the full, so that when you join your 
reqpective firms and industries, your trainin? in this College will not have been in 
vain - and that work and energy wiU pay dividends as human d~?vestment .to our 
progress. 

Once you leave this College, it is up to you and you alone, ta apply to thi"ss 
full what you have learned and contribute your part, a part more important hhan 
that of the politician - because if we are to really achieve the progress we desire, 
it is up to you, our young and newly qualified people, to ensure that yaa do not 
sit back sn your laurels and regard your Diploma as a lottery ticket; you must 
make up your mind and apply your knowledge a d  skill for the greater 
productivity of our country. 

In the last ten years of our progress since independence, our productivity in 
each sector cf our economy has increased tremendously in spite of the setbacks 
we have encoilratered such as the Emergency and Confrontation, even, today 
we are experiencing set backs such as the adverse effects in the fa11 ip., the price of 
rubber and devaluation. 

But, there will always be setbacks, there will always be problems. 
The life in the history of the development of any nation is never smoot%l ar,d 

-seen. level. We are bound to have ups m d  downs, both seen and unfor, 
It is therefore necessary that to achieve progress we need, not only a 

development plan; we need not only an educational plan to develop our human 
resources; we need not oniy sound policies and sound methods of 
implementation, equally import-a~t- we need also to develop and acquire a 
national attitude of mind which wi13 produce a tenacious Malaysim spirit so that 
we view our difficulties, mot with despondance and desperatim, but rather with 



determination and the drive to push our progress, in spite of anything that may 
crop up from time to time to stand in our national way!. 

What is the good of having a sound development plan; what is the good of 
pressing ahead with industrialisation and agricultural diversification, and all these 
other things we strive for all of us who are loyal, sensible and peace-loving 
citizens, if, over night, all these achievements can be sabotaged and wrecked by 
a reckless minority!. 

Over the last ten years we built worldwide reputation for Malaysia; the free 
world has trusted us, and people had faith in our stability, to invest within our 
shores, and yet, overnight, through the actions of a few hooligans, the world Press 
picks up items of rioting and arson, thus lowering our stock in the eyes of the 
outside world. 

Are we going to sit back and allow our future and children's future to be 
mined by a few irresponsible elements?. 

No, we are taking firm action to protect Malaysia for posterity. 
I can assure you that my government has, and will always take the firmest 

and strongest action against these enemies of the State, not only to suppress them, 
but, we hope, to eliminate them completely. 

Government is determined to eradicate this cancer, but the greatest weapon 
of the government in a democracy is a positive public opinion which will fully 
support the side of right so that the liberties of all peace-loving Malaysians are 
safeguarded, and that we do not allow everything that we have achieved in the last 
ten years to be destroyed over-night by an irresponsible, selfish few. 

So, therefore, those of you who are graduating today and go out from this 
College, I hope, will not only be good technically and professionally in your job, 
but would also behave, act, think and conduct yourselves as good Malaysian 
citizens, and so contribute to the mainstay of Malaysian stability - a rational and 
sensible public opinion.

ON 5TH DECEMBER, 1967 

, p eased to say that the security situation in West Malaysia has considerably I""' improved during the ]last few days. There have been practicaify no major 
incident anywhere and it is confidently expected that fhe situation in affected 
areas in North Mdaya will return to normal very soon. e ldews  axe siowiy behg 
relaxed and in a few days9 time, it is expected to be taken off completely. 

Ever since the incidents started in Penang. I have been having meetings with 
Poiice, Militaq~ and Civilian Officers of the Ministry of Home Affairs, Defence, 
and Infomation every moming at 9.00 o'clock to review the situation and to 
decide on action to be taken. As the situation is so improved, rt is now decided 
that there will, no longer be my such meetings from today. However, the Police 
and the Military will continue to patrol the affected areas and a search will 
continue to be made for some of those involved in the incidents who have not yer 
been anested. 

It is now the task of the State Goverments, namely, the Menteri-Menter4 
Besar7 Chief Ministers, Members of Parliament, elected Councillors, ieaders of 
various communities, the District Officers. Goodwill Committees and others to 
continue lo play their part in counteracting false rumours and in bringing the 
people together in the affected areas in particular, so that fears and suspicion are 
completely wiped out. 

As already announced, the Govement  wili take the strongest and firmest 
action against those responsible for the recent Incidents. U7e have arrested abolaet 
1,700 people, including thugs and cuTfeJ~v breakers. The Police is examining into 
all these cases of persons arrested md those found responsible for these sets of 
violence will be dealt with strictly according to the law. Action wil! be taken Zo 
have non-citizens involved bmished from the country, and for others who are 
citizens by Registration or Naturalization, action will be taken to deprive the12 of 
their citizenship. For these people, citizenship is a privilege granted by 
Govement  and by their acts they have shown to be disloyal to this co~nt r j ,  they 
therefore do not deserve to continue to enjoy the privilege of citizenship. Since 
the outbreak sf this violence, the Poiice arnd the Militasy have been u~orking 
extremely hard for the last 12 days. They have been working day and night tc 
maintain law and order and 4 would like on behalf of the Government mtnd the 
people to pay my wannest tribute to the officers and men of the Police Force an3 
also to the Military, including the volunteers, for the way in which ffiey have 
carried out their duties under tqing circumstances. Also, 1 would like to express 
my gratitude to those memkrs of the public, Government servants, elected 



Councillors and others, who have shown loyalty and courage by co-operating 
with the Government to bring an end to these shameful acts of violence and 
hooliganism. 

The recent incidents have clearly shown the extent of damage to the 
country and miseries and sufferings to the people, particularly the poor, that action 
by irresponsible and disloyal small minority of the people could bring. While the 
Government will take firm and appropriate measures against those involved, it 
must be the determination of all loyal citizens of this country to see that these acts 
of violence would not recur and that peace, harmony and goodwill among our 
people of various races must be maintained and strengthened at all times.

ME President and Gentlemen, 

B am indeed happy to have this opportunity to meet and speak to you today. 
I would like to congratulate you, Mr. President, for your dedication and untiring 
efforts in gearing the Bank's machinery to action in the service of its members, I 
am confident that the ADB will very soon become a household word in our 
countries and our officials will quote and perhaps even misquote the ADB for its 
acumen in undertaking its work.

Fourth, fhe hardening in the terms of Eoans and the irzc.reasi~ig rendency qf 
tying bilateral assistance lo pl-ocurement in the donor co~ntries, 
These problem are no; new and have been discussed ar international 

Conferences and I am sure wi14 again be a major topic of the forthcoming meeting 
of UWCTAD in New Delhi. I hope therefore that in addition to assistance to 
member countries in financing specific high priority development projects the 
ADB will also devoee both time and resources to the other global factors agecling 
economic desrelopment. 

i am impressed by the possibilities engendered by the B a ~ k  for regionab 
cooperation. Malaysia has played a. positive role towards the realization of this 
concept by organizing recently the Conference on Transport and 



Communications. The rapid science and technological developments of our time 
will no doubt hasten this process particularly in such fields as transport and 
communications, weather forecasting, production of essential inputs like 
fertilizers and steel; and in such fields as education , training and health. I hope 
that besides the day to day urgent tasks, we pay continuing attention to regional 
needs and the exploitation of the vast potential in science and technology. 

Mr. President, I would conclude by assuring you of our faith and support in 
the activities of the Bank and wish you, the Board of Directors as well as the staff 
every success in your endeavours.

When 1 received your lrrnd snvitatlon Mr. Secretary, En your words to relax 
in Manila, 1 was saying to myself what a dangerous fellow you could be to be able 
to anticipate me inner mind's desire and inlention. I did indeed need a rest md a 
respite b ~ ~ i  I certainly do nct remember telling you all that. Mowevel; Mr. 
Secretary I can assure YOU that your kind gespare and of your Governerras' rs 
invite me here are most beartily welcomed. I have also noted that you have not 
forgotten your promise that when I a n  in Manila I can play as nluch golf as 1 like. 
I am really looking forward to a few rounds of golf with you md I do hope you 
will be kind enough to play the, part of a generous host and let his guest win a. few 
games 

Mr, Secretary, my wife and 3 are indeed very happy to come to your great 
country again to meei you and other leaders of your people, We bring wit11 us the 
goodwiI1 and good wishes of our Government and people to the Gsvemmenr 
people of Philippines. Our two countries and our two people have been cioseIg: 
linked together by hies of history, race, culture and geography froxi tims 
immemorial and it was oniy by accident of history that it was placed apart to forge 
ahead to determine our own future motivated by our respecfve national 
objectives. I sincerely hope that my visi;, here short though it Is would help in 
some small way to revive this @Ed rie of past generations and thereby infuse into 
the hems and ~ n ~ n d s  of our leaders and people a real sense of perspective a ~ d  
balance in our efforts to work closely together ses goods raeighbours and to 
cooperate for rnurud benefit of our two people and for this region of South East 
Asia. 

Mr. Secretary, during the last several years our two countries have indeed 
ventured far in fostering this spirit of cooperation. Together with Thailand we 



founded ASA which in the past many years have shown every sign of success as 
a regional organization. Now recently we have gone a step further by together 
founding a new and larger organization, ASEAN, and I am confident that if the 
leaders of the countries in this region continue to maintain trust and confidence in 
one another, ASEAN will grow to be the principal regional organ of cooperation 
and friendship among countries in this region. 

Between our two countries Mr. Secretary, we have recently signed in Kuala 
Lumpur the Anti-Smuggling Agreement which provides for parallel and joint 
efforts both by the Philippines and Malaysia to suppress the smuggling menace 
which has affected the economy of your country for sometime. We cannot deny 
Mr. Secretary that there are still minor difficulties on the mechanics of the 
implementation of this agreement which tends to be exaggerated by certain 
elements so as to cast doubt on the sincerity. of our agreement to fulfill our part 
which we have solemnly agreed under the agreement. As I assured you in Kuala 
Lumpur when we signed this, that we would be pleased to play our part sincerely 
and honestly to bring an end to this menace despite the fact that this would be a 
loss of revenue to us and the possible loss of employment to our people. We agree 
to undertake all this for the sake of friendship and neighbourly cooperation. I am 
confident Mr. Secretary that our two Governments would not be swayed by this 
mischievous and irresponsible elements but will stand firm by our part to establish 
close mutual cooperation and to continue to build trust and confidence between 
the leaders of our two Governments and our two people. 

Mr. Secretary in our mutual efforts to strive for regional cooperation in this 
region we shall no doubt have to face many obstacles and difficulties. A I stand 
here tonight, I recall during my last visit here in 1963 there was an atmosphere 
filled with expectations and promise but these expectations remain unfulfilled 
because my country has been subjected to confrontation and acts of aggression by 
forces extrenous to our region. By the grace of god, with the determination and 
will of our people to survive we firmly withheld this trial and tribulation; and 
with the general assistance and help of our friends including your country this 
unhappy event was brought to an end and peace was restored. Mr. Secretary we 
are therefore determined to safeguard this peace which was so bitterly won with 
so much sacrifice and waste of efforts and energy so as to spare this region of ours 
form of adventurism. 

Mr. Secretary we cannot also deny the fact that our two countries in 
endeavouring to achieve our common goal of economic and social progress for 
our respective peoples will have to face many problems. Problems of building a 
society into a progressive force, problems of economic development and 
cooperation and problems that may continue to irritate the growth of good and 
happy relations. We cannot also deny the fact that both inside and outside our 
countries there are enough elements that are always ready to generate more such 
problems. However Mr. Secretary, I can assure you as far as my country Malaysia 
is concerned, we are determined to overcome these problems with all those forces 
in our command and I am confident that with the wise and able leadership of your 
President your country and your people will do the same. 

Mr. Secretary in our endeavour to strive for the upliftment of our people and 
for the promotion of goodwill among countries in the region, my country is 



particulasly honoured in having received so far three of the coveted awads of the 
Magsaysay Foundation. Personally I am greatly privileged m d  honoured that the 
Magsaysay Foundation has chosen to bestow upon me the 1867 award for 
Community Development. While H can never thank your country enough for this 
recognition of the little service 1 have been able to give to my country and my 
people, I feel doubly humble at the thought whether I am won2hy of the gift. I can 
assure you however, that B shall continue to thy to live up to the noble aims an 
objectives of the late President Magsaysay in whose memory the foundation was 
established. 

Mr. Secretary in thanking you for the kind invitation to visit your great 
country and for this sumpmous dinner, may I take this opportunity to congratulate 
you and through you the present admkistratiorn and above all His E~cellency 
President Marcos whose able leadership has won the resounding cofidence of 
the Filipino people thrcugh the recent elections. We in Malaysia share with you 
the happiness and pride of this great achievementL We look forwad to welcoming 
His Excellency the President next month on a State Visit to our country, He will 
be a very welcome guest indeed and we trust chat during his stay in our country 
he iavould be able to see for himself the efforts that we are making notoonly for the 
progress and happiness of our people but also for bringing friefidship and 
cooperation among countries in Southeast Asia. Our homes and our hearts will be 
open to him, as we in Malaysia sincerely believe in goodwill and friendship 
among nations, particularly our close neighbours, I have no doubt the State Msit 
of His Excellency the President will go a long way to shrengther, time ties ~f 
ffiendship and goodwill between cmr two countries and our two people.

T he expenditure for the Amed Forces under the Development Estimates may 
be classified under two headings:- 

(a) Accommodation 
Qb) Equipment 

The total allocalion for the Armed Forces in 1967 is $1 18.3 million, $35.5 rs 
for Accommodation and $74.8 million is for Equipment. 
(A) Aceommodatior?? 

A sum of $35.5 million has been allocated. Out of this sum. $19.4 
million would be required to pay the contracts on projects carried sue 
last year while $16, 1 million is allocated for new projects. 
Subhead f - Brigade Area North: A sum of $654,435 1s allocatect to 
meet contractual payments on last year's projects. No new projects 
would be started this yeax 
Subhead 2 - Brigade Area South: A sum of $65,825 is required to 
pay the contracts on last year's projects. 
Subhead 3 - Brigade Area East: A sum of $ 1,066:7 12 is required to 
meet contractual payments on fast year's projects. fhese include the 
cost of providing external Sewage and Electrical services at Mumtan. 
Subhead 4 - Brigde Area West: A sum of $757,37"is reqi l i~d to 
pay the contractual costs on last year's projects such as 
accommodation Hocks, cookhouse and Canteen for the TB'hansparh 
Cornparry at Port Dickson; alterations to existing accommodation and 
a cookhoitse for the Medical Company at Kinrara, Workshops for the 
Electricid and Mechanical Engineers at Sungai Besi and manied 
quarters at Batu. 
Subhead 5 - Brigade Area Sarawak: A sum of $6,811,386 is 
rcqulred. Outof this sum, %2,8 11,386 is required to pay for last year's 
projects and $4 milition for the constmcdon of an Infmtry Battalion 
complex at Sibu. 
Subhead 6 - Brigade Area Sabaih: A sum of $9,735,664 is required. 
From this sum, $1,238,467 is required to meet contractual payments 
for last year's projects and $8,497,197 for new projects. She new 
projects include the constmcfion of accommodation for militaq 
installations in Jesselton and Tawau and the construction of mapried 
quarters in Labuan. 
Subhead 7 - Naval Bases: A sum of $2,407,063 is required, This is to 
complete Last yeas' projects in Singapore, Port Sweaenham and 
Tawam. 
Subhead 8 - Air Bases: A sum sf $11,885,528 is required to meet 



payments for construction works at the RMAF bases in Kuantan, 
Kuala Lumpur, Alor Setar and Labuan. 
Subhead 9 - Ministry of Defence: A sum of $956,216 is required to 
complete the construction of 24 class G married quarters, 4 office 
blocks, 2 accommodation blocks, 1 Signal School block and 1 Dhobi. 
Subhead 10 - Divisional Headquarters: A token sum of $101- only 
has been provided. 
Subhead 11 - Military Training Establishments: The sum allocated 
is $1,178,500. Out of this sum, $278,500 would be required to 
complete last year's projects and $900,000 for new projects such as a 
Boys Training School and WOs and Sgts. Mess Minor Units at Port 
Dickson. 
Subhead 12 - Volunteer Units: A token sum of $101- only has been 
provided. 

(B) Equipment 
Subhead 18 - Vehicles and Spares: A sum $1,101,100 is provided 
under this subhead. Out of this sum, $863,492 is to pay the costs of 
vehicles ordered last year and $237,608 is required for new purchases 
this year. The new vehicles are required for the use of new units to be 
formed and equip the existing units to scale. 
Subhead 19 - Furniture and Accommodation Stores: A sum of 
$843,100 is provided. This allocation is required to equip the new 
buildings such as offices and manied quarters with furniture and other 
stores. 
Subhead 20 - Artillery Equipment: A token sum of $101- only is 
provided. 
Subhead 21 - Special Stores: A sum of $5,800 is provided. This 
allocation is required for the purchase of ammunition for our Armed 
Forces. Out of this sum, $3,515,000 would be required to pay the cost 
of ammunition ordered last year and $2,285,000 is to meet new 
requirements for this year. 
Subhead 22 - Radio Equipment: A sum of $4,426,100 is allocated, 
$1,65 1,807 is for the payment of radio equipment ordered last year and 
$2,774,293 for new requirements. 
Subhead 23 - Other Equipment and Stores: A sum of $4,15 1,926 is 
allocated. This is required to purchase military stores and equipment 
such as arms etc. Out of this sum, $2,921,998 is required for the 
payment of equipment ordered in the previous year and $1,229,928 for 
the purchase of equipment for new units. 
Subhead 24 - Reserve Supplies: A token sum of $lo/- only is 
provided. 
Subhead 25 - Purchase of Ships: A provision of $36,089,000 is 
made. This provision is required to meet contractual payments on ships 
which have been ordered. These ships comprise of 14 Patrol Craft, 4 
Motor Torpedo Boats and 1 Frigate. It is estimated that the contractual 



payments for these ships wlil come to about $42 million in 1967. It 
may be possible that the allocation of $36,089,000 would not r;.e 
sufficient and an additional sum of $6 million may be required this 
year. 10 of the 14 Patrol Craft would be ready this year and would be 
used by om navy. The 4 Motor Torpedo Boats would aiso be used by 
the navy this year. The Frigate would be ready in 1969. 
Subhead 26 - Base Spares and Equipment (Naval Base and Ships): 
A sum of $ I million is required to equip shelf stocks of base spares and 
equipment at RMN Bases in Singapore and East Malaysia. 
Subhead 27 - Purchase of Aircraft: A sum of $16,5@,609 is 
required to meet payment for part of the cost of Aircraft which have 
been ordered. 20 jet trainer/sthke CL-41-C aircraft and 10 Skyorsky 
helicopters have been ordered. The jet trainerlstrike Aircraft would be 
delivered this year and 5 out of the 10 helicopters would also be 
delivered this yea. 
Subhead 28 - Purchase of RMAF Equipment: A provision of 
$3,200,000 is made to provide equipment facilities for the Aircraft and 
Air Bases. 
Subhead 29 - Payment &'os USA Equipment: A provislo~ of 
$1,293,9 17 is required for the repayment of $12 million loan to the 
Government of United Stares of America. This loan enables the 
Mdaysian Government to purchase a m s  and defence articles from 
America. The repayment to the United States Government will be 
made within a period of 10 years at an interest rate of 3% per mnuna, 
The first payment will be made on '.he Is'. March I967 and the find 
payment will be made on the 1st September, 1976. 
Subhead 44 - The Regular Army (i) Purchase of Equipment: A 
sum of $277,799 is allocated for she payment of ams and equipmerar 
to be bought from Britain under the 1957 Defence Agreement.

ON PROVISIONAL DEVELOPMENT ESTIMATES 1967 

AT DEWAN RAKYAT 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, 

I beg to move that a sum of $9,350,000 appearing under Head 116 
Malaysian Armed Forces be agreed to. 

This provision is sought to meet the anticipated expenditure required by the 
Armed Forces in the first two months of 1967. It can be classified under two 
headings. Firstly ~ccommodation' and secondly Equipment. The provisional 
allocation required under Accommodation amounts to $1,350,000 while the 
allocation required for Equipment amounts to $8 million. 

The amount of $1,350,000 required for Accommodation is to meet the carry- 
over payment for Accommodation projects now being executed. This includes 
carry-over payments for such works as office accommodation, military 
headquarters and living accommodation. 

Under Equipment, a sum of $7 million is provided for the progress payment 
of the cost of Patrol Crafts, Fast Patrol Boats and a Frigate which were ordered 
for our Royal Malaysian Navy. The sum of $1 million is required to meet progress 
payments for aircraft ordered for the Royal Malaysian Air Force.

SPEECH BY THE HON'BLE 
DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER ON 1967 

DEVELOPMENT ESTIMATES 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg to move, 

"T hat this House resolves that a sum not exceeding $836.095,454 be 
expended out of the Development Fund in the year 1967, and that, to meet 

the purposes of the Heads and Subheads set out in the first and second columns 
of the Development Estimates for 1967, laid on the Table as Command Paper No. 
50 of 1966, there be appropriated the sums specified opposite such Heads and 
Subheads in the 7th and 8th columns thereof; and that the Resolution passed by 
this House on 25th October, 1966, in respect of expenditure to be met out of the 
Development Fund for the Development Fund for the financial year 1967 is 
hereby rescinded." 
Mr. Speaker Sir, 

This House may or may not know that for 24 hours some years ago, after a 
Cabinet reshuffle, I was in actual fact Minister of Finance, but luckily because of 
Tunku's ever attentive ear, he listened to my plea and gave me a cheerful and 
happier portfolio. 

So I have every sympathy with my friend and colleague the Minister of 
Finance in performing his depressing task of introducing a hardhitting Budget and 
as I was listening to him, I said to myself, "There but for the grace of God 
Tunku) "Go P." Therefore, Sir, if the Minister of Finance depressed you with his 
speech , it is now my task to cheer up both of you and all Members of this 
Honourable House. 

We may be short of funds, but this does not mean the end of development, 
and the end of progress. The very fact that I can stand here and introduce these 
ambitious Development Estimates, supported by an equally ambitious 
Development Plan, shows that 1967, for our country Malaysia, is not the 
beginning of the end, but the beginning of the beginning! 

Admittedly we can do much more with more money, and I can assure you, 
Sir, that the extra money raised by taxation, and that which we hope to receive 
from friendly donor countries, will be put to the utmost use for the utmost benefit 
of our future development. 

We have a lot to be thankful for. 1967 stands before us as a year in which 
our country can develop even further, unshackled by the human and financial 
drain we suffered as a result of Confrontation. 

Although, the withdrawal of Commonwealth Forces from East Malaysia has 
taken place, we are still left with our own loyal and efficient Army, Navy, Air and 



Police Forces, which alaough young, we, as a nation, are extremely proud, and 1 
would like to lake this opportunity, Sir, in my capacity of Minister of Defence, ao 
call upon this House to pay tribute to the unselfish and loyal service which all 
officers and men of our Armed Forces gave to Malaysia when our sovereignty 
was so severely threatened during the last three yesrs of Confrontation. 

1 am sure that no Member of this House would deny that we in this coslnrry 
owe gratitude to those who gave their lives and to those who suffered the stresses. 
stralns and perils sf the jungle m order that the rest of us could live safely and 
unhmpered and apply ourselves with a feeling of security to the task of achievl~~g 
further progress of our country, 

However, Mr. Speaker, Sir, although Confrontation is over, this is n:, rime 
for complacency on matters effecting both Defence and Internal Securitjf, and 
because of the continuing internal threat of subversion we still have to maintain a 
fairly large security f o r c ~ ,  andthis means, maintaining coaasiderable expenditure 
on Defence and Security. 

Ne.ierthelessl H as Minister of Defence give this House rveq  assurance ths: 
no more funds wiiI be spent than are absolutely necessary, and I h o w  for a fact 
that the Minister of Development %!ill not allow the Minister of Defeacz to waste 
unnecessary funds far Milixargi purposes. 

Let US now turn to the question of development. 
In presenting the First Malaysia Development Plan to this House, we the 

Government visualised that the full implementation of this Plan would require the 
raising of funds both from internal an external sources. 

So. there is nothing depressing or despairing about a tough budget. 
We are merely p~t t ing our plans into force. So let us not be despondent; let 

las look towards 1967 with hope and determination that our PIm will succeed. 
Past performance over the last 5 yeas  has shown that we have got the means 

both mental and physical and thc know-how no implement a Pian and achieve 
results. The Estimates which I now move are the 1967 element of the five years 
of the First Malaysia Plarl, 

H do not want to anajyse these Estimates iten: by item, bur will find that 
many sf  the major projects are the contirruation of those which were started in fne 
previous year. Also this sum of $836 million, are allocations for the 
implementation of new high priority projects which will contribute In a major way 
to the provision of an infrastructure facilities and the needs for further economic 
and social deveiopment. 

The allocation of this total sum among different Ministries and Depaments 
of the Government conforms the priodies of the First Malaysia Pian. 

Every effort has k e n  made to eiiminate any project which is not economical 
and which will not bring in definite benefits. 

As these Estimates will be discussed in Committee 1 have no ineen~on of 
isolating specific items for mention a t  the moment, but I do stress that the 



Estimates should be continuously regarded by Member of this House in relation 
to, and in conjunction with, the overall 5-Year Development Plan. 

What I do want to mention, however, and what 1 do want to stress are our 
sound assets. 

The Minister of Finance in his budget speech took stock of our financial 
liabilities. Let me take stock of our national assets. 

First, our ever increasing political/stability and our growing political 
maturity. Political stability is one of the first ingredients which a developing 
country must have if it is to attract the necessary investment for Development. We 
are politically stable and we are proud of it! 

Our second asset is our capacity to plan wisely together with our 
administrative ability to implement these Plans. The proof of this is the success 
and the tangible results which we achieved in our last 5 Year Plan. 

During that period, as this House well knows but which the Opposition are 
reluctant to admit, we succeeded beyond all our expectations. 

The achievement of that last 5-Year Plan laid a very sound framework 
without/which modern development cannot take place. We have definitely 
established this firm base for development. This is our third asset. 

Let me now, Mr, Speaker Sir, turn to our fourth and most important asset, 
and that is, our human resources - our own people. 

These resources fall into two categories: the harnessed human resources and 
the as yet unharnessed human resources. 

Let us take stock of our harnessed human resources. 
The investment which all the Alliance Government, since Merdeka, put into 

an ambitious Education Programme, is now beginning to repay with results. 
The flow of professionally qualified Malaysians is gaining impetus. These 

young, qualified, modern Malaysians are taking their place in ever greater 
numbers, and playing their part in this great task of National development. 

With new ideas - new skills - new soilities - new drive - new enthusiasm - 
new energy and new aspirations. 

All these, Mr. Speaker Sir, are as important if not more so than money in the 
development process. Without these, no amount of money would lord us to the 
goal of progress we have set ourselves. 

Let us turn now, Sir, to the unharnessed human resources which we also 
have in even greater abundance. 

As I have said before, comparing our country, Malaysia, to the rest of the 
World, I am convinced, and I know this for a fact, that there is no difference in the 
latent human potential which exists in other countries and the great potential that 
exists amongst our own people. 

If in such times of national crisis the potentials and capabilities of our people 
can be really wakened up by Floods, Disaster and Confrontation, why cannot the 
same spirit be aroused and channeled into something much more important - the 
task of developing our country towards greater progress? 



This is what 1 mean by the r~nharnessed human resources which we have in 
abundance throughout the country. And Mr. Speaker Sir, this Is my main message 
that In moving these Development Estimates - a message not only for this House 
but for the whole nation. In the heart, mind and body of every single Malays;= 
lies an asset worth a thowand times more rhan the $836 million we are going to 
debate. 

W h a ~  is most needed at this stage of our development is not so much the 
amount of funds but the will to work. This will to work cannot be legislated, 
cannot be voted by Parliament. cmnot be allocated by a Minister. It cannot be 
borrowed from another country. Mie must rnobilise this asset to the full. tKiG mus: 
galvanise our people to play a greater iadividual past in the implementation of our 
Development Plan. We must galvanise them to cultivate to the full every single 
acre of arable land, that has been given to them and to do a full day's work in 
return for a decent and dignified wage. 

In other words, the yeas 1967 must be a year of greater application of &for! 
on the part of every one of us,

SPEECH FOR THE HON'BLE 
DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER AS ADDRESS 

TO THE VETERANS CONFERENCE 

Gentlemen, 

I am very happy indeed for having this opportunity to address you, the members 
of the Southeast Asia Veterans Conference. Many of you, who are present here 

today, have been to my country. Many of you fought side by side with Malaysian 
soldiers during the dark days of the Pacific War. Many of you came to my country 
and helped us to defeat militant communism after a long bitter struggle. Many of 
you stood by our side when the Old Order in Indonesia tried to crush our new 
nation out of existence. 

Today I have come to pay tribute to you; to thank you, on behalf of my 
country, for rallying to our defence when we were sorely tried by powerful 
enemies. 

But my tribute would not be complete if I did not mention all those gallant 
comrades-in-arms who have made the supreme sacrifice for the cause of 
Malaysia's freedom. We Malaysians salute them for their heroic self-sacrifice and 
we will be indebted to them. 

Today, therefore, we are renewing old ties forged in the heat of battle. Today 
we are renewing our dedication to the principles of freedom and justice. Today we 
look forward to the future of our region with new hope and new confidence. 

Today there is a spirit abroad in Southeast Asia. It is the spirit of cooperation 
and friendship among the nations and people of Southeast Asia. It is a spirit born 
of the conviction that mutual isolation can never bring security, happiness and 
wellbeing to our region or to any country belonging to it. 

On the contrary, mutual isolation will only encourage the common enemy to 
step up his efforts to divide, to disrupt, and eventually, to dominate. 

I should like to tell you how we in Malaysia regard the new impulse towards 
growing regional cooperation. 

Our standpoint is the standpoint of a small nation which has hardly known 
peace and tranquility since the outbreak of the Pacific War in 1941. 

The Pacific War had no sooner ended in 1945 than the Malayan Communist 
Party began to prepare to seize power by force. The communist insurrection, 
which began in 1948, and which the British politely termed the "Emergency7', 
dragged on for 12 years, exacting a heavy toll in men and money. 

I cannot describe adequately the tremendous sense of relief that greeted the 
ending of the "Emergency". Malaysians in all walks of life put aside the cares and 
anxieties of the past. They renewed their determination to build up a prosperous 
and happy society for their children and for future generations in conditions of 
peace and stability. 

But, unhappily, this nationwide sense of relief and optimism was soon to be 
shattered by the onset of disruptive forces from outside. The Indonesian Old 



Order, in collaboration with the PKI, the largest commuraist party in fne aon- 
communist world, and in virtual alliance with the Chinese People's Republic 
attacked our country in 1963. 

Once more, we found ourselves in the throes of conflict and tensron. Once 
more. we were forced to divert funds fro13 our ruraI development programmes 
and from our economic development projects to the purchase of war materials and 
to the expansion of our armed forces, 

You know the s toq of confrontation; how we stood firm and successfuliy 
resisted, with the staunch support of our Commont\~ealth friends, You know what 
fate overtook the Old Order in Indonesia; how it was swept aside, together w ~ t h  
the Partai Romunis Indonesia, by the powerful forces of resurgent Indonesian 
nationalism. All this is recent history, including the resumption of our brotherb 
ties with Indonesia lasl year. 

But few people realise how dangerclus our position really was in early 1905. 
that 15, only two years ago. Despite our successful defence against confrontation, 
our long term prospects were forbidding in the extreme. 

Two years ago the situation in rhe North was very gloomy. It seemed as 
though nothing would prevenr the North Vietnamese communists fmm achieving 
their ambstion of seizing Saigona in 1965. But the massive United States and allied 
commitment to the cause of the Republic of Vietnam has dramatically 
transformed the scene. There is a new hope, a tangible hope for a new era to dawn 
throughout our region; an era in which every counQ7 will feel secure from 
external aggression; a r:ew era in whrch the massive task of re-constmcting our 
respective countries will be pursued m an atmosphere of growing trust, 
confidence and co-operation throughout the region. 

It would be wrong to disnniss this new hope as a mere pipedream, The 
destruction of the Old Order in Indonesia is of great significance. Not only did it 
save Indonesia but it dealt the heaviest Mow to China's dismptive policy in the 
region. It has also discredited communism throughout the region, since Southeast 
Asian Communism is, to all intents and purposes, an insanxment of China's 
expansionism. 

B believe i t i s  of :he highest importmce that the rest of the world should 
appreciate our attitude to China, Mre in Malaysia, and we have no doubt that our 
vie\% is shared by most of our neigbours - are convinced that China will resit as 
the major threatto our region. We are convinced that the prospects are excellent 
for the emergence of a foutheasi Asia which will progressively consolidate its 
strength. 

m a t  perhaps has not been sufficiently realised outside our reglon is that the 
defeat of the Indonesian Communist Party represents a victory of the forces of 
Southeast Asian nationalism over the forces of an alien creed which is ident~fied 
with China's expmsionism. Frorn Vietnam, too, where newspaper headlines 
unfortunately tend to mispresent the struggle in terns of a primarily United States 
effort, there is heartening news. Sxeady progress towards effect-ivc Vietnamese 
self-government is being made. In Vietnam, the main problem 3n the long ran is 
"i create effecti-t~e representa"ai\/e g o v e m e n t  and a collective wit1 to survive 
backed by efficient administrarion. Withour all these security m d  stability cannot 
be b.~i!e up. 



The next five years should, therefore, witness a sustained and combined 
effort by Southeast Asian countries, with the assistance of friendly powers, to 
strengthen the economic and political structures of every country in the region. 

The importance of Indonesia in this regard cannot be over-emphasised. As a 
nation whose population represents more than half the combined population of 
the entire region; as a nation whose present leaders have done, and are continuing 
to do, a fine job despite enormous difficulties. In the long run, Southeast Asia will 
not succeed in standing on its own feet unless Indonesia effects her own recovery. 

Let me now make a few brief comments on the role of my country in 
strengthening the security of our region. 

Although the main function of the Malaysian Armed Forces is to defend 
Malaysia against external aggression, the Armed Forces and, in particular, the 
Army, are currently engaged in internal security operations because we have a 
communist problem today to deal with. There are 500 militant communists along 
our border with Thailand and for sometime now we have worked together with 
Thailand to eliminate them. 

The internal security situation in East Malaysia is also serious. The Sarawak 
Communist Organisation (SCO) with 1,000 active members is preparing for a 
protracted armed struggle. As these terrorists operate in pockets in our border with 
Indonesia, we have now reached an agreement with Indonesia for co-ordinated 
action against them. This threat in Sarawak, coupled with the generally additional 
external defence responsibilities arising from the formation of Malaysia, has 
necessitated the considerable expansion of our armed forces. Such expansion has 
to be accelerated in view of the phased withdrawal of the British forces from 
Malaysia. 

But despite the expansion programme, Malaysia will continue to require the 
assistance of Commonwealth forces during the next few years. Stated quite 
simply, we still do not have nearly enough troops of our own for our defence and 
security needs. 

As I have mentioned before, Australia has always rallied to Malaysia's 
defence in the field of military operation. But it must also be emphasised that in 
recent years Australia has also increased her contribution to my country in the 
form of material aid. 

Beginning in 1964, the Australian Government agreed to contribute aid 
worth about $6 million (Australian) in the form of military equipment, 
secondment of Australian service personnel and the training of Malaysian Armed 
Forces personnel in Australia. We have fully utilised this offer. 

A further aid programme worth about A$19 million was offered to us in 
1965. This will enable us to obtain from Australia such items as engineering 
plants and equipment, arms and ammunition, vehicles and a variety of other 
ordinance materials. 

All this military aid has been of considerable assistance to us in our Armed 
Forces expansion programme; and I wish once again to record my government's 
deep appreciation of the Australian Government's generosity towards us. 

In our common struggle against aggressive communism, it is imperative that 
the bonds of friendship and cooperation that exist between our two countries 



should eontkue to be strengthsned, In lne miiitarl, sphere my Government looks 
forward to increasingly fruitful collaboration with the Austraiim G ~ v e m e n t  in 
terms not only of Assistance In the development of the Malaysia Amed Forces 
and of %he Australian assisiance in _Malaysia's defence arrangements but a l s ~  of 
closer consultations on other problems. One of these is the prablem of providing 
for the welfare of our war veterans. 

I am happy to inform you ahat the Malaysian Governmenr is doing its best 
to assist the Malaysian ex-Ser%ices Associatiofi . My Gevenment realise how 
much rbe country owes to O U ~  ex-sewicemen. I am giving this m.c/ personal 
attention and I have appoirzted a speciali officer in the Ministrgi of Defence to iiaise 
with the Exservicernens Associarion and to assist it in every way possible 

I am infamed that only a few months ago h e  Metumd Semicemear"~ 
League of Australia QRSL) senl a senior official $0 my coulltry 20 assist in the re- 
~ r g ~ i s a t i o n  of the Malayan Ex-Services Association. I am most grateful ro the 
Australia7 Ex-Servicemen for their generous. comradely gesture. E have since 
received a copy of this official and E have read it with interest. 

1 am very pieased with some of the recommendations he made* For example, 
tirere is a proposal for the Returned Servicemen's League to send one of its 
experienced officials rs work and assist in the administration and the 
reorganisation of the Malaysian body. There is also a proposal from RSI- to send 
3 specialist- to assist in xhe proposed estblishrrient or rehabilitation training 
centres for OUT ex-Servicetmen. Another proposalis for the MSL to sw;i!:d 
scholarships to children of Malaysia ex-Semiee Association to stud? in Austmlizl 
and the intergion is that when a'nese children complete their studies they would be 
able to return to Malaysiz and utiilse the knowledge of some field af value irr ihe 
rehabilitation of Ex-Servicemen. 

1 sincerely hope that flese proposals will materialise m the course of this 
year and 1 can assure the RSL chat my Government will give our full cooperation 
to their orgalisation in carrying out their objectives of assisting our 
Servicemen Association. 

Fmdalily, I would like to L % ~ i ~ h  your Conference every success in its 
deliberations. We owe an inimmense debt to you and to those who have made that 
supreme sacrifice for the defei~ce of our rcgion against the forces of rysamy and 
oppression. For without yotar sacrifices we would not he standing, as we are 
today, on  he theshold o h  anew era of hope m d  progress, of happiness and peace, 
in t h i ~  important pa-t of the world to which we all belong.

tamat pertikaian antara dua negara sahabat dan tetangga ini. 

Pada hari yang berbahagia bagi sernua umat Islam, setelah sebulan lamanya 
berpuasa, saya dan keluarga, dengan tulus ikhlas mengucapkan kepada perajurit- 
perajurit sekelian dan umat Islam yang lain Selamat Hariraya 'Aidilfitri'. Saya 
berharap Perajurit-perajurit sekelian bersukaria dengan anak isteri, kaum keluarga 
dan sahabat handai pada hari bertuah ini. Pada mereka yang dapat menyambut 
Hariraya bersama-sama dengan keluarga masing-masing, saya harap gunakan 
peluang ini dengan sepenuh-penuhnya. Kepada mereka yang terpaksa berada di 
tempat-tempat yang berjauhan kerana menjalankan tugas masing-masing dan 
terpaksa berhariraya dengan keadaan yang tidak begitu sempurna, saya ucapkan 
selamat Hariraya Yang Istimewa. Mudah-mudahan pada tahun hadapan mereka 
itu dapatlah menyambut Hariraya dalam keadaan yang lebih sempurna bersama- 
sama anak-anak isteri masing-masing. 

Dengan tamatnya konfrantasi, Malaysia dan Indonesia telah memasuki satu 
zaman baharu, zaman persahabatan dan kerjasama yang erat. Kita berdoa kepada 
Tuhan yang amat pemurah supaya persahabatan antara rakyat Indonesia dan 
Malaysia akan bertambah kuat, lebih mesra dan berpanjangan buat selama- 
lamanya.

Inilah niat dan tujuan Kerajaan Perikatan - kita tidak bercadang hendak 
mempunyai tentera yang besar tetapi hanyalah hendak menyediakan pasukan 
bersenjata kita supaya sesuai dengan kehendak keselamatan Malaysia dan 
mengadakan kemudahan-kemudahan yang berpatutan kepada ahli-ahli pasukan 
bersenjata kita supaya mereka dapat menjalankan kewajipan dan tugas masing- 
masing dengan lebih cekap dan sempuma lagi.

Setelah konfrantasi tamat, tugas yang paling penting bagi pasukan 
bersenjata Malaysia ialah melawan komunis dan menolong membasmikan 
pengganas komunis yang hendak menghancurkan kita. Dalam usaha ini Pasukan 
Bersenjata kita selain daripada menggunakan kekuatan senjata mestilah juga 
memenangi sokongan-sokongan dan kerjasama rakyat dengan cara menolong 
mereka dalam kerja-kerja pembangunan , kebajikan dan sukarela. Saya sangat 
sukacita mengetahui yang pasukan bersenjata kita tidak ketinggalan dalam kerja- 
kerja pembangunan dan kebajikan selain daripada sentiasa sedia berperang bagi 
menjaga kemerdekaan dan kedaulatan negara ini. 

Tamatnya konfrantasi bermaknalah lebih tanggungjawab bagi pasukan 
bersenjata kita dan tanggungjawab ini akan bertambah banyak lagi pada masa- 
masa akan datang. Tugas-tugas yang dijalankan oleh askar-askar Komanwel 
sekarang menjadi kewajipan kita. Saya sangat bangga kerana askar-askar kita 
telah mengambil alih tugas-tugas ini dengan licin dan menjalankannya dengan 
baik. 

Masa hadapan Malaysia dan pasukan bersenjata Malaysia adalah terletak 
kepada kita sendiri. KIta menentukan nasib kita. Jika rakyat dan pasukan 
bersenjata terus menerus bekerjasama seperti masa-masa yang lepas, mempunyai 
kesedaran tanggungjawab dan azam yang kukuh, masa hadapan kita mesti cerah 
dan kejayaan menunggu kita. Satu bangsa yang bertanggungjawab dan 
mempunyai tatatertib yang tinggi tidak akan jatuh atau ditewaskan oleh musuh- 
musuhnya. 

Kerajaan adalah sentiasa menjaga dan memperhatikan keadaan perajurit- 
perajurit dan anak isteri mereka. Kerajaan akan berikhtiar untuk memperbaiki 
tempat-tempat tinggal perajurit-perajurit sekelian terutama tempat-tempat tinggal 
askar-askar biasa supaya dengan seberapa boleh anak-anak dan isteri perajurit- 
perajurit dapat tinggal bersama dengan suarni masing-masing di tempat mereka 
bertugas atau sekurang-kurangnya berdekatan dengannya.

Saye sedang 
berfikir heridak menubuhkarn satu Jabatan Khas bagi rnedaga kepentingaa- 
kepentingar~ bekas Perajurit-perajurit dan badan ini saya harap akan 
bertmggungjawab bagi ""memulihkm" semua bekas perajurit memasuki ddam 
kehidupm awam; menolol~g mencstrikan rnereka pekerjaan; menulong mrenasil~atr 
rnereka dan mengawasi pelajarm an&-an& yatim perajusit, jmda-jmda das, 
tmggungan-tanggungm bekas perajuririr.

UCAPAN Y.A.B. TIMBALAN PERDANA MENTERI TUN ABDUL 
RAZAK DALAM UPACARA UCAPAN TAHUNAN DAN 

PENYAMPAIAN HADIAH CAWANGAN BUDAK-BUDAK 
MAKTAB TENTERA DIRA JA 1967 

S aya berasa sangat sukacita kerana dapat hadir bersama-sama di upacara 
Perbarisan dan Penyampaian Hadiah yang sangat cemerlang ini. Terlebih 

dahulu saya mengambil peluang mengucapkan tahniah kepada sekelian yang 
mengambil bahagian di upcara Perbarisan baru-baru tadi. Seperti yang puan- 
puan dan tuan-tuan saksikan mereka telah menunjukkan gerak geri yang sangat 
kemas dan cekap di Perbarisan itu dan kebolehan mereka ini adalah menjadi satu 
kepujian kepada mereka dan Jurulatih-jurulatih mereka. 

Saya dapati bahawa ini ialah kali pertamanya upacara seperti ini telah 
diadakan dan juga saya telah mendapat tahu bahawa pertukaran ini adalah 
disebabkan tarikh bagi perbarisan Menjunjung Duli Cawangan Kedet 'telah 
ditukarkan kepada bulan April, 1968 dan tidak lagi dalam bulan Disember seperti 
dahulu. Narnun demikian saya sangat tertarik hati kepada kecekapan dan 
ketinggian darjah perbarisan yang telah diadakan itu. 

Kepada penuntut-penuntut saya hendak memberitahu bahawa latihan yang 
diberi kepada kamu itu bukanlah semata-mata untuk meninggikan pelajaran 
akademik tetapi juga untuk mendidik kamu supaya menjadi pemimpin-pemimpin 
yang berguna bagi masa hadapan. Maktab Tentera Diraja adalah memberi didikan 
yang diperlukan supaya dapat kamu melengkapkan diri bagi menghadapi 
cabaran-cabaran dalam kehidupan dan untuk berkhidmat kepada negara. Mereka 
yang mempunyai kebolehan akan diberi latihan lanjutan tentera di Cawangan 
Kedet Maktab ini atau di maktab-maktab tentera yang lain di luar negeri dan ada 
juga di antara mereka yang akan dihantar untuk melanjutkan pelajaran tinggi di 
Universiti-universiti.

THE OPENING OF THE 
FIRST ALL-MALAYSIAN CONGRESS OF 

THE TEACHING PROFESSION 

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen. 

For me to be here this morning to open this very first All-Malaysian 
Congress of the teaching profession is indeed a great pleasure; I am always glad 
to speak to teachers, because in meeting and talking to you I am reminded of my 
first love in my political career - education - and my memory recalls the happy 
but terrible days at the Ministry of Education. 

You will remember, when the Alliance first came into power, I was then 
Minister of Education. In those days the field of education in Malaya was like a 
battle-field with bullets flying from all directions - mostly aimed at the Minister! 

There was heavy fire from the public with regard to our education policy as 
a whole, a policy we had inherited from the past; there was fire from the various 
types of schools; from the Malay schools, from the Chinese schools, and from the 
Tamil Schools; there was fire on the question of the language media; there was 
fire on the question of funds, or rather, luck of funds. 

Nowadays, all these question have been settled and the firing from these 
various quarters has been deflected and all energies, which were otherwise 
wasted, have been channeled towards the implementation of a sound and 
progressive National Education system. But from one area of the education field 
there is still sporadic sniping - sometimes quite intense - firing from the teaching 
profession! 

I know you have problems which require solving - and I am confident they 
will be solved, but first let us get out thinking in true perspective. Let us go back. 
In 1957 the problems facing the implementation of a sound educational system 
seemed, at that time insurmountable. 

There was such an insatiable demand for educational facilities at all levels - 
primary, secondary and higher education - that the task which lay ahead at that 
time seemed enormous. 

Shortage of schools, shortage of teachers, diverse opinions, all added to 
make matters more complex. 

Further, the question of so many diverse language raised with it the problem 
of many different types of teachers with different types of training and resulted in 
the necessity of a "crash" training programme for teachers. 

All these problems had to be tackled simultaneously and the maximum use 
had to be made of every available teacher, both trained and untrained, graduates 
and non-graduates, specialists. 

At that time we were, so to speak, undergoing an "emergency" in the 
educational field and with a crash programme the teaching profession became 
somewhat disjointed, with many types of teachers of various and diverse 



standards of qualifications, experience and traming. So therefore, as I see it, your 
~ a i n  problem or shall I say, to use a better word, your main desire. is to see the 
setting up of d system of service with ternrs and conditions of service in keeplag 
with modern Mdaysia and just md fair to all. 

Whar has been done from i 957 to 1965 under the circums"kces peaaining 
at the time, was in my opinion correct. But, dme moves on cirmmstances change, 
md in keeping with what rnlghr be called -" education evolution" the time in my 
opinion has come to sort things out and as 1 say, evolve a system just and fair to 
all of you. This czn only be done if -;oil contribute your part with patience and CQ- 

operation, 
F congratulate you on bavil-ig the foresight to organise this Congress and 4 

am impressed with the five main aims that you have set out to  achieve. I sincere]) 
hope that you will not depart from these main caeqectives and that in achieving 
them will enable ali teachers 111 Malaysia to play their role more efficje~rfly in 
serving the youth of our nation 

TVe are a young nation and therefore the accent on all our policies including 
education must be an accent on. and must grve emphasis to :he correct upbringing 
of our young people; and if you, the tcaching profession. are to play your full part 
In the task of nation building, she task of preparing our young people for the 
future, then you yourselves as a profession must have an "esprit de corps". and set 
an example for them to follow, you must have a spirit of dedication and raise your 
profession above pettiness and selfishess. and you must have a balanced 
approach to a11 maMers affecting education. 

I nust say quite honestly, wrthout overpraising your profession. Chat I am 
always impressed as % travel around the country on my development tours and 
meet from time to time maDy hurndrzds of teachers m towns and in v-i!?ages, both 
far and near. 

I am impressed by their hard work, their sense of dl~ty and dedication, a d  
their enthusiasm and devotion to the task of preparing the Malaysians of 
tomonow to be good 2nd useful citizens. 

Let me wish you a11 the best of iuck in this Congress and I hope that you will 
achiewe the objectives you have set yourselves and that porr will build up the 
teaching profession into a professional body kvith high standards and a deep sense 
of dedicated service which our nation wjil forever be proud of - a body of men 
and women of which our nation w14i forever be proud! 



TEXT OF BROADCAST BY Y.A.B. TUN ABDUL RAZAK 
IN AUSTRALIA 

I am very happy to have this opportunity of speaking to you directly and simply 
in this way. I have come as your guest and I want to say first of all, how truly 

happy I am to be here in your great and lively country with its vast expanse of 
potentials. Let me say at once that those are not just polite words. I think we, 
Australians and Malaysians, are close enough together to be able to dispense with 
ceremony and protocol. And so I do not want to say again how truly happy I am 
to be here. 

I am happy because this visit is the realization of a wish that I have long 
cherished. I wanted to come to Australia first of all to thank you for all your help 
to us in Malaysia - not only for your support, including the support of your 
soldiers, over the period of Indonesian Confrontation but also for your help over 
many years particularly in the field of technical assistance and in the facilities for 
training and education which you have provided for us. Your engineers, your 
technicians, your teachers, and other officials - and your soldiers during 
confrontation -have become familiar and welcomed figures in our society. In turn 
our students in Australia have become accepted as part of the ordinary life here. 
They now number over 5,000 and they are pursuing a wide variety of studies in 
your Universities, in the arts, in science and medicine, in engineering and 
architecture, in law, in agriculture and other subjects, which all contribute 
directly to the progress of Malaysia. And so you see, Australia has become a part 
of our lives in Malaysia. And on behalf of the Malaysian people I want to tell you 
how much we appreciate the constructive contributions which you have made for 
the progress and welfare of our country. 

Also, I have been anxious to come on a visit here because I want to see 
Australia for myself. Like many others I have read about Australia - of your 
history, of the beauty of your countryside, of your vast resources, of your energy 
and activity, and the richness and diversity of life in this country. I had formed 
the impression of a country which is young, lively, varied and exciting -and since 
coming here my expectation has been confirmed. 1 have seen the bustle and 
activity of Sydney. I have seen your wide, open land, your farms, your factories, 
your industrial projects, I have seen your beaches and your parks, your 
universities and your cultural centres - and most of all I have seen and been 
greatly touched by the warmth of the people of Australia. Your energy and 
enterprise and enthusiasm, your sense of history, and of your responsibility as a 
prosperous nation in a region of poverty and under-development, have impressed 
me. 

Certainly by any standards, and particularly in comparison with Asian 
conditions, this is a rich and prosperous land. You are rightly concerned with 
providing your people with the good things of life. So, too, we in Malaysia. 
Compared to you here, we are poor; but in the region of Southeast Asia, we are 
much richer than our neighbours. However, it is a precarious prosperity as it is 



dependent mainly on the export of two primary commodities, mbber and tm, 
whose prices fluctuate on the world market with consequent uncertainly for ohr 
economy. A drop of one cent per pound in the price of rubber means m amrial 
loss of 22 million dollars in export receipts to us, and the price of mbber, as you 
are aware, has been showi~~g a marked downward trend, We are therefore 
constmtiy battling with the problem of development, to raise the living stmdards 
of our people mind in particufar to close the gap between the urban and the r ~ r a l  
areas, between the 'haves' and "have-nots', and between the states of Sab& and 
Sarawak in East Malaysia and the states in West Malaysia. 

tvVe are determined to succeed - and to achievc that success within the 
ai-amework of parliamentaq democracy. That is of particular ssigrJficance to p u  
in Australia. Our failure would mean the failure of the paj-iia~nentaq system 
wkich would only be to the advantage of the Communists in our midst who draw 
their inspiration arad their support from outside the countv. That is why in  he 
present conditions of Malaysia, Ta prefer to regard the Communisrs not only as ac 
enemy but also as competitor in the solution of the dwelopment problem. That is 
why if we solve the problelas of development, we would largely solve the 
Communist problem, We in Malaysia believe that democracy is the best system 
of govenment ever devised. We believe in a free-enterprise economy as the most 
effective means of releasing the energy and ingenuity of men. We believe that 
democratic, free-enterprise system will produce the best results - provided always 
that the people who operate that system are honest, efficient, tough and dedicated. 
But the Communists will always try to muddy the water, to distract out attention 
an$ dissipate our energies to non-productive enterprises so that we wi41 fa2 io 
solive the development problem. They feed upon the remains of Lost hopes and 
ideaIs, We are determined that the hopes and ideals of our people, for peace, for 
prosperity, and for progress, will never be disappoimed, and that is why we are 
grateful to you for your assistance irr that endeavour, the success or failure of 
which has so direct a beaning on your fordune and your Future. B ~vouid like to 
speak on one other aspect of (he development problem: which is, that -rn a 
prosperous society, the edges of social conflicts are blunted. bfalaysia is, aa yob 
h o w ,  a multiracial society composed of people of different races, languages. 
religions and cultures. For myself 1 find that this diversity of people is a great 
challenge and indeed I think you too know in Australia how much the contrjbueion 
of the different ethnic groups has been to the rich variety sf Australian life. But I 
would be Less than frank if T say that we in Malaysia have completely sojved the 
problem of welding together so many diverse people into one homogensi_as 
society. We have made enomous progress as evidence of the last ten years cleariy 
shows - the national consciousness permeates over racial or sections: 
consciousness. But that success would be lost if we do nor coiatinue to make 
economic and social progress, if we do not ensure that the size of the national cake 
is sufficiently large so that it may be satisfactorily divided among ali. So once 
again we come back to the development problem: solve that and yoel also solve 
the race problem, That is why we believe it is best solved not in loud debates and 
public confrontation but in tackling it at the roots through education md economic 
development. 



I have taken a little of your time in talking about the problems and prospects 
of Malaysia. I do not think that I am being unduly boastful if I say that we have 
made good progress - the democratic system thrives in Malaysia, the economy 
hums and throbs with activity, the plans for rural development have had striking 
results, our people look to the future with confidence. 

This, I know, is a matter of great satisfaction to you, as much as it is a matter 
of tremendous pride to us. For our future and our destiny are inevitably linked. We 
are united by the facts of geography and by the ties of history. We have a common 
faith in the democratic process and in a free-enterprise economy. Most of all we 
share a concern for and a pride in the individual, to overcome his fears and 
disabilities and to realize his hopes and dreams. We both believe profoundly that 
in the final analysis, it is the individual who counts. That is why I am so delighted 
at this opportunity to speak to you as one person to another. I have spoken directly 
and simply as I would if you were in my house. But instead I have come to yours 
and I do wish to thank you most warmly. 
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
